Reading in Focus!

The Royal Family’s Residences

The residences occupied by the Royal Family are
divided into those, the Queen uses in her official capacity,
her private homes and houses and apartments she lends to
her relations.

Buckingham Palace is the Queen’s London residence
and it is also the centre of administration for the monarchy.
Buckingham House is a large, splendid building of brick
and stone. So only a small part is used by the Queen herself.
Her private apartments are on the first floor facing Green
Park.

There are 19 state Rooms in the Palace, 53 Royal and
guest bedrooms, 188 staff rooms, 92 offices, 78 bathrooms
and lavatories, 600 rooms in all. Inside the Palace there is a
Post office, handling 100,000 ilems a year, a police station
and kitchens serving up to 600 meals a day.

Weekends are spent at Windsor, the largest castle in
Europe and a royal fortress since the days of William the
Conqueror, 1080.
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The two private houses owned by the Queen are Balmoral
Castle in Scotland and Sandringham House in Norfolk, where
the estate extends to 20,000 acres.

Several members of the Royal Family live in Kensington
Palace, which has been divided into a number of elegant
apartments. Its residents included William IIT, Queen Mary
IT Queen Victoria, who had been born there and spent her
childhood. Princess of Wales Diana (1982-1997) and include
Princess Margaret (the Queen’s sister), Duchess of Gloucester
(who have the biggest apartment with 35 rooms) and Prince
Michael of Kent. The Palace employed the superb craftsmen
to decorate the rooms. The walls and ceilings were embellished
with magnificent paintings.

Winsdor Castle
Winsdor Castle is the oldest royal residence to have
remained in continuous use by the monarchs of Britain and
is in many ways an architectural epitome [1"pitomi] (Bor10-
menue, onnnersopenue) of the history of the nation. The
great Round Tower is instantly recognizable throughcut
the world.

Visitors enter on Castle Hill and make their way to the
State Apartments in the Upper Ward, walking past the south
and west sides of the Round Tower, which is built in stone
on the steep artificial motte as the principle defence of the
Castle. The deep moat protecting the motte has always been
dry, as the castle is built on a porous chalk ridge. The moat
is now the well kept garden of the Governor of the Castle.

The Entrance to the State Apartments is from the North
Terrace, it is halfway along the terrace.

To the east of the entrance hall is Queen Mary’s Dolls’
House displayed in a room specially designed for it on the
ground floor.

If you look at the plan of Winsdor Castle, you will see that
there are many rooms, chambers, and halls in the Castle. That’s
why it takes much time to visit all of them and tell about them.

Returning to the Queen’s enfilade the visitor reaches
the Ballroom or Queen’s Gallery. When there is a state
visit to Windsor Castle, the visiting head of state receives
members of the diplomatic corps in this room.

The three magnificent glass chandeliers are among the finest
English examples of their kind. Since the nineteenth century
the room has been known as the Van Dyck Room as it is hung
with 8 portraits by him (as you can see on the plan “The queen’s
ballroom.”). The silver furniture between the windows is a rare
survival of seventeenth-century royal taste.

The plan of the Queen Ballroom

During the present reign Windsor Castle has been the
principal home of the Royal Family. The Court is officially in
residence in April and during Ascot week in June when the
annual Garter Day celebrations take place with the installation
of new knights and a choral service in St. George’s Chapel.

The Castle has also seen several splendid recent visits
from Heads of State. The Queen and her Family spend most
of their private weekends at the Castle.
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A distinctive feature of hospitality at Windsor Castle
are the invitations to “dine and sleep” which go back to
Queen Victoria’s time and encompass people prominent in
many walks of life including. The Queen’s ministers. On
such occasion the Queen shows her guests a specially chosen
exhibition of treasures from the Royal Collection.

Stratford-upon-Avon
Make your visit to Stratford-upon-Avon a memorable
and enriching experience by exploring the places shown on
this map. The properties run by the Shakespeare Birthplace
Trust are staffed by well-informed guides who are willing to
tell you everything you need to know about Shakespeare’s
life, the furniture and the various exhibitions.

1 Shakespeare Centre
This centre was built by the Shakespeare Birthplace Trust
to celebrate the 400th anniversary of Shakespeare’s birth.
There are always fascinating exhibitions in the hall.

2 Shakespeare’s Birthplace
Shakespeare was born in this half-timbered house in
Henley Street. Make sure you see the room in which tradition
claims he was born.
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3 Nash’s House
Thomas Nash was the first husband of Shakespeare’s
granddaughter, Elizabeth Hall. In the house you will find an
interesting collection of furniture, local archaeological and
historical material. When Thomas Nash died, Elizabeth later
ma: ried Sir John Barnard of Abingdon. She had no children
from either of her two marriages and she died in 1670.

4 The Foundation of New Place

Here are the foundations of the house to which Shakespeare
retired. It had been built in 1483 by Hugh Clopton. This was a
fine timber-framed house but, unlike most of the houses of its
day, the gaps between the wooden struts were not filled with
wattle and daub (plastered basketwork) but with good red bricks.
It is thought that it was one of the first houses in Stratford to
be built of bricks. New Place was destroyed by the Reverend
Francis Gastrell, who in 1756 chopped down the mulberry tree
that Shakespeare had planted in the Great Garden, and went
on to pull the house down in 1759. Apparently, he couldn’t
bear the constant stream of sightseers wanting to look at this
famous house. Do go to the back of Nash’s House, where there
is a replica of an Elizabethan Knot Garden. You will also be
able to walk around Shakespeare’s Great Garden, which
contained his orchard and his kitchen garden.

5 King Edward VI Grammar School
Shakespeare went to this Grammar School. The school
was founded in the 13th century and the first schoolmaster
recorded was in 1401. The school-house was built in 1426
and refounded by Edward VI in 1553.

6 Hall’s Croft
This was the home of Shakespeare’s daughter Susanna
and her husband Dr John Hall, who was a well-known
herbalist. This fine Tudor building has some unique
architectural features; it also has a wonderful period medical
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exhibition and some fine pieces of furniture. The dispensary
is furnished today as Dr Hall would have known it. There is
also a very beautiful garden.

7 Holy Trinity Church

This lovely church stands on the banks of the River Avon
and it is here that you will be able to see the font in which
Shakespeare was baptised, and also the place where he was
buried — look for the poet’ s grave and monument. The bust
of Shakespeare was carved a few years after his death by
Gerard Janssen, an Anglo-Flemish mason who came from
London. It would have been approved by the family and must
therefore have been a reasonable likeness of Shakespeare for
them to have accepted it.

Schools to give advice on use of mobiles
BY DAVID CHARTER

ENGLISH, maths and science will soon be joined by
lessons in how to use mobile phones following the Christmas
boom in phone ownership among children.

Brian Fallon, a senior Edinburgh councilor, said: éWe are
the first council to consider a precautionary policy on mobile
phones, not only for school staff but for students as well.

«We are not encouraging young people to use mobile phones
and they are certainly banned in the classroom, but you would
have to be burying your head in the sand if you weren’t to
recognize young people have mobile phones in growing
numbers.

Mr. Fallon, the convener of Edinburgh’s general purposes
and consumer services committee, said that there was a range
of advice being prepared. His commitice considered scientific
studies that pointed to the possible rick of mobile phone use
heating body tissue. It noted that some organisations claimed
that exposure to microwaves could have effects on behaviour
or even cause cancer, particularly juvenile leukemia.

Mr. Fallon added: «We wili advise them to, where possible,
use a land line. If that’s not possible, use an earpiece and carry
your mobile in a plastic bag or handbag because, if there was to
be a harmful effect from radiation levels, it would be worse if
the phone is next to the body.
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Other lessons include how to make shorter calls and
minimise the risk from radiation.

Edinburgh’s education committee wiil shortly consider
the proposal and decide what information should be given to
schools,

David Hart, the general secretary of the National
Association of Head Teachers, said that he accepted parents’
concern for their children, especially daughters, to carry
mobile phones to school for safely reasons, but that it was
unacceptable for phones to be switched on during lessons.

The Tube is divided
into six fare zones. Zone 1 covers central London. Many
Underground stations now have automatic ticket gates.
Simply insert your ticket face up then retrieve it to open the
gate. At the end of your journey, if the value of travel on
your ticket is used up, the gate will open but your ticket will
be retained.

With 17.000 bus stops all over London you’re never far
from a bus route. Many London buses are red, some appear in
other colours into four fare zones. Bus Zone 4 covers
approximately the same area for bus travel only as Zones 4,5
and 6 do for the Underground and National Railways. There
are two types of bus stop: compulsory, where buses always stop
uniess full, request, where you stop a bus buy putting out your
hand, If already full however, the bus may not stop. To get off
at a request stop ring the bell once and on good time to let the
driver know. Night Buses treat all stops as request stops.
