experience of creating schools for
free education was the "House of a
Free Child", created by K.N,
Wentzel in 1906. He supported the
ideas of free education of L.N.
Tolstoy, organizing the life and
education of peasant children in the
Yasnaya Polyana school. There were
also other attempts: A. Radchenko's
“School of Shaluns” in Baku, the
Moscow family school of O.
Kaidanovskaya-Bervi, educational
complexes “Setlement” and “Child
Labor and Rest” that are close to this
direction, first headed by A.U.
Zelenko, then S.T. Shatsky. At
present, interest in the ideas of free
education has revived again. In
Moscow and in a number of other
cities, Waldorf schools and M.
Montessori centers were opened,
domestic models of free, non-violent
education are being developed.

means of influencing students.
Pedagogical ethics is a kind of code
of behavior and attitude of a teacher,
a set of ethical requirements and
prescriptions based on universal
human moral values and values of
pedagogical activity and allowing
the teacher to navigate in behavior
and activity in choosing between
good and evil.
