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INTRODUCTION

The national values and traditions, the names
of our great ancestors have been revived due
to extensive work being carried out at the initia-
tive of the President of Uzbekistan to enhance
the spirituality and enlightenment in the coun-
try. Their sacred burial places have been restored
and landscaped. The architectural complexes of
Imam at-Termizi, Hakim at-Termizi and Sultan
Sadat, and Kokildar ata have undergone major
restoration.

The President of Uzbekistan Islam Karimov
once spoke of the antique monuments and cul-
ture of Surkhandarya rather amply and mean-
ingfully, thus: «Surkhan is a land famous to the
entire world, one which is renowned as a cradle
of ancient civilizations, namely, of Kushan and
Bactrian states. The discovered archeological

lepa, Zaraut-sai, Teshik-tash, Fayaz-tepa con-
Stitute unique monwments of our millennia-old
history. This land has from ancient times been
irrigated by the spirit of sciences and crafts
wisdom and arts. The immortal spirit, Vfwfj/.indg;
morals of outstanding persondalities like .lmam
at-Termizi, and the saint Hakim-ata help to fos-
ler voung people. |

zation in Central Asia. The fact is proved by a
finding of burial in the Teshik-Tash grotto (ncar
Baysun) of a boy who lived in Neanderthal Mid-
dle Palacolithic era (100-40 millennium BC.)
Anthropological studics show that this arca was
part of the zone of formation of modern humans.

A sapalli ancient agriculture based on irriga-
tion arose at the end of the 3rd and the beginning
of the 2nd millennium BC. At this time, vari-
ous crafts were developed, including ceramics,
metalworking, jewellery and trade. The first per-
manent scttlements emerged, as well as house
building with adobe bricks and pakhsa. The car-
ly proto-city Jarkutan emerged with monumen-
tal architecture (palace, temple).

In the ancient time and carly Middle Ages the
Surkhandarya oasis was part of one of the most
developed historical-cultural regions in Bactria—
Tokharistan, which determined subsequent pro-
cess of development of civilization in this oasis-

‘unknown script’ (presumably Yuezhi), and
especially the Bactrian script based on the
ancient Greek alphabet with adding one letter

Samples of the Bactrian monumental and
italic scripts are widely represented here in
many settlements. Those include graffiti on
walls, inscriptions on stone flags and ceramics.
Of special interest is the Bactrian monumental
inscription on the pedestal of a sculptural block
that was discovered in 1979 during the excava-
tions initiated by B.A. Turghunov at Ayrtam sct-
tlement. The remained fragment of the inscrip-
tion researched, deciphered and translated by
V. A. Livshitz and EV. Rtveladze reveals that in
the fourth year of rule of King Huvishka, some
Shodiya (probably a high-ranked public official)
carried out major construction work in the Ay-
rtam citadel. decorated the temple, and cleaned
out the irrigation system. All his undertakings
were inscribed by a Mikhrzad at the order of
Shodiya.

In the 5th—6th centuries AD, the Sogd script
spread in Surkhandarya oasis, and earlier — the
Pahlavi script. In the 7th — 8th centuries due to the
inclusion of the oasis and the Central Asian Meso-
potamia in Omayad, and from the year of 750 in
Abbasid Caliphates, the Arab script spread here,
replacing all previously used scripts. The earliest
samples of the Arab script are presented in the
kufic style at Kattatepa and Kuloltepa dating back
to the middle and end of the 8th century AD.

Membership in the Umayyad (from 632 to

Developed Middle Ages, there are the earliest
inscriptions published in this album (Jarkurgan
minaret at the beginning of the 12th century,
the inscription on the ganch - the mausoleum of
Hakim at-Termezi at the beginning of the 13th
century, for another view — the beginning of 12th
century). All other inscriptions dated to a later
period, the era of Temurids (Hakim at-Termezi)
or the period of the dynasty of Sheibanids and
Bukhara Emirate (Sufi Alayara mosque at the
end of the 18th century).

Embarking on this volume, we inquired into
publications dedicated to the epigraphy monu-
ments of Surkhandarya Region. V.V. Barthold,
A.A.Semenov, Ya.G.Gulamov, V.A. Shishkin,
A. Murodov, M.E. Masson, EJV.Rtveladze,
Sh.A. Pidaev and other scholars hugely con-
tributed to their study. These research works
and photographs taken by them in the process
of their research works have helped us much in
cases when inscriptions were lost or distorted as
a result of incorrect restoration of some monu-
ments.

It is also noteworthy that the publications of
inscriptions were barely systematic, and in the
majority of cases they were published not in full
length and not always correctly.

In the meantime, an all-inclusive publication
of the epigraphy of any given monument allows
for a more comprehensive presentation of the
history of its formation, reconstruction of the
peculiarities of perception of historical figures,
who the emergence of the architectural complex
is associated with, the perception of actions of
those personalities across various epochs, resto-
ration of names and images of donators of build-
ings, authors of inscriptions and so forth. This
is particularly important when the epigraphy of
historical-geographical regions, of Surkhandar-
ya in this case, is published. Simultaneously, by
citing the texts of monumental inscriptions, we
have avoided extensive historical interpretations
because of limited space and the popular nature
of the current album.

Nonetheless, we believe the epigraphy of
monuments will allow specialists of diverse
walks to propose their own interpretations of the




published materials building on the results of our
work. To illustrate that, suffice it to cite a couple
of examples.

Up until the present time, out of capacious
and numerous texts of tombstone of al-Hakim
at-Termizi (d. approx. 869), only the translation
of epitaph was published that was performed
more than a century ago by V.V. Barthold (with
some omissions) and the less accurate one by
A.A.Semenov.” However, the epitaph amounts
to approximately 12—15 percent of all gravestone
texts. The rest of the texts remained unpublished
with a reservation that they are hardly informa-
tive. In the meanwhile, the texts turned out to
be interesting per se because they were inscribed
during the reign of Shahruh, the son of Amir Te-
mur, virtually at his order. Naturally, the issue
in mind is on the methods of interpretation and
approach to texts and their explanation. Here,
suffice it to cite fragments of some hadiths from
inscriptions on side surfaces of tombstone, thus:
«The pious who condoles the death of the schol-
ar will be endowed by the Almighty Allah with
an award of a thousand martyrs and a thousand
scientistsy», «He who serves the scholar Jor seven
days, it would be as if he served Allah Jor seven
thousand yearsy», «He who seeks /cnow!edge, is
sought by paradise...y.

[t implies that all the texts on gravestones and
monuments are carved by their builders (often-
times at the order of donators) not by accident.
The inscription is directly linked to the function
of the monument itself, and if it is a mausoleum.
it is associated with the status of the deceased,
his memory and deeds. The more so in the cited
case we can see how tombstone epitaph reflects
the perception of essays and thoughts of the sci-
entist many years after his death. Besides, even
other sacred texts (first and foremost from the
Koran) also are inscribed often deliberately, in
accordance with the tradition, about which we
may have no understanding. Therefore, there are
practically no «uninformative texts» in epigra-
phy. Everything depends on the way information
is understood.

Nevertheless, for us to comprehend what in-
formation we can extract from inscriptions on a
certain monument, one should read it correctly,
and Fhen attempt to understand and interpret.

time. The inscriptions are drawn by and large in
Chinese ink or carved on columns, beams, bulk-
heads or on the walls of the mosque.

First, having deciphered a number of chrono-
orams (tarikh), we have been able to establish
:llc exact date of the construction of the mosque,
donators (including those of repair works), names
of masters and so forth.

Second, such inscriptions (part of which were
drawn in Chinese ink) survive extremely rarely
and thus are considered unique. And the geo-
graphical scope is extensive (judging from ni-
sbas of authors) of those who used to come to
this mosque and, following the local tradition,
left autograph inscriptions.

Third, their exceptionality also lies in the fact
that passages are left by dozens of people.who,
judging from their autographs, represented dlver_se
social strata (not necessarily the clergy, and quite
often craftspeople). However, the style and ham.d—
writing are often calligraphic or rather wc?ll writ-
ten, which can offer yet another argument in favor
of the high literacy rate of the population. ‘

Fourth, the contents of inscriptions constitute
quite often poems by a variety of poets (inclu.d—
ing Sufi Allayar). Yet they (judging from dis-

crepancies) clearly used to be written from mem-
ory, and subsequently these poems were popular
with people of diverse social strata, which can be
seen as another case when evaluating the degree
of literacy of the population.

The majority of monuments included in the
current album have been energetically repaired
and restored in the national independence peri-
od. This is indicative of the care of the authori-
ties for monuments and their state. The more so,
as we are convinced, the epigraphy monuments
of Surkhandarya presented here demonstrate
once again the exceptional and delicate artistic
taste of masters of the past, their profound spirit-
uval-moral qualities and high aesthetic tastes. To
preserve these riches is our duty.

In conclusion, the creative team express its

THE AKASTANA BABA MAUSOLEUM

The Akastana Baba Mausoleum (late 10th — early 11th
cc.) is located in the Sariasiya District of Surkhandarya
Region. It is shaped as a gallery with rooms (its exterior
perimeter is 9x8.7 m; the interior perimeter is 5.65%5.80
m). The brickwork of the facade is figured. The entrance is
through the north-eastern portal. Of the two turrets (gul-

dasta) flanking the portal on two sides. only the southern
one has survived. The dome space structure consists of
eight deep arches. The south-eastern wall was restored in
the 15th century. In the 19th century, master Khudai-Berdi
restored the half-ruined dome and built an additional room
in the east of the mausoleum.

THE HAKIM AT-TIRMIZI MEMORIAL COMPLEX

The memorial monument (9th —15th cc.) is a tribute to
Abu Abdallah Muhammad ibn Ali ibn Hasan ibn Bashir
al-Hakim at-Tirmizi (circa 750/760 — Termez, approx 869).
The complex includes a mosque, a mausoleum. a khanaqa,
and a room for reciting the Koran (gari-khana). which
over several centuries were subjected to repeated reno-
vations and repairs. The external perimeter of the com-
plex is 28.0x29.0 m; of the mausoleum: 5.10x4.70 m. The
khanaqa was the first mud-brick building (9th century).
As legend has it, Hakim at-Tirmizi lived and taught here.
Only part of a narrow courtyard, a fragment of the thick
wall, and a small underground facility at the north-castern
corner have remained of them. A mausoleum facing south
was raised (9th century) over the extant grave at the north-
castern corner of the khanaga.

The Hakim at-Tirmizi Mausoleum is revered by the lo-
cal population as a burial place of a vali' and has long been
a place of pilgrimage. A little later, at the eastern Wa.“. of
the mausoleum were built an adjacent facility for reciting
the Koran (gari-khana) and a burial chamber for the son of
at-Tirmizi, Hakim Abdallah (10th century). Then a three-
dome mosque shaped as an arched passage (11th-12th c¢)
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and several additional service facilities were built to the
north of this group.

Under the rule of the Temurids (I5th century). the
khanaga resting on a high (1.5 m) base was rebuilt with
burnt bricks and the adjacent facilities were renovated.
The northern and southern fagades of the khanaqa were
designed as portals. A mihrab niche with an outjutting
border was set in the center of the western wall of the
three-dome mosque. In the mihrab niche, there are very
noteworthy relief inscriptions, ceramic tracery Wll'[h tiles
covered with carved ganch (gypsum) patterns msert_ed
between its details.

The small mausoleum and the facilities surrounding
it were also renovated. During the rule of"Abdalllath han
(1583-1598), a nine-dome mosque was erected within the
khazira (a small courtyard with graves) and the old thrcF:—
dome mosque became its part.

INSCRIPTIONS ON THE GRAVESTONE OF AL-HAKIM AT-TIRMIZI

The tombstone (marble gravestone) of Al-Hakim At-
Tirmizi is one of the most remarkable examples of marble
carving of the Temurids' epoch®. It is a stepped structure. Its
base is a truncated parallelepiped on which rests a prism-
shaped main «body» of the tombstone. The tombstone is
adorned with a three-row belt of stalactites (sharafa) which
engirds it along the perimeter. The upper part of the tomb-
Stone is an oblong finial with tropeic section. The ligatured
Script of Arabic characters is well combined with floral and
geometrical pattern. Two decorative vases with unusual bou-
quets and an arched niche between them are carved on the
Northern butt-end surface.

Out of all the texts on the Al-Hakim At-Tirmizi tombstone,
only one has been published to this day: it is the translation
of the epitaph made by VV. Barthold (with some omissions)
more than one hundred years ago, and the less precise transla-
Hon by A A. Semenov in the 1930s ™.

of original Arabic texts we have managed to find. In 2011, the
tombstone was demounted and transferred to the Termizids
Museum' located nearby. It has been replaced with a modern
copy. The book uses photographs of the original tombstone
taken prior before it was moved.

The passages are in Arabic, diacritics are regular. No errors
have been found in the text that is indicative of a high degree of
professionalism of both the author and craftmen who created
this tombstone.

By their contents and location, the texts on the tombstone
can be divided into four parts: 1) the epitaph of the deceased
placed on the southern butt-end surface of the tombstone; 2)
texts on lateral surfaces and butt ends of the base. These in-
scriptions include hadiths (traditions from the Prophet); 3) the
parallelepiped-shaped middle part constitutes the main body
of the tombstone, its lateral and butt-end surfaces are adorned
with tracery and inscriptions. The bulk of the inscriptions

are prayer formulas, i.e. so-called «Du'ai gadah» (prayers on
cups'?); 4) texts on the tombstone’s finial which are entreaties
to Allah (munajat) named after their author, «Duai Ukkasha»

THE IMAM ABU ISA AT-TIRMIZI MAUSOLEUM

The Mausoleum of Abu Isa At-Tirmizi is located in
the Sherabad district (6 kilometers from the district cen-
ter) of Surkhandarya region (11th — 12th cc.). Today, the
mausoleum is a part of a single complex and consists of
four adjacent rooms (their size is: 4.3%4.5 m). Its north-
eastern part was closed because of constriction of a ter-
race (ayvan) there. The southern room is a burial chamber
in which there is a three-step over-grave structure. It is
adorned with tracery and belts of stalactites and inscrip-
tions. The tombstone, its texts, wall facing, fences and
other details of the architectural décor are the result of the
renovation in 2000-2001.

From the burial chamber there is a passage to the
hall (khanaga) of the of the adjacent facility which is a
mosque. The floor in the mosque is below the floor level
in the burial chamber. The mihrab is in the hall of the
mosque, here the overhead cover is domed like those in
the adjoining rooms.

The full name of the imam is Muhammad ibn Isa ibn
Saura ibn Mussa ibn Zahhak as-Sulami al-Bughi At-
Tirmizi (824 — 892)°. He is known as a famous collector
of traditions from the Prophet (muhaddis). Toward the
end of his life, the imam went blind «az-Zarir» (Blind
man). Abu Isa At-Tirmizi spent his youthful days in
Termez where he received his primary education. In his
childhood, he stood out from other children of his age
due to his extraordinary abilities and superb memory.
He advanced in the study of secular and religious sci-
ences. However, the most interest he took in hadiths and,
for the purpose of their collecting and study, he visited
Many cities of the East. For a long time he lived in Iraqg,
Isfahan, Khurasan, Mecca and Medina. There, under re-
nowned scholars of that time, he studied the science of
reciting the Koran (gira‘ah), the art of exposition (bayan),
Muslim jurisprudence (figh), history and especially a
Subject of his particular interest , hadiths. Among cele-
b{rated muhaddises under whom he studied, we can men-
Yon such as Imam al-Bukhari, Imam Muslim, Imam Abu
Daud, Kutaiba ibn Sa‘id, Iskhak ibn Mussa, Mahmud ibn
Gailan ang others.
boﬂ‘:“l“_Tirmizi met Imam al-Bukhari in Nishapur (they-

ived there at the same period for five years). Later
¢ admitted that it was under the influence of this meet-
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lame of the village where Imam Abu “lsa died and was burie

ing that he was able to grasp the philosophy and wisdom
of hadiths. Imam al-Bukhari would speak highly of his
pupil and say: «/ received more benefit from my meetings
with you than you from me». It was a high opinion of At-
Tirmizi’s merits.

After returning to his native Termez in 868, At-Tirmi-
zi engaged in creative work, teaching, and it was then that
he became famous as an outstanding muhaddis. He ad-
hered to asceticism, sought not to demean his authority
of the scholar, and was indifferent to wealth. All these
became his life standards. Pupils of At-Tirmizi continued
his cause.

The majority of writings by Imam At-Tirmizi came up
to us. Of course, the most famous of them is «Al-Jami
as-sahih» (The collection of authentic [hadiths]) which
is considered to be the most reliable of six collections of
hadiths. This work has various titles: «Al-Jami* At-Tirmi-
zi» (The collection by Tirmizi), «Sahihi Tirmizi » ([The
collection of] authentic [hadiths] by Tirmizi), «Sunnani
Tirmizi» [The collection] of Sunnahs by Tirmizi). One
more work by Imam At-Tirmizi is «ash-Shama’il an-
Nabaviya» which contains about 408 hadiths dedicated to
the life of the Prophet and his qualities. This book has at
all times attracted attention of specialists in Islamic stud-
ies. There are several commentaries on this work written
in Arabic. One of the books copied in the 16th century
is now reposited in the Religious Board of Muslims of
Uzbekistan®. o

THE SUFI ALLAYAR MOSQUE

The Sufi Allayar (Allah-Yar) Mosque is an architec-
tural monument in the village of Katta Vakhshuvar, De-
Nau district, on the bank of the eponymous submontane
river Vakhshuvar. One of the mosque researchers, L.I.
