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INTRODUCTION

n the years since independence. Uzbekistan

has attached a great deal of importance to the
restoration of its objective history® bringing of
the youth on the basis of good traditions of the
past, tolerance and aspiration for creativity. Un-
derstanding the rich history of our country and
revival of spirituality hold an important place in
boosting the nation’s self-awareness and feelings
of national pride. A special role in this sense is
given to the study of the historical and cultural
legacy and in particular architectural and epi-
graphic landmarks. This book-album about the
history of architectural monuments in the Fer-
gana Region and inscriptions on them plays a sig-
nificant role in this regard.

Throughout history, the Fergana Valley has
been part of separate state formations. From the
carly 18" century to February 19, 1876, it was a
large part of the Kokand Khanate, being its eco-
nomic and political pivot. This area is home to
a multitude of historical monuments of various
ages. In the words of the First President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan Islam Karimov: «7here is
one more peculiarity of the Fergana region.: ni-
merous historical monuments created at various
times, such as Madrasai Mir, Dakhmai Shahan,
Dakhma Modari-khan, Urda of Khudayar-khan
and such sacred places revered by our people
as Poshshopirim, Bibi Ubaida, Sokhibi Khidova
which give evidence of the high art of building
and creative excellence of our ancestors are con-
centrated here»'.

In early Chinese sources, the Hou Han .Shu,
Beishi and Tangshu, Fergana, or Davan/Dai-Yu-
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hanstva. Page 90,
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an, rarer Far-ghi. Far-shi) is described as a wealthy
area from which caravan laden with horses, vari-
ous herbs and trees, led to Shi (Chach/Tashkent),
to Bukhara and Tokharistan.” In the early 8" cen-
tury, during Arabic conquests® of Central Asia,
the population of Fergana maintained strong re-
sistance to Arabs. After the advent of Islam., a
number of renowned Muslim theologians came
from here.*

At the beginning of the 9™ century. one of the
first representatives of the the Samanid dynast,
Akhmad b. Asad (821-999), received the Fergana
Valley as a domain. And this is where the growth
of this dynasty started. During the rule of this dy-
nasty, Fergana becomes a key political, trading
and cultural hub, where various areas of material
and artistic culture, especially metalwork and ce-
ramics, were developed.

A similar situation was maintained under the
Karakhanids (992—1211), when one of the cities of
the Fergana Valley, Uzgend, became the capital of
famous Ilek Nasr (1002—1020). The largest city of
the Fergana Valley, at the time Akhsikent (Akh-
sikat), also became one of the biggest and richest
domains of the Karakhanids.”

In the Mongolian period, from the early 13th
century to the latter half, during the rule of the
Chagatai Dynasty, Fergana was an important tran-
sit region though the changed world trade routes
downgraded the significance of the valley as a ter-
ritory through which ran the routes of trade with
China. All this led to a partial decline of crafts.®

During the reign of Amir Timur (1370-1405),
especially after the defeat of the Golden Horde, the

most important trade route linking China with Eu-
rope via Central Asia, began again to pass through
the territory of the Fergana Valley. In this regard,
there was a growth of cities, crafts and agriculture.
Fergana remained the most important center un-
der the Temurids as well. In the 16th-17th centu-
ries, it was part of the states of the Sheibanids and
Ashtarkhanids. and at the end of the 18" century an
independent Kokand Khanate emerged on its terri-
tory, which got its name from the city of Kokand.

It is interesting to note that it was in the Kara-
khanid period that a coin whose legend indicated a
place where it had been minted — 23#55/Khukand’,
emerged among the plentiful copper coins of this
dynasty. At the present time it is difficult to as-
certain to which geographic point (city) this coin
can be attributed. It can be only supposed that the
name of the capital and later of the state in the ar-
chaic phonemes «Khukand» had been chosen by
the new dynasty not by accident.

As for Kokand, it was occasionally referred
to by some Arabic geographers of the 10" — 12"
centuries. Specifically, al-Istakhri mentions that
Kokand (232'52) was situated in a one-day march
from Sokh and a one-day march from Akhsikat,
i.c. in about its current location area®. In a book by
Ibn Khavqgal, Kokand was mentioned as one of ten
populous cities of Upper Nisaya’. The anonymous
author of the book «Hudud al-olam» describes Ko-
kand as a populous city with a multitude of fields
under crop around'’.

Another ancient city in the Fergana region,
Marghilan, is also mentioned in the travel notes of
Arab travelers and geographers as a middle-sized
town with a fortress and a cathedral mosque''.

By the historical-geographical notion «Ko-
kand» we usually imply the Kokand K hanate with
the capital of the same name founded at the to-
day’s location in about the first quarter of the 18"
Ct_?ntury. According to Kokand historians (K ha-
kim-khan Tura.

Mushrif, Mahmud Hakim Yaifani and others), the
capital was founded in the territory of the villages
of Targava and Dikhkan-tuda in 1153/1740 1741
under the head of the Ming family, *Abd ar-Rakh-
im-biy (1722 1734). Some of these historians cite
a chronogram of this event found in the words:
@bl sedaay, - «Manifestation/Embodiment of city
improvement». A numerical value of this chrono-
gram letters (abjad) gives us a sought-for date: the
Hijra ycar of 1153. Later. under his descendant,
Irdana-biy (1750 1775/76). and under his heirs. the
city was completely developed and provided with
amenitics of urban life'”. The Ming family had
subjugated the neighboring domains and become
a dynasty which founded a new state known as the
Kokand khanate. The Chinese recognized Narbuta
(17702-1799) as a khan and established diplomatic
rclations with him'".

The question of the time of creation of the Ko-
kand state has remained controversial up to now
and in scientific papers this date is often indicated
as 1810, i.c., mainly, from the moment when the new
dynasty rulers declared themselves khans. Howevs
er, given the fact that the first and foremost state”
hood attribute is the creation of a capital. the estab-
lishment of the small but sovereign state of Kokand
should be dated from the first half of the 18" centt~
ry. The more so, as first copper coins (also on¢ of the
main features of a sovereign state) began to cmerge
in Kokand in about the second half of the 18" c€”
tury. Though as a matter of fact, they had remained
nameless to the end of the rule of Irdan-biy"'.

It should be noted that «throughout the more than
one-hundred-fifty-year history of the Kokand khan~
ate, 1ts territory was not constant. The Fergana val-
ley was a basic historico-geographical core of the
khanate and in the historical records it was refert®
to the «Fifth Climate» (sometimes mistakenly 0
the «Fourth»). The valley itself is surrounded by
a mountain range (the Pamir-Tien Shan spurs) and
connected with the western arcas of Transoxant

ate territory. In the south, such mountain regions as
Karategin, Darvaz and Kulab, which have retained
their historical names up to now. recognized their
dependence on Kokand. In the cast. Khojend was
included in the Kokand territory: the neighboring
Possession Ura-Tipa also often fell into a position
of vassal dependence on Kokand. Kokand with its
neighborhoods, Margilan (in the south-west of the
valley), northern arcas of Kasan, Ura-tipa (together
With Namangan adjoining it). Andijan and Osh (in
the cast), Kurama (the middle reaches of the Syr
Darya) and Tashkent were the largest regions (in-
cluding their city centers) of the khanate»'™.

On February 19, 1876, after the Russian Empire
abolished the Kokand K hanate, the Fergana Region
was created in its territory which was incorporated
I the Turkestan Governorate General. On January

IS, 1938, it obtained a status of a viloyat (region) of

the Republic of Uzbekistan. It is situated in the east
of the Republic in the southern part of the Fergana
Valley. Today this region borders Namangan and
Andijan Regions in the north, Kyrgyzstan in the
south and east, and Tajikistan in the west'®.

The study of the monuments in the Ferg
Valley, which is one of hearths of ancient civili-
Zation of Uzbekistan, shows that settled farmers,
then fortified settlements and later early towns
arose there as far back as the last quarter of the 2™
millennium B.C".

The Fergana region was the basic economi
political center of this valley.
