ôîðìèðóåò óãðîçîóñòîé÷èâîñòü îáùåñòâà.
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Ãëîáàëèçàöèÿ êîììóíèêàöèîííûõ ïðîöåññîâ âûñâåòèëà òàêèå àñïåêòû, êàê
ñóáúåêò-ñóáúåêòíûå îòíîøåíèÿ, "Îáðàòíàÿ ñâÿçü", ñèìâîëè÷åñêèé êîíòåêñò
ñîöèàëüíîãî âçàèìîäåéñòâèÿ. Êîíöåïòóàëüíàÿ ïåðåîöåíêà êîììóíèêàöèè êàê
ñïåöèôè÷åñêîãî ñîöèîêóëüòóðíîãî ôåíîìåíà îñîáåííî âàæíà â ñîâðåìåííîì
êîíòåêñòå, ïîñêîëüêó â ïðîöåññå ãëîáàëèçàöèè îñîáîå âíèìàíèå óäåëÿåòñÿ äèàëîãó
ìåæäó ñòðàíàìè è íàðîäàìè. Â ýòîé íîâîé ñèòóàöèè "ïåðåñå÷åíèÿ" êóëüòóðíûõ
ñôåð ñòàíîâÿòñÿ âñå áîëåå ðàçíîîáðàçíûìè.

Â ñîâðåìåííûõ óñëîâèÿõ óðîâåíü ðàçâèòèÿ èíäèâèäà è åãî ñïîñîáíîñòü
ðàñøèôðîâûâàòü òåêñòû â çíà÷èòåëüíîé ñòåïåíè çàâèñÿò îò åãî âîâëå÷åííîñòè â
ñåòåâîå îáùåñòâî [Êàñòåëüñ, Ì. 2000. ñ.105].

Îáùåíèå è âçàèìîäåéñòâèå ñòàíîâÿòñÿ çàâèñèìûìè îò óðîâíÿ çíàíèé â îáëàñòè
ñîâðåìåííûõ èíôîðìàöèîííûõ òåõíîëîãèé. Íîâîå êîììóíèêàöèîííîå
ïðîñòðàíñòâî âñå åùå íàõîäèòñÿ íà ñòàäèè ðàçâèòèÿ, è ïîòåíöèàëüíûå ïîñëåäñòâèÿ
ýòîãî ïðîöåññà âî ìíîãîì îñòàþòñÿ íåÿñíûìè. Â òî æå âðåìÿ, íåñîìíåííî,
Èíòåðíåò è âèðòóàëüíàÿ ðåàëüíîñòü, ñîñòàâëÿþùèå áàçîâûå ýëåìåíòû íîâîãî
ìèðà êîììóíèêàöèè, õàðàêòåðèçóþòñÿ êîíöåïòóàëüíûì ñäâèãîì êàê â
âîñïðèÿòèè, òàê è â ïîíèìàíèè ìèðà [Äîíöîâ, À. 2013. ñ.4,15].

Ýòè óñëîâèÿ õàðàêòåðèçóþòñÿ ðåçêî âîçðîñøèìè ìàñøòàáàìè âçàèìîñâÿçåé è
ñòåïåíè âçàèìîçàâèñèìîñòè â ñîâðåìåííîì îáùåñòâå. Ýòè ïðîöåññû íàñòîëüêî
èíòåíñèâíû è î÷åâèäíû â ñîöèàëüíûõ ñîîáùåñòâàõ è äâèæåíèÿõ, ñòðàíàõ è
êîíòèíåíòàõ, ìíîãîíàöèîíàëüíûõ êîðïîðàöèÿõ è ðàçâèâàþùèõñÿ ðûíêàõ, ÷òî
ñåãîäíÿøíåå îáùåñòâî ïðåâðàùàåòñÿ â "ñåòåâîå" îáùåñòâî, ãäå â êà÷åñòâå ÿäðà
ïðåäñòàâëåíà ãëîáàëüíàÿ ýêîíîìèêà. Ýòà ýêîíîìèêà, â îòëè÷èå îò èåðàðõè÷åñêîé
ìîäåëè ìèðîâîé ýêîíîìèêè, îïèñàííàÿ ó Ô. Áðîäåëÿ è È. Âàëëåðñòåèí, ðàáîòàåò
êàê åäèíàÿ ñèñòåìà â ðåæèìå ðåàëüíîãî âðåìåíè ïî âñåé ïëàíåòå [Êàñòåëüñ, Ì.
2000. ñ.105].Ïðîòèâîñòîÿíèå îñíîâíûõ êîìïîíåíòîâ ïðîáëåìû âûâîäèò íà ïåðâûé
ïëàí äâå òåíäåíöèè. Ïåðâàÿ òåíäåíöèÿ ñâÿçàíà ñ íàðàñòàþùèìè óãðîçàìè,
êðèçèñíûìè ñèòóàöèÿìè, äåñòðóêòèâíûì ïîòåíöèàëîì ïðîèñõîäÿùèõ
ïðåîáðàçîâàíèé, âòîðàÿ - ñ ìèíèìèçàöèåé âëèÿíèÿ ýòèõ óãðîç è êðèçèñîâ è
ïîèñêîì ýôôåêòèâíûõ ìåòîäîâ óïðàâëåíèÿ ôîðìàìè è ìåõàíèçìàìè ñòàáèëüíîñòè.
Ñ òî÷êè çðåíèÿ ôóíêöèîíàëüíîé ïàðàäèãìû ñóáúåêò ïñèõîëîãè÷åñêîé
áåçîïàñíîñòè ðàññìàòðèâàåòñÿ êàê îòêðûòàÿ ñèñòåìà êîììóíèêàöèè ñ
îêðóæàþùåé ñðåäîé, ïðèäàþùàÿ óñòîé÷èâîñòü äèíàìèêå.

Íåðàâíîâåñíîñòü è íåñòàáèëüíîñòü áîëüøå íå ðàññìàòðèâàþòñÿ êàê
äåñòðóêòèâíûå è íåãàòèâíûå ÿâëåíèÿ. Ïåðåõîä îò ñîñòîÿíèÿ ðàâíîâåñèÿ ê
íåóñòîé÷èâîìó, íåðàâíîâåñíîìó ïîðîæäàåò íîâóþ, ðàíåå íåèçâåñòíóþ
çàêîíîìåðíîñòü. Ýòè ïîäõîäû ê ïîíèìàíèþ áåçîïàñíîñòè â êîíòåêñòå
äèàëåêòè÷åñêîãî âçàèìîäåéñòâèÿ íàïðÿæåííîñòè ñèòóàöèé è èõ ñòàáèëüíîñòè
ïðåäïîëàãàþò (1) âîçìîæíîñòü ïîëèòè÷åñêîãî àíàëèçà ïñèõîëîãè÷åñêîé
áåçîïàñíîñòè ÷åðåç âîçìîæíîñòü ïðåîäîëåíèÿ óãðîç, (2) âàæíîñòü ñòàáèëüíîñòè
è (3) çíà÷åíèå ñòàáèëèçèðóþùèõ ìåõàíèçìîâ äëÿ îñëàáëåíèÿ íàïðÿæåííîñòè â
ïðåäìåòíî-äåÿòåëüíîñòíîé ñôåðå è â ñîöèàëüíîì âîñïðèÿòèè îïàñíîñòè ñ öåëüþ
ôîðìèðîâàíèÿ óãðîçîóñòîé÷èâîñòè îáùåñòâà [Äîíöîâ, À. 2013. ñ.4,15].Òàêèì
îáðàçîì, íå òîëüêî ïîëèòè÷åñêàÿ è ýêîíîìè÷åñêàÿ íåçàâèñèìîñòü ãîñóäàðñòâà,
íî è äóõîâíàÿ ñîñòàâëÿþùàÿ îáùåñòâà ñòàíîâèòñÿ óÿçâèìîé, ïîýòîìó íåîáõîäèìî
ðàçðàáàòûâàòü ìåõàíèçìû áîðüáû ïðîòèâ ðàçðóøèòåëüíûõ èäåîëîãè÷åñêèõ è
ðåëèãèîçíûõ äâèæåíèé, ÷òî ñòàëî îäíèì èç àêòóàëüíûõ èçìåðåíèé ñîâðåìåííîãî
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ãîñóäàðñòâà [Ïàõðóòäèíîâ, Ø.È. 2016. ñ.11,12,17].Óãðîçû íå òîëüêî âíåøíèå, íî
è âíóòðåííèå ìîãóò ïîäîðâàòü öåëîñòíîñòü ãîñóäàðñòâà è ïðèâåñòè ê
êàòàñòðîôè÷åñêèì ïîñëåäñòâèÿì. Âñïîìíèì, íàïðèìåð, Âåéìàðñêóþ ðåñïóáëèêó
(èñòîðèîãðàôè÷åñêîå íàçâàíèå Ãåðìàíèè â 1919-1933 ãîäàõ), êîòîðàÿ
ïðîñóùåñòâîâàëà áîëüøóþ ÷àñòü ìèðíîãî ïåðèîäà ìåæäó äâóìÿ ìèðîâûìè
âîéíàìè, è ñòàëà ïîïûòêîé ó÷ðåæäåíèÿ â Ãåðìàíèè ëèáåðàëüíîé äåìîêðàòèè, à
çàâåðøèëàñü ïðèõîäîì ê âëàñòè ÍÑÄÀÏ, êîòîðàÿ ñîçäàëà òîòàëèòàðíóþ äèêòàòóðó.
Âåéìàðñêîìó ãîñóäàðñòâó åùå â ïåðèîä åãî ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ äàëè îïðåäåëåíèå
"äåìîêðàòèÿ áåç äåìîêðàòîâ", ÷òî ñâèäåòåëüñòâîâàëî î ñóùåñòâåííîé ïðîáëåìå â
åãî óñòðîéñòâå, à â ÷àñòíîñòè, îòñóòñòâèå ïðî÷íîãî êîíñòèòóöèîííîãî êîíñåíñóñà,
êîòîðûé ìîã áû ñâÿçàòü âåñü ñïåêòð ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ñèë - îò ïðàâûõ äî ëåâûõ.
Ïîðàæåíèå Âåéìàðñêîé ðåñïóáëèêè íåâîçìîæíî îáúÿñíèòü êàêèì-òî îäíèì
îáñòîÿòåëüñòâîì: èíñòèòóöèîíàëüíûìè íåäîñòàòêàìè Âåéìàðñêîé êîíñòèòóöèè,
ìèðîâûì ýêîíîìè÷åñêèì êðèçèñîì êîíöà 20-õ - íà÷àëà 30-õ ãîäîâ, íèùåòîé è
ìàññîâîé áåçðàáîòèöåé, ñïîñîáñòâîâàâøèõ ðàñøèðåíèþ ýëåêòîðàëüíîé áàçû
íàöèîíàë-ñîöèàëèñòîâ èëè îòñóòñòâèåì äåìîêðàòè÷åñêèõ ïðåîáðàçîâàíèé â îðãàíàõ
þñòèöèè, óïðàâëåíèÿ è â àðìèè. Âèíó çà ïîðàæåíèå ïåðâîé äåìîêðàòèè â Ãåðìàíèè
íå ñòîèò òàêæå âîçëàãàòü èñêëþ÷èòåëüíî íà îòäåëüíûõ ïîëèòèêîâ, íå îáëàäàâøèõ
íåîáõîäèìûìè ëè÷íîñòíûìè êà÷åñòâàìè. Ðåøàþùåé ïðè÷èíîé íå ìîæåò áûòü è
õàðèçìàòè÷åñêàÿ ïðèâëåêàòåëüíîñòü îáðàçà ôþðåðà, ïîñêîëüêó ê êîíöó 1932 ãîäà
Ãèòëåð è íàöèîíàë-ñîöèàëèñòû óæå ïðîøëè ïèê "ëþáâè èçáèðàòåëåé".

Êðàõ Âåéìàðñêîé ðåñïóáëèêè - ýòî ðåçóëüòàò ñîâïàäåíèÿ öåëîãî êîìïëåêñà
ïðè÷èí, îòñóòñòâèå îáùåé ñòðàòåãèè ïî ïðåäîòâðàùåíèþ âîçìîæíûõ óãðîç. Èëè
äðóãîé ïðèìåð - Ïàêèñòàí. 21 äåêàáðÿ 1971 ãîäà Çóëüôèêàð Àëè Áõóòòî çàíÿë
ïîñò ïðåçèäåíòà Ïàêèñòàíà. Çà îêàçàííóþ åìó ïîìîùü â áîðüáå ñ ßõüÿ-õàíîì
Áõóòòî íàçíà÷èë ãåíåðàëà Çèÿ-óëü-Õàêà íà÷àëüíèêîì øòàáà ñóõîïóòíûõ âîéñê.
Áõóòòî, ëè÷íî âûäâèíóâøèé åãî íà ýòîò ïîñò è ïîâåðèâøèé â åãî ëîÿëüíîñòü,
íå ñóìåë ðàçãëÿäåòü â Çèÿ-óëü-Õàêå áóäóùåãî âîåííîãî äèêòàòîðà è æåñòîêî
ïîïëàòèëñÿ çà ñâîþ îøèáêó: â ðåçóëüòàòå ãîñóäàðñòâåííîãî ïåðåâîðîòà Áõóòòî
áûë ñâåðãíóò è êàçíåí, äåìîêðàòè÷åñêèå âûáîðû áûëè óñòðàíåíû, êàê
ïðîòèâîðå÷àùèå "äóõó èñëàìà", à â ñòðàíå ñòàëà îñóùåñòâëÿòüñÿ ïîëèòèêà
"èñëàìèçàöèè". Íî ñóùåñòâóþò íå òîëüêî âíóòðåííèå, íî è âíåøíèå óãðîçû äëÿ
ïîëèòè÷åñêîãî ñàìîîïðåäåëåíèÿ ãîñóäàðñòâà. Íåñìîòðÿ íà îòñóòñòâèå
óíèâåðñàëüíûõ "ðåöåïòîâ" äåìîêðàòè÷åñêîé ìîäåëè, êîòîðàÿ ìîãëà áû áûòü
ïðèìåíèìà ê ëþáîìó ãîñóäàðñòâó, íåêîòîðûå ñòðàíû ñòðåìÿòñÿ "ýêñïîðòèðîâàòü
åå", íå ó÷èòûâàÿ íàöèîíàëüíûå îñîáåííîñòè è èñòîðè÷åñêèé îïûò. Êàê îòìå÷àë
Ïåðâûé  Ïðåçèäåíò Ðåñïóáëèêè Óçáåêèñòàí Èñëàì Êàðèìîâ, "ýêñïîðò
äåìîêðàòèè, íàïîìèíàåò, ñ îäíîé ñòîðîíû, íåäàâíåå ñòðåìëåíèå âñåì íàâÿçàòü
êîììóíèçì, ñ äðóãîé ñòîðîíû, âîîáùå ïðîòèâîðå÷èò ñàìîé ïðèðîäå ñâîáîäíîé
äåìîêðàòèè". [Êàðèìîâ, È. 2006.]. Íàïðèìåð, íà Óêðàèíå, "ïðåâðàòèâøåéñÿ â
ýêñïåðèìåíòàëüíûé ìàéäàí öâåòíûõ ðåâîëþöèé", äî ñèõ ïîð íå ïðîâåäåíû
êîíñòèòóöèîííûå ðåôîðìû. "Ñêàæåì, â êàêîé-òî ñòðàíå íàáëþäàåòñÿ "äåôèöèò
äåìîêðàòèè'', ñ÷èòàåòñÿ, ÷òî íàðîäó ýòîé ñòðàíû íóæíî ïîìî÷ü èçáàâèòüñÿ îò
ýòîãî "äåôèöèòà". Äëÿ ýòîãî âûäåëÿþòñÿ áîëüøèå ñðåäñòâà, íàïðàâëÿþòñÿ
ñîîòâåòñòâóþùèå ïîëèòè÷åñêèå, âîåííûå è ìàòåðèàëüíûå ðåñóðñû. Öåëü æå âñåõ
ýòèõ äåéñòâèé îäíà - îðãàíèçàöèÿ ïåðåâîðîòà è óñòðàíåíèå âëàñòè, êîòîðàÿ
ñîáñòâåííî è ñîçäàëà ýòîò "äåôèöèò". Â òàêîé ñèòóàöèè çàïóñêàþòñÿ òåõíîëîãèè

ïóòåì, áåç æåðòâ, à íà åå ìåñòî ïðèõîäÿò ñèëû, îòâå÷àþùèå èíòåðåñàì ãðóïï,
êîòîðûå èìåþò ñâîè èíòåðåñû â äàííîì ðåãèîíå" [Ïàõðóòäèíîâ,  2016
ñ.11,12,17].Ïðè îòñóòñòâèè êîìïëåêñíîãî ìåæãîñóäàðñòâåííîãî ïîäõîäà, â ñëó÷àå
íåïîñðåäñòâåííîé óãðîçû ñèòóàöèÿ ìîæåò ðàçâèâàòüñÿ íåïðåäñêàçóåìî.
Ýôôåêòèâíîñòü îáùèõ ïîäõîäîâ â ðåøåíèè ïðîáëåì ïî äîñòèæåíèþ áåçîïàñíîñòè
ìîãëà áû ñïîñîáñòâîâàòü îáåñïå÷åíèþ àêòèâíîãî è óñòîé÷èâîãî ïîëèòè÷åñêîãî
è ýêîíîìè÷åñêîãî ðàçâèòèÿ ãîñóäàðñòâà. Ïðàêòè÷åñêîå ïðèìåíåíèå ìîäåëè
"óãðîçîóñòîé÷èâîñòè" ìîæåò ïðèâåñòè ê ñëåäóþùèì ðåçóëüòàòàì: 1) åñëè
ìåðîïðèÿòèÿ ïî óñòðàíåíèþ óãðîçû ýôôåêòèâíû, ýêîíîìèêà è ïîëèòè÷åñêàÿ
ñèòóàöèÿ â ñòðàíå ñòàáèëüíû;

2) åñëè ìåðîïðèÿòèÿ îñóùåñòâëÿþòñÿ íå íà äîëæíîì óðîâíå, ïîÿâëÿåòñÿ óãðîçà
äëÿ âîçíèêíîâåíèÿ êðèòè÷åñêîãî ñîñòîÿíèÿ â ýêîíîìèêå è ïîëèòèêå;

3) åñëè ìåðîïðèÿòèÿ íå äàþò ïðàêòè÷åñêèõ ðåçóëüòàòîâ, âîçíèêàþò
ïåðìàíåíòíûå ðàçäîðû, îïàñíûå âîçäåéñòâèÿ ìîãóò ñòàòü ïðè÷èíîé îñëàáëåíèÿ
ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ñèñòåìû ãîñóäàðñòâà;

4) íå ïðîâåäåíèå ìåðîïðèÿòèé ïî óñòðàíåíèþ âñåâîçìîæíûõ óãðîç èëè èõ
íåýôôåêòèâíîñòü âåäåò ê ïîëíîìó ðàçëîìó ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ñèñòåìû ãîñóäàðñòâà,
à ÷àùå ïåðåõîä îò äåìîêðàòèè ê äèêòàòóðå.×òîáû ãîñóäàðñòâî áûëî
óãðîçîóñòîé÷èâûì íåîáõîäèìî íàéòè áàëàíñ ìåæäó èíòåðåñàìè íàðîäà è
ãîñóäàðñòâà. Âàæíî ñîçäàòü îðãàíèçàöèîííî-ïðàâîâûå óñëîâèÿ äëÿ ôîðìèðîâàíèÿ
ïðåäñòàâèòåëüñòâ ìóíèöèïàëüíîé (îáëàñòíîé, ãîðîäñêîé) àäìèíèñòðàöèè è
èñïîëíèòåëüíûõ îðãàíîâ âëàñòè, ïîääåðæàííûõ èíèöèàòèâíûìè ãðàæäàíàìè,
àêòèâíîãî ó÷àñòâóþùèìè â ïîëèòè÷åñêîé æèçíè ñòðàíû.

ãîñóäàðñòâî" âìåñòî ïðåæíåé, ãîñóäàðñòâî áûëî íà ïåðâîì, à ÷åëîâåê íà ïîñëåäíåì
ìåñòå [ Ïàõðóòäèíîâ, Ø. 2016. ñ.11,12,17]. Êîòîðàÿ ïîìîãàåò îáùåñòâó è ñòðàíå â

âíåäðåíèå äåñòðóêòèâíûõ êóëüòîâ, ïðîïàãàíäà àñîöèàëüíîãî ïîâåäåíèÿ (ïðè
ïîìîùè òåëåâèäåíüÿ, ìèðîâîé ïàóòèíû èíòåðíåòà, êèíîèíäóñòðèè),
íàðêîìàíèçàöèÿ ñîöèóìà è ïð., âñëåäñòâèå ÷åãî ïîëèòèêó òàêèõ ñòðàí ìîæíî
íàçâàòü "ïîëèòèêîé äâîéíûõ ñòàíäàðòîâ": îíè áåçàïåëëÿöèîííî, íå çàäóìûâàÿñü
î ìàñøòàáàõ íåãàòèâíûõ ïîñëåäñòâèé, âòîðãàþòñÿ â ïîëèòè÷åñêóþ æèçíü äðóãèõ
ãîñóäàðñòâ, ñ÷èòàÿ, ÷òî òåì ñàìûì ñïîñîáñòâóþò èõ äåìîêðàòèçàöèè, ëèáî íå
ïðèíèìàÿ âî âíèìàíèå íåãàòèâíîå âîçäåéñòâèå íà äðóãèå ãîñóäàðñòâà ñâîèìè
ïîñòóïêàìè, ðàçëàãàþò îáùåñòâî èçíóòðè ñ öåëüþ ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé íàæèâû (ê
ïðèìåðó, ïðîäàæà íàðêîòè÷åñêèõ ñðåäñòâ - èõ àêòèâíîå ïðîèçâîäñòâî è ïîñòàâêà

Ýïèñòåìîëîãèÿ ïñèõîëîãè÷åñêîé áåçîïàñíîñòè ïðåäïîëàãàåò àíàëèç íå òîëüêî

 Òåîðåòè÷åñêîå îñìûñëåíèå è ðàöèîíàëüíîå "îñîçíàíèå" íàïðÿæåííîé ñèòóàöèè
â ôîðìå èíòåðïðåòàöèè âíîñÿò âêëàä â ñèñòåìàòèçàöèþ ïðîáëåì, ïîñêîëüêó
îíè ñîîòíîñÿòñÿ ñî ñòàáèëüíîñòüþ ïîâñåäíåâíîé æèçíè è ñîöèàëüíîé ñðåäû.
Ðåàëèè ÕÕ âåêà ïîñòàâèëè ïðîáëåìó ðàâíîâåñèÿ è ñòàáèëüíîñòè â îáùåñòâå â
êîíòåêñòå îñîçíàííîé ëè÷íîé îòâåòñòâåííîñòè è ëè÷íîãî âûáîðà. Íåñòàáèëüíûå
ñèòóàöèè ìîãóò âûçâàòü äåôîðìàöèþ â äèàëîãè÷åñêîé ñâÿçè ìåæäó âîçìîæíîñòüþ
è ðåàëüíîñòüþ, óñèëèòü ðîëü è çíà÷åíèå ñîçíàòåëüíîãî, äåÿòåëüíîñòíî
îðèåíòèðîâàííîãî èíäèâèäà â çà÷àòèè, äèôôåðåíöèàöèè è ðåàëèçàöèè
âîçìîæíîñòåé è â ïðèíÿòèè íà ñåáÿ îòâåòñòâåííîñòè çà ñâîé âûáîð.

Êîãäà ëþäè óâåðåíû â òîì, ÷òî îíè ñâîáîäíû â âûáîðå ìîäåëè ïîâåäåíèÿ,
êîòîðàÿ ÿâëÿåòñÿ ïðÿìûì âûðàæåíèåì èõ ñîáñòâåííûõ öåëåé è âçãëÿäîâ,
ñîöèàëüíûå ïðîöåññû íà÷èíàþò ðàçâèâàòüñÿ ñîâåðøåííî èíà÷å, ÷åì êîãäà ëþäè
äóìàþò, ÷òî èõ çàñòàâëÿþò òàê ñåáÿ âåñòè, èëè, êîãäà èõ äåéñòâèÿ ðåãóëèðóþòñÿ
ýêîíîìè÷åñêèìè ñòèìóëàìè èëè âíåøíèìè îðãàíèçàöèÿìè [Äîíöîâ, À. 2013. ñ.4,15].

Îäíàêî èçó÷åíèå êîíêðåòíûõ äàííûõ è èõ èçìåíåíèé èìååò áîëüøîå çíà÷åíèå

2014 3,7 ìëí. ÷åëîâåê (4,8%) íå èìåëè
çàíÿòèÿ, àêòèâíî åãî èñêàëè è â ñîîòâåòñòâèè ñ ìåòîäîëîãèåé Ìåæäóíàðîäíîé

Åñëè èíâàëèäû íå ðàáîòàþò, òî, ïî ìíåíèþ òðåòè ðåñïîíäåíòîâ êîíêðåòíîãî
ñîöèîëîãè÷åñêîãî èññëåäîâàíèÿ â ã. Òàøêåíòå (34 %, 86 îòâåòîâ) ïî ïðè÷èíå
èíâàëèäíîñòè. Áîëüøèíñòâî èç îòâå÷àâøèõ íà ýòîò âîïðîñ, à èõ îêàçàëîñü ëèøü
îêîëî ïîëîâèíû ðåñïîíäåíòîâ, óâåðåíî, ÷òî ïðè÷èíîé îòêàçà ÿâëÿåòñÿ íå
îòñóòñòâèå îáðàçîâàíèÿ, òàê, êàê òîëüêî 5,6 % âèäÿò â îòñóòñòâèè îáðàçîâàíèÿ
ïðè÷èíó òîãî, ÷òî íå èõ ïðèíèìàþò íà ðàáîòó. È ñîâñåì íåñàìîêðèòè÷íî îòíîñÿòñÿ

æåíùèíîé-èíâàëèäîì, ó êîòîðîé áûëà âòîðàÿ ãðóïïà èíâàëèäíîñòè, å¸ ïåðåâåëè
â òðåòüþ ãðóïïó, â ðåçóëüòàòå ïîòåðÿâøåé ïðèìåðíî ïîëîâèíó ñóììû ïåíñèè.

âåæëèâî óëûáíóëàñü è íè÷åãî íå îòâåòèëà".

Â ÐÔ ïîìèìî óñòàíîâëåíèÿ ãðóïïû èíâàëèäíîñòè îïðåäåëÿþò ñòåïåíü
îãðàíè÷åíèÿ ñïîñîáíîñòè ê òðóäîâîé äåÿòåëüíîñòè, ãðàäàöèÿ îò "ëåãêîé" (ïåðâîé)
ñòåïåíè îãðàíè÷åíèÿ äî "òÿæåëîé" (òðåòüåé), â îòëè÷èå îò ïðîòèâîïîëîæíîé
ñõåìû ãðàäàöèè ãðóïï èíâàëèäíîñòè îò íåçíà÷èòåëüíîé (òðåòüåé) äî ñóðîâîé
(ïåðâîé) èíâàëèçàöèè. Â áîëüøèíñòâå ñâîåì èíâàëèäàì III ãðóïïû óñòàíàâëèâàþò
ïåðâóþ ñòåïåíü îãðàíè÷åíèÿ ñïîñîáíîñòè ê òðóäîâîé äåÿòåëüíîñòè, êîòîðàÿ

Êåéñ ñòàäè ñëó÷àè óáåäèëè, ÷òî îöåíêà ñïîñîáíîñòè ê òðóäó ÌÑÝ è ãëàçàìè
ðàáîòîäàòåëåé, íå ñîâïàäàþò. Íàïðèìåð, èíñóëèíîçàâèñèìûé èíâàëèä, ñîèñêàòåëü
äîëæíîñòè óáîðùèêà ïîìåùåíèé, ïîëó÷èë îòêàç â èñêîìîé äîëæíîñòè. "Âû
áûñòðî óñòàåòå, à ó íàñ ðàáîòû ìíîãî", - îòêðîâåííî ïðèçíàëñÿ âëàäåëåö

ëè÷íûìè (ãóìàííûìè) ìîòèâàìè, ÷åì ïðîèçâîäñòâåííîé íåîáõîäèìîñòüþ, èëè
ñëåäóÿ ïðîãðàììå ñîçäàíèÿ ðàáî÷èõ ìåñò äëÿ èíâàëèäîâ, âåäü ðàáîòîäàòåëè âñåãäà
ìîãóò íàéòè âåñêóþ ïðè÷èíó îòêàçàòü â èñêîìîé äîëæíîñòè. Èç èíòåðâüþ ñ Ã., 39
ëåò, ÄÖÏ (äåòñêèé öåðåáðàëüíûé ïàðàëè÷, ñòîïû ïîâåðíóòû âíóòðü, çàìåäëåííàÿ
ðå÷ü), íå ïðîãðåññèðóåò, íî è íå â 2006 íà î÷åðåäíîé åæåãîäíîé ïðîöåäóðå ìåäèêî-
ñîöèàëüíîé ýêñïåðòèçå (ÌÑÝ) ïðåäëîæèëè: "Çà÷åì òåáå êàæäûé ãîä âîçèòüñÿ ñ
ýêñïåðòèçîé? Äàâàé ìû òåáÿ ïåðåâåäåì ñî âòîðîé ãðóïïû íà òðåòüþ, íî áåññðî÷íî?"
Îíà ñîãëàñèëàñü. Ðàáîòàëà íà äîëæíîñòè âàõòåðà, ïîòåðÿëà ðàáîòó íåñêîëüêî ìåñÿöåâ
íàçàä: "Çàâåäóþùàÿ äåòñêèì ñàäîì óâîëèëàñü, è ÿ óøëà".

Íåëüçÿ îòâåðãàòü è ýêîíîìè÷åñêóþ îñíîâó îòêàçà â ñòàòóñå èíâàëèäà ñ äåòñòâà
II ãðóïïû, êîòîðûé ïîëó÷àåò ïî÷òè â äâà ðàçà áîëüøå ãîñóäàðñòâåííîé ïîääåðæêè
â âèäå ïåíñèè è ðàçëè÷íûõ äåíåæíûõ âûïëàò ïî ñðàâíåíèþ ñ âûïëàòàìè èíâàëèäó
ñ äåòñòâà III ãðóïïû. Ñòàòóñ è ïåíñèÿ èíâàëèäà ñ äåòñòâà II ãðóïïû â áîëüøèíñòâå
ñëó÷àåâ äàåò âûáîð: ðàáîòàòü èëè íå ðàáîòàòü. Ó îáëàäàòåëåé èíâàëèäíîñòè III
ãðóïïû, êàê ïðàâèëî, íåò âûáîðà èç-çà óðîâíÿ äîõîäîâ.

Ñëó÷àåòñÿ, òàêæå íåñîâïàäåíèå ìåæäó îôèöèàëüíî îïðåäåëÿåìîé ÌÑÝ
ñòåïåíüþ îãðàíè÷åíèÿ ê òðóäó è ñòåïåíüþ èíâàëèäíîñòüþ. Èõ ìîæíî îïðåäåëèòü,
êàê íåäîðàáîòêè â ñèñòåìå. Îäíàêî çà êàæäûì òàêèì "íåñîâïàäåíèåì" èëè
íåîáúåêòèâíîé îöåíêîé îãðàíè÷åííîñòè ñïîñîáíîñòåé - ëè÷íîñòü, ó êîòîðîé îò
ýòîé îöåíêè çàâèñèò áëàãîïîëó÷èå è êà÷åñòâî åãî æèçíè.

Ââåäåíèå

Ãëàâíàÿ îøèáêà ðàöèîíàëüíîé ôèëîñîôèè çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ â òîì, ÷òî îíà ïîäõîäèò
ê æèçíè êàê ê âûìó÷åííîé ïðîáëåìå, êîòîðàÿ äîëæíà áûòü ðåøåíà. Ïîäõîä
ôèëîñîôèè íîñèò ÷èñòî èíòåëëåêòóàëüíûé õàðàêòåð. Óì ýêñïåðèìåíòèðóåò, óì
àíàëèçèðóåò, óì äåëèò èññëåäóåìûé ïðåäìåò íà äèàëåêòè÷åñêèå
ïðîòèâîïîëîæíîñòè. Äèàëåêòè÷åñêèé ñïîñîá ìûøëåíèÿ åñòü îïðåäåëåííûé îáðàç
æèçíè ìûñëèòåëÿ, îòÿãîùåííûé âíóòðåííèìè äóøåâíûìè êîíôëèêòàìè è
ïðîòèâîðå÷èÿìè. Ïðîÿâëåíèå æèçíè â ôåíîìåíàëüíîì ìèðå íåâîçìîæíî áåç ýòîé
äâîéñòâåííîñòè. Èç óìà ðîæäàþòñÿ áåñ÷èñëåííûå âåùè. Ýòè âåùè ìûñëèòåëü
îáû÷íî âîñïðèíèìàåò êàê âíåøíèé ìèð. Íàïðèìåð, áèîëîãèÿ è ôèçèîëîãèÿ
ïðåäñòàâëÿþò ñîáîé ðàçíîâèäíîñòè çíàíèÿ, êîòîðûå ïðåäñòàâëÿþò ñîáîé
ðåàëüíûé ìèð â òåðìèíàõ ñâîèõ ñîáñòâåííûõ àáñòðàêòíûõ êàòåãîðèé. Îíè
êëàññèôèöèðóþò ýòîò ìèð ïðèìåíèòåëüíî ê ïîñòàâëåííûì èìè ñïåöèôè÷åñêèì
çàäà÷àì. Àãðîíîì, íàïðèìåð, ïðåäñòàâëÿåò ñåáå çåìëþ â õèìè÷åñêèõ ôîðìóëàõ
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ñîñòàâà ïî÷âû, ïîäðÿä÷èê-ñòðîèòåëü - â òîííàõ èëè ìàøèíàõ, çåìëåìåð - â
ãåêòàðàõ. Ñêàçàòü, ÷òî êîíêðåòíàÿ ðåàëüíîñòü ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî îðãàíèçìà
ôèçèîëîãè÷íà, - ýòî âñ¸ ðàâíî, ÷òî ñêàçàòü, ÷òî çåìëÿ - ýòî åñòü ãåêòàðû èëè
òîííû. Óòâåðæäåíèå î òîì, ÷òî ÷åëîâå÷åñêèé îðãàíèçì ôèçèîëîãè÷åí, ãëóáîêî
íåâåðíî, ðàç ïîä ïðèðîäîé ïîíèìàåòñÿ ïðèðîäà ïîðîæäåííàÿ (natura naturata),
ò.å. ïðèðîäà ðàñêëàññèôèöèðîâàííàÿ, ðàñ÷ëåíåííàÿ íà îòäåëüíûå ÷àñòè. Òàê
íàçûâàåìûé "íàó÷íûé íàòóðàëèçì" ïîíèìàåò ïðèðîäó èìåííî â ýòîì ïîñëåäíåì
ñìûñëå ñëîâà. Ýòè æå çàìå÷àíèÿ îòíîñÿòñÿ è ê ôèëîñîôàì, êîòîðûå ðàáîòàþò ñ
òåîðåòèçèðîâàííûìè, èäåàëèçèðîâàííûìè îáúåêòàìè.

Ìàòåðèàëû è ìåòîäû

Öåëüþ äàííîãî èññëåäîâàíèÿ ÿâëÿåòñÿ èçó÷åíèå âëèÿíèÿ äèàëåêòè÷åñêîãî
ñïîñîáà ìûøëåíèÿ íà îáðàç æèçíè ìûñëèòåëÿ, çàâèñèìîñòü ïîçíàâàòåëüíîé
äåÿòåëüíîñòè è çíàíèÿ îò îêðóæàþùåé ñðåäû è ïðîôåññèîíàëüíûõ íàâûêîâ.
Ìåòîäîëîãè÷åñêîé îñíîâîé ýòîãî àíàëèçà ïîñëóæèëè îáùåíàó÷íûå ìåòîäû, òàêèå
êàê òåîðåòèêî-ëîãè÷åñêèé è ñèñòåìíûé àíàëèç, èñòîðè÷åñêèé è ñðàâíèòåëüíûé
àíàëèç. Âàæíûì âêëàäîì â èñòîðèêî-ëèòåðàòóðíûå îñíîâû èññëåäîâàíèÿ ÿâëÿþòñÿ
ðàáîòû Ïëàòîíà Ì.Ì.Áàõòèíà, Ì.Ê Ìàìàðäàøâèëè, È.Êàíòà, Ë.Âèòãåíøòåéíà,
Ð. Äåêàðòà è ìíîãèõ äðóãèõ. Â õîäå äàííîãî èññëåäîâàíèÿ àâòîð ïîäðîáíî
àíàëèçèðóåò  ïîçíàâàòåëüíûå âîçìîæíîñòè ìûñëèòåëåé è åãî îñíîâíûå
íàïðàâëåíèÿ.

Îáñóæäåíèå è ðåçóëüòàòû

×åëîâåê, åãî æèçíü ïðåäñòàâëÿåò ëè ñîáîé äëÿ ôèëîñîôèè òàèíñòâî. Â íàòóðå
÷åëîâåêà îäíîâðåìåííî ïðèñóòñòâóþò è ýìïèðè÷åñêè-èññëåäóåìîå, è
òðàíñöåíäåíòíî-íåïîçíàâàåìîå (ðå÷ü èäåò â òðàíñöåíäåíòíî-íåïîçíàâàåìîì íå
î åùå íåïîçíàííîì, à âîîáùå î íåïîçíàâàåìîì, ïî êðàéíåé ìåðå, ñðåäñòâàìè
ïîçíàíèÿ ôèëîñîôèè). Âîò è ñòàâÿòñÿ íàìè âîïðîñû ñëåäóþùåãî õàðàêòåðà. Ìîæåò
ëè ìûñëèòåëü èññëåäîâàòü òî, ÷òî íåîïèñóåìî è íåèçìåðèìî? Ìîæíî ëè òî, ÷òî
íå îò âðåìåíè, èññëåäîâàòü ïðè ïîìîùè ñðåäñòâ ïîçíàíèÿ? Ìîæåò ëè óñåðäíàÿ
èññëåäîâàòåëüñêàÿ ðàáîòà ïðèâåñòè ìûñëèòåëÿ ê ïîçíàíèþ íåïîçíàâàåìîãî?
Ñóùåñòâóþò ëè ïóòè è ìåòîäû, âåäóùèå ê òîìó, ÷òî íå èìååò íè êîíöà, íè
íà÷àëà? È ïî÷åìó áû åìó òàê óïîðíî íåîáõîäèìî ìûñëèòü â àñïåêòå ìåòîäîâ è
ñðåäñòâ? Ìîæåò ëè ìåòîä îñâîáîäèòü ìûñëèòåëÿ îò âíóòðåííåãî ïðîòèâîðå÷èÿ è
êîíôëèêòîâ? Âåäü ìåòîäû è ñðåäñòâà îñâîáîæäåíèÿ ìîãóò áûòü òîëüêî óìñòâåííîãî
õàðàêòåðà. È íå ôîðìèðóåòñÿ ëè ñàì ìåòîä â ñîîòâåòñòâèè ñ æåëàåìîé öåëüþ, â
÷àñòíîñòè, íàïðèìåð, ñ ñîáñòâåííîé ñàìîðåàëèçàöèåé ìûñëèòåëÿ êàê
ïðîñâåòëåííîãî ÷åëîâåêà èëè ìóäðåöà? Íî âåäü ýòà ïîñòàíîâêà èññëåäîâàòåëüñêîé
öåëè, êîòîðàÿ ïðîòèâîïîëàãàåòñÿ âíóòðåííèì ïðîòèâîðå÷èÿì è êîíôëèêòàì
ýìïèðè÷åñêè-ïðîÿâëÿåìîãî (êàê ãíåâ, ðàäîñòü, ïðåçðåíèå) è òðàíñöåíäåíòíî-
íåïîçíàâàåìîãî õàðàêòåðà (ëþáîâü ê Áîãó, òðàíñû, ýêñòàçû), ïðèñóòñòâóþùèå â
ñàìîì ìûñëèòåëå, - ñàìà (öåëü) ÿâëÿåòñÿ èõ ðåçóëüòàòîì, èáî ðåàêöèÿ
ïðîòèâîïîëîæíîãî íå ÿâëÿåòñÿ èñòèííûì äâèæåíèåì (ñîâñåì íå äâèæåíèå) â
ðåøåíèè ïðîáëåìû. Ñòàâÿ ôèëîñîôñêèå âîïðîñû, ìûñëèòåëü íèêîãäà íå ïîëó÷èò
ðåàëüíîãî îòâåòà. "Æèçíü â åå öåëüíîñòè - ýòî íå ïðîáëåìà, à òàéíà, åñëè òîëüêî

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ìûñëèòåëü ïîä "æèçíüþ â åå öåëüíîñòè" íå ïîíèìàåò ïðèðîäó
"ðàñêëàññèôèöèðîâàííóþ" ñêàëüïåëåì óìà íà ðàçðîçíåííûå "íàó÷íûå" ôàêòû
ìèðà" [Ïëàòîí,1990. ñ 608]. Ïî÷åìó ôèëîñîôñêèé óì íèêîãäà íå êîñíåòñÿ æèçíè,
íå ïðîíèêíåò â æèçíü? Ñàì ïîäõîä íàó÷íîãî óìà òàêîâ, ÷òî îí íèãäå íå â
ñîñòîÿíèè çàòðîíóòü æèçíè. Ñàìèì ìåòîäîì èññëåäîâàíèÿ, ñàìèì ïîäõîäîì
àíàëèçà, ðàçãðàíè÷åíèÿ, æèçíü âûíîñèòñÿ çà ïðåäåëû ïîçíàâàåìîãî.

Â ôèëîñîôèè, êîãäà ìûñëèòåëü ñòàëêèâàåòñÿ ñ îáúåêòîì (ïðåäìåòîì
ìûøëåíèÿ), ýòî ìûøëåíèå ïîëíîñòüþ îòäåëÿåòñÿ îò íåãî. Â ýòîì ñóòü ñóáúåêò-
îáúåêòíûõ îòíîøåíèé. Íî êàêèì îáðàçîì, ñïðàøèâàåòñÿ, ìûñëèòåëü ìîæåò
ïîçíàòü ñåáÿ, åñëè îí âñåãäà åñòü ïîçíàþùèé? Îí íèêàê íå ìîæåò ñâåñòè ñåáÿ,
êàê ïîçíàþùèé, ê îáúåêòó ïîçíàíèÿ. Ïîýòîìó òîò, êòî ïîçíà¸ò, íèêîãäà íå
ìîæåò áûòü ïîçíàí. Âñå, ÷òî áû ìûñëèòåëü íè çíàë î ñåáå, â äåéñòâèòåëüíîñòè
äîêàçûâàåò, ÷òî ýòî íå îí. "Êîãäà ìûñëèòåëü çíàåò ñåáÿ, òî îí çíàåò íå òî, ÷òî îí
íàçûâàåò ñîáîé, èáî ýòî ÷òî-òî äðóãîå, ÷òî-òî îòäåëüíîå îò íåãî ïðåäìåò
ðàçìûøëåíèÿ, ïðåäñòàâëåííîå ñóáúåêò-îáúåêòíûì ðàçëè÷åíèåì. Îí ñàì, äîïóñêàÿ
ýòè ðàçëè÷èÿ, âñåãäà ÿâëÿåòñÿ ïîçíàþùèì, íî íèêîãäà ïîçíàâàåìûì, òàê êàê
îí íå ìîæåò åãî, ïîçíàþùåãî, ïîçíàòü. Îí (ïîçíàþùèé) íå ìîæåò ñâåñòè ñåáÿ ê
îáúåêòó. Îí âñåãäà òîëüêî ïîçíàþùèé" [Ïëàòîí,1990.ñ.681]. Ê ñîæàëåíèþ, êàê
âèäíî â èñòîðèè ôèëîñîôèè, ïðåæäå âñåãî ó òåõ ìûñëèòåëåé, èññëåäóþùèõ
ïðîáëåìó ÷åëîâåêà (ýìïèðè÷åñêîãî ñóáúåêòà, òðàíñöåíäåíòàëüíîãî ñóáúåêòà,
àáñîëþòíîãî ñóáúåêòà), âñåãäà âîçíèêàëà îñòðàÿ ïîòðåáíîñòü áûòü óçíàííûìè â
îòíîøåíèè ñàìèõ ñåáÿ, â îòíîøåíèè ñâîåãî "ïîäëèííîãî ß", êîòîðîå òàê è
îñòàëîñü äëÿ íèõ íåóçíàííûì èëè íåâîñòðåáîâàííûì.

Ìûñëèòåëü ñïîñîáåí îáúåêòèâíûìè ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè âîñïðèíÿòü
ïîçíàâàåìîå, îí ñïîñîáåí âîñïðèíÿòü çíàíèå êàê îáúåêòèâíûé ôàêò, íî îí
íåñïîñîáåí âîñïðèíÿòü ñàìîãî ïîçíàþùåãî ïî òîé ïðîñòîé ïðè÷èíå, ÷òî
ïîçíàþùèé ñàì íå ìîæåò áûòü ñäåëàí îáúåêòîì ñâîåãî ïîçíàíèÿ. Ìûñëèòåëü,
ïîñðåäñòâîì îïðåäåëåííûõ ñðåäñòâ è ìåòîäîâ ïîçíàíèÿ âåðèò òîëüêî â îáúåêòèâíóþ
ïîçíàâàåìîñòü ìèðà, âêëþ÷àÿ â ïîçíàâàòåëüíûé ïðîöåññ è ñàìîãî ñåáÿ.

Íàóêà èñêëþ÷àåò èññëåäîâàíèå ñàìîé ëè÷íîñòè ó÷åíîãî, èññëåäîâàòåëÿ, åãî
"æèçíåííîãî ìèðà". Îíà èññëåäóåò âñå, êðîìå ñàìîãî èññëåäóþùåãî. Íàóêà îòíþäü
íå îðèåíòèðîâàíà íà èññëåäîâàíèå ñàìîãî èññëåäóþùåãî. Íàóêà î÷åíü òî÷íà è
ëîãè÷íà â ñâîèõ èçûñêàíèÿõ, íî ó÷åíûé-èññëåäîâàòåëü îòñòðàíÿåò ñåáÿ îò ñâîèõ
èññëåäîâàíèé. Îí ïîñòîÿííî âûíîñèò ñåáÿ çà ïðåäåëû ñâîèõ èçûñêàíèé. Îí -
åäèíñòâåííûé èñòî÷íèê, êîòîðûé íè âî ÷òî íå âêëþ÷åí èç òîãî, ÷òî îí èññëåäóåò.
Îí íå ìîæåò ïîñòàâèòü ñåáÿ êàê îáúåêò èññëåäîâàíèÿ ïåðåä ñàìèì ñîáîé. Êàêèì
æå îáðàçîì ó÷åíûé èëè ôèëîñîô ìîæåò ïðèíÿòü ñåáÿ â êà÷åñòâå îáúåêòà
èññëåäîâàíèÿ? Íèêàê. Îí âñåãäà ïîçíàþùèé, íî íå ïîçíàâàåìûé.

Ì.Áàõòèí óòâåðæäàåò: "ß ìîãó âèäåòü âàñ, íî êàê ÿ ìîãó âèäåòü ñàìîãî ñåáÿ?
Êòî â òàêîì ñëó÷àå áóäåò âèäÿùèì è ÷òî áóäåò âèäèìûì? Íåò, ñàìîãî ñåáÿ ÿ íå
â ñîñòîÿíèè ïîçíàòü â òîì îáúåêòèâíîì ñìûñëå, êàê ÿ ïîçíàþ âñå îñòàëüíîå"
[Áàõòèí,Ì. 1986. ñ. 445].

Ïðåæäå ÷åì ïðèñòóïèòü ê èññëåäîâàíèþ ïðèðîäû ïðîèñõîæäåíèÿ ïðåäìåòà
ìûøëåíèÿ, ïðåäìåòà ñâîåãî ðàçìûøëåíèÿ, ìûñëèòåëü äîëæåí çíàòü è ñàìó
ïðèðîäó ïðîèñõîæäåíèÿ èíñòðóìåíòîâ ïîçíàíèÿ, èáî òðàäèöèîííî ïðèíÿòî
ñ÷èòàòü, ÷òî çíàíèå ïîçíàâàåìûõ âåùåé çàâèñèò îò çíàíèÿ ñàìîãî
èçìåðÿþùåãî ñðåäñòâà.
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Â ôèëîñîôèè ñ÷èòàåòñÿ, ÷òî äîñòîâåðíîñòü ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ â
ôèëîñîôñêèõ íàóêàõ óñòàíàâëèâàåòñÿ ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè ïîçíàíèÿ. Òîãäà
âîçíèêàåò âîïðîñ: à êàê ìûñëèòåëü óñòàíàâëèâàåò ñàìè ïîçíàâàòåëüíûå ñðåäñòâà?
Åñëè ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ ôèëîñîôèè óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ äðóãèìè
ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè ïîçíàíèÿ, òî òîãäà ïîëó÷àåòñÿ ðåãðåññ â áåñêîíå÷íîñòü,
ò.å. äîñòîâåðíîñòü ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ óñòàíàâëèâàåòñÿ ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè
ïîçíàíèÿ, à äîñòîâåðíîñòü ïîñëåäíèõ - äðóãèìè ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè
ïîçíàíèÿ, ÷òî îçíà÷àåò îáîñíîâàíèå ðåãðåññà â áåñêîíå÷íîñòü. Â ÷åì çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ
íåäîñòàòîê ñâåäåíèÿ ê ðåãðåññó â áåñêîíå÷íîñòü? Çäåñü íå óñòàíîâëåíû íè
íà÷àëî, íè ñåðåäèíà, íè êîíåö.

Ñâåäåíèå ê ðåãðåññó â áåñêîíå÷íîñòü îçíà÷àåò, ÷òî íå óñòàíîâëåíî íà÷àëî, à
ðàç íåò íà÷àëà, òî ãäå ñåðåäèíà è êîíåö? Ïîýòîìó óòâåðæäåíèå, ÷òî ýòè ñðåäñòâà
è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ äðóãèìè ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè ïîçíàíèÿ,
ëîãè÷åñêè íåñîñòîÿòåëüíî. Åñëè ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ
íåçàâèñèìî îò îáúåêòîâ ïîçíàíèÿ, òî ýòî îçíà÷àåò, ÷òî ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû
ïîçíàíèÿ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ áåçîòíîñèòåëüíî ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ. Òîãäà ýòè
ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ íå ìîãóò ñëóæèòü ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè ïîçíàíèÿ.
Íî, â ïðîòèâíîì ñëó÷àå, êîãäà ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ
îòíîñèòåëüíî ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ, òîãäà ðå÷ü áóäåò èäòè îá îïðåäåëåíèè óæå
îïðåäåëåííîãî, ïîñêîëüêó íåîïðåäåëåííîå íå ìîæåò ñîîòíîñèòüñÿ ñ ÷åì-òî åùå.

Ïî ìíåíèþ Ì. Ìàìàðäàøâèëè: "Óñòàíàâëèâàÿ â ôèëîñîôèè ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû
ïîçíàíèÿ îòíîñèòåëüíî ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ, ìûñëèòåëü ïîëó÷àåò îïðåäåëåíèå
óæå òàêèõ çàðàíåå îïðåäåëåííûõ ñðåäñòâ è ìåòîäîâ ïîçíàíèÿ, êàê àíàëèç è ñèíòåç,
èñòîðè÷åñêîå è ëîãè÷åñêîå è äðóãèå [Ìàìàðäàøâèëè, Ì.Ê. 1994. c. 90]. Ïî÷åìó?
Äà ïîòîìó, ÷òî îòíîøåíèå ê ïîçíàâàåìîìó îáúåêòó åùå íå óñòàíîâëåíî. Òàêèì
îáðàçîì, ìû ïîëó÷àåì ñëåäóþùåå: ìûñëèòåëü ïûòàåòñÿ äàòü çàðàíåå
îïðåäåëåííîìó îïðåäåëåíèå è óæå ñäåëàííîå ïûòàåòñÿ ñäåëàòü åùå ðàç. Âåäü,
åñëè ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ ïîëíîñòüþ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ ìûñëèòåëåì
îòíîñèòåëüíî ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ, òî óñòàíîâëåíèå èì ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ
áóäåò áåçîòíîñèòåëüíûì ê ñðåäñòâàì è ìåòîäàì ïîçíàíèÿ. Äåéñòâèòåëüíî, åñëè
ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ îòíîñèòåëüíî ïîçíàâàåìûõ
îáúåêòîâ, òî ïîñëåäíèå óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ áåçîòíîñèòåëüíî ê ïåðâûì. Çäåñü îáúåêò
ïîçíàíèÿ, ïîäëåæàùèé óñòàíîâëåíèþ, óñòàíàâëèâàåò ñðåäñòâî óñòàíîâëåíèÿ,
÷òî è ÿâëÿåòñÿ íàðóøåíèåì ïðàâèë ýëåìåíòàðíîé ëîãèêè. Ïî ëîãèêå âåùåé,
íàîáîðîò, ñðåäñòâà óñòàíîâëåíèÿ ñóòü ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ îáúåêòîâ"
[Ìàìàðäàøâèëè,Ì.Ê. 1994. c. 85].

Åñëè äàæå ïîçíàâàåìûå îáúåêòû óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ ìûñëèòåëåì
áåçîòíîñèòåëüíî ê ñðåäñòâàì è ìåòîäàì ïîçíàíèÿ, òî òîãäà çà÷åì åìó
óñòàíàâëèâàòü ýòè ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ? Åñëè ìûñëèòåëü ïîëàãàåò, ÷òî
ïîçíàâàåìûå îáúåêòû óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ íåçàâèñèìî îò ñðåäñòâ è ìåòîäîâ
ïîçíàíèÿ, òîãäà çà÷åì åìó íàäî óñòàíàâëèâàòü ïîñëåäíèå? Àáñóðä. Ðàäè ÷åãî
çàíèìàòüñÿ ìûñëèòåëþ ýòèìè ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè ïîçíàíèÿ, êîãäà
ïîçíàâàåìûå îáúåêòû óñòàíîâëåíû è áåç íèõ?

"Äàæå, äîïóñêàÿ, ÷òî ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ ôèëîñîôèè óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ
ìûñëèòåëåì îòíîñèòåëüíî ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ, îí ïîëó÷èò âñåãî
âçàèìîçàìåíÿåìîñòü ñðåäñòâ è îáúåêòîâ ïîçíàíèÿ" [Ìàìàðäàøâèëè, Ì.Ê. 1994. c.
85]. Äåéñòâèòåëüíî, åñëè ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ çàâèñèìû îò ïîçíàâàåìûõ
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îáúåêòîâ, òî ïðèñóòñòâóåò âçàèìîçàìåíÿåìîñòü ñðåäñòâ è ìåòîäîâ ïîçíàíèÿ è
ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ. Çäåñü ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ ñòàíóò îáúåêòîì
ïîçíàíèÿ (ïîçíàâàåìûìè îáúåêòàìè) â ñèëó óñòàíîâëåíèÿ ñðåäñòâ è ìåòîäîâ
ïîçíàíèÿ îáúåêòàìè ïîçíàíèÿ, à îáúåêòû ïîçíàíèÿ ñòàíóò ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè
ïîçíàíèÿ â ñèëó òîãî, ÷òî îíè ñóòü óñòàíîâèòåëè. Òàêèì îáðàçîì, òîëüêî äîïóñòèâ
äèàëåêòè÷åñêèé ìåòîä, ìûñëèòåëü áóäåò ñ÷èòàòü, ÷òî ïîçíàâàåìûå îáúåêòû
óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ ñ ïîìîùüþ ñðåäñòâ è ìåòîäîâ ïîçíàíèÿ (èç-çà òîãî, ÷òî ñðåäñòâà
è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ òðàäèöèîííî ñ÷èòàþòñÿ îñíîâîé ïîçíàíèÿ) è, íàîáîðîò,
ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ ïîçíàâàåìûìè îáúåêòàìè. Íî
èìåííî â äàííîì ñëó÷àå íå áóäåò óñòàíîâëåíî íè òî, íè äðóãîå. Ðàç ñðåäñòâà è
ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ ïîçíàâàåìûìè îáúåêòàìè, à ïîçíàâàåìûå
îáúåêòû, â ñâîþ î÷åðåäü, óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè ïîçíàíèÿ, òî
îíè íèêàê íå ìîãóò óñòàíàâëèâàòü äðóã äðóãà. Âåäü ÿñíî, ÷òî ïîçíàâàåìûå îáúåêòû
óñòàíàâëèâàþòñÿ ìûñëèòåëåì ñðåäñòâàìè è ìåòîäàìè ïîçíàíèÿ, à ýòè ñðåäñòâà è
ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ ïîäëåæàò óñòàíîâëåíèþ ýòèìè ïîçíàâàåìûìè îáúåêòàìè, è
ðàç íå óñòàíîâëåíû ïîçíàâàåìûå îáúåêòû èç-çà íåóñòàíîâëåííîñòè ñðåäñòâ è
ìåòîäîâ ïîçíàíèÿ, òî íåóñòàíîâëåííûå ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ íèêàê íå
ìîãóò óñòàíàâëèâàòü îáúåêòû ïîçíàíèÿ. È íàîáîðîò, ðàç íå óñòàíîâëåíû ñðåäñòâà
è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ èç-çà íåóñòàíîâëåííîñòè ïîçíàâàåìûõ îáúåêòîâ, òî îáúåêòû
ïîçíàíèÿ íèêàê íå ìîãóò óñòàíàâëèâàòü ñðåäñòâà è ìåòîäû ïîçíàíèÿ.

Òàêèì îáðàçîì, îòðèöàÿ äåéñòâåííîñòü ëîãèêè äëÿ ïîèñêà èñòèíû, ìûñëèòåëü
ìîæåò ïîëüçîâàòüñÿ åþ, åå ïðèåìàìè è ïðàâèëàìè äëÿ îñâåùåíèÿ
ïðîòèâîðå÷èâîñòè ñèñòåìíîãî çíàíèÿ.

Ñêàæåì íåñêîëüêî ñëîâ î òåõ ôèëîñîôàõ, êîòîðûå óòâåðæäàþò, ÷òî íåò íèêàêîãî
ìåòîäà è ìèð íåïîçíàâàåì. Äëÿ Êàíòà, êàíòèàíöåâ è íåîêàíòèàíöåâ èìååòñÿ
òîëüêî îäèí ìåòîä. Êàíò âûñòóïàåò ïîñëåäîâàòåëåì "ñêåïòè÷åñêîãî ìåòîäà"
[Êàíò,È. 1998.ñ.528]. Íî ñêåïòè÷åñêèé ìåòîä ñàì ïî ñåáå âñåãäà âûãëÿäèò íîâûì,
è ïðè÷èíà ýòîãî â òîì, ÷òî îí íå âåðèò â ðàçóì, íå âåðèò â ìåòîäû è ìåòîäîëîãèè.
Âñÿêèé ðàç, êîãäà âîçíèêàåò ôèëîñîôèÿ "íåò", îíà âûãëÿäèò êàê íîâàÿ. Ôèëîñîôèÿ
æå "äà" âåðèò â òðàäèöèþ, îíà ñòàðà, êàê ìèð. Çäåñü íåîáõîäèìî ïîíÿòü, ÷òî
ñêåïòè÷åñêèé ìåòîä íà ñàìîì äåëå îäèí èç ôóíäàìåíòàëüíûõ ìåòîäîâ ïîçíàíèÿ.
Óäàðåíèå â êðèòè÷åñêîé ôèëîñîôèè Êàíòà ïàäàåò íà "íå", èáî ïðè ýòîì
ïîçíàâàòåëüíûå ñïîñîáíîñòè ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî óìà îãðàíè÷èâàþòñÿ.

Â èñòîðèè ôèëîñîôèè ñóùåñòâóåò öåëîå ìíîæåñòâî ðàçëè÷íûõ ôèëîñîôñêèõ
ñèñòåì, øêîë, ìåòîäîâ ïîçíàíèÿ. Íî åñòü òîëüêî îäèí ìåòîä - ìåòîä ñêåïòè÷åñêèé
- êîãäà ñêåïòèê îòðèöàåò ïîçíàâàåìîñòü ìèðà, Áîãà, ïñèõåþ, ÷òî îçíà÷àåò êîíåö.
Çäåñü íåëüçÿ äèôôåðåíöèðîâàòü äâà "íåò", òàê êàê ìåæäó íèìè íåò íèêàêîãî
ðàçëè÷èÿ. Íî êîãäà ôèëîñîôû ãîâîðÿò, ÷òî "ìèð ïîçíàâàåì", òî âîçíèêàåò
âîçìîæíîñòü ðàçëè÷èÿ, ïîñêîëüêó "äà" êàêîãî-ëèáî ôèëîñîôà ïîðîæäàåò åãî
ñîáñòâåííûé ìèð èäåé. Åãî "äà" ìîæåò ïðåäñòàâëÿòü îáúåêòèâíî-èäåàëèñòè÷åñêóþ
ôèëîñîôèþ, åãî "äà" ìîæåò ïðåäñòàâëÿòü ñóáúåêòèâíî-èäåàëèñòè÷åñêóþ
ôèëîñîôèþ, åãî "äà" ìîæåò áûòü ìàòåðèàëèñòè÷åñêèì. "Êîãäà ôèëîñîô-ñêåïòèê
ãîâîðèò "íåò", òîãäà âñå "íåò" îäèíàêîâû" [Êàíò, È. 1998.ñ.525].

Â öåëîì, íàóêè, â òîì ÷èñëå è ôèëîñîôèÿ, ðàáîòàþò ñ îáúåêòèâíûìè ìåòîäàìè.
Íàóêà èñïîëüçóåò ñòðîãî îïðåäåëåííóþ ìåòîäîëîãèþ, è ýòî åå ýâðèñòè÷åñêèå
âîçìîæíîñòè. Ïîíÿòíî, ÷òî äëÿ íàóêè íåîáõîäèìà îïðåäåëåííîñòü. Íî æèçíü,
÷åëîâåê è åãî áûòèå íåîáúÿòíû. ×åëîâåê è æèçíü íåðàçäåëüíû. Ìåòîäû íàóêè
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îñòàþòñÿ îáúåêòèâíûìè, ïîäõîä åå ê îáúåêòó íîñèò ñóáúåêò-îáúåêòíûé õàðàêòåð.
Íàóêà â ïðèíöèïå íå ìîæåò ïðîíèêíóòü â ñóáúåêòèâíîå îáúåêòèâíûìè
ïðèíöèïàìè è ìåòîäàìè. Íàóêè, èçó÷àþùèå ïðåæäå âñåãî ïñèõè÷åñêèå ÿâëåíèÿ,
îäíîâðåìåííî ÿâëÿþòñÿ ïî ìåòîäó èññëåäîâàíèÿ îáúåêòèâíûìè. Íåëüçÿ ïóñêàòü
òàêèå íàóêè âíóòðü ñåáÿ. Æèçíü íåîäíîêðàòíî äîêàçûâàåò, íàñêîëüêî ïðèìåíåíèå
íàóêè è åå ìåòîäîëîãèè áûëî õèùíè÷åñêèì è îïóñòîøèòåëüíûì çà ïîñëåäíèå
òðè ñòîëåòèÿ äëÿ âíåøíåé ïðèðîäû; ïðèìåíåíèå æå íàóêè è ìåòîäîëîãèè ïî
îòíîøåíèþ ê ïðèðîäå ÷åëîâåêà äåéñòâóåò åùå îïóñòîøèòåëüíåå.

Ðåàëèçàöèÿ ÷åëîâåêà êàê ìóäðåöà èëè ïðîñâåòëåííîãî ÷åëîâåêà íå ÿâëÿåòñÿ
ïîâòîðÿåìîé ýêñïåðèìåíòàìè, àíàëèòè÷åñêèì ìûøëåíèåì, îíà äàæå íè â ÷åì
íå ïðåäñêàçóåìà. ×åëîâåê íå ìîæåò ïðèãëàñèòü åå. Îíà ñëó÷àåòñÿ ñ íèì. Îí íå
ìîæåò íàñèëüíî çàñòàâèòü åå ñëó÷èòüñÿ. Òîãäà îñîçíàåòñÿ äâîéñòâåííî-äóàëüíàÿ
ïðèðîäà óìà, è æèçíü íà÷èíàåò ïîíèìàòüñÿ áåç ôîðìû, áåç èìåíè. Ýòî "ñîñòîÿíèå"
íå-äâîéñòâåííîñòè.

Â ñîñòîÿíèè íå-äâîéñòâåííîñòè ïîçíàþùèé ñòàíîâèòñÿ ïîçíàâàåìûì,
ñóùåñòâóþùèé - ñóùåñòâîâàíèåì. Ìåæäó íèìè óòðà÷èâàåòñÿ âñÿêîå ðàçëè÷èå.
Áîëüøå íåò äâóõ - ïîçíàþùåãî è ïîçíàâàåìîãî, ñóáúåêòà è îáúåêòà,
ñóùåñòâóþùåãî è ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ. Åñòü ëèøü îñîçíàâàíèå, îñíîâàííîå íà
íåäâîéñòâåííîñòè ñîçíàíèÿ. Ìû íå ìîæåì îáîçíà÷èòü ýòî ñîñòîÿíèå íå-
äâîéñòâåííîñòè, èáî çäåñü íåò òîãî, êòî ìîã áû åãî îáîçíà÷èòü è ïðîâîçãëàñèòü.
"Íå-äâîéñòâåííîñòü" - ýòî íè "Òû", íè "ß". Íåäâîéñòâåííîñòü íå åñòü Îäèí. "Îäèí"
- îçíà÷àåò îòñóòñòâèå "Äðóãîãî". Îäèí (åäèíîå, åäèíûé) âñåãäà çàâèñèì. Ýòî
ðåçóëüòàò ðàçäâîåíèÿ óìà. "Íå-äâîéñòâåííîñòü" ïîíèìàåòñÿ íàìè êàê "Íå-äâà, è
íå Îäèí". Â îòíîøåíèè "Íå-äâà è íå Îäèí" ÷òî-òî óòâåðæäàòü íåâîçìîæíî. ×åëîâåê
íå ìîæåò óòâåðæäàòü òî, ÷òî íàõîäèòñÿ âíå âñÿêèõ ðàññóæäåíèé. Îñòàåòñÿ ëèøü
åñòåñòâåííîå îñîçíàííîå ïðèñóòñòâèå, ÷èñòîå ïðèñóòñòâèå áåç ïðèñóòñòâóþùåãî,
à ïðîòèâîïîëîæíîñòè èñ÷åçàþò. Â ýòîì è çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ ñóòü "Íå-äâà, è íå Îäèí".
Òî æå ñàìîå ñ äîáðîäåòåëüþ Ñîêðàòà. Êîãäà ìûñëèòåëü ïîëíîñòüþ äîáðîäåòåëåí,
òîãäà îí íå äîáðîäåòåëåí, òàê êàê ýòó äîáðîäåòåëü åìó íå ñ ÷åì ñðàâíèòü. Òîãäà
íè ê ÷åìó áóäåò ñâîþ äîáðîäåòåëü âûïÿ÷èâàòü íà ðûíêàõ, ïëîùàäÿõ [Ïëàòîí,1990,
ñ.90]. Êîãäà ìûñëèòåëü ïîëíîñòüþ åñòü ëþáîâü, òîãäà îí íå ëþáîâü, ïîòîìó ÷òî
îí èòàê åñòü ëþáîâü. Â äèàëåêòèêå î ñâåòå ìû ìîæåì çíàòü  áëàãîäàðÿ òîìó, ÷òî
åñòü òüìà. Íå áûëî áû òüìû, íå áûëî áû è ñâåòà, èáî çäåñü íå ñ ÷åì áûëî áû
ñðàâíèâàòü îäíî ñ äðóãèì. ×òîáû íè ãîâîðèëè ìû î ëþáâè, áóäåò íåïðàâäîé. Âåäü
âñå íàøè òåðìèíû äâîéñòâåííû. Åñëè ìû ïðîèçíåñåì "ëþáîâü" è êòî-òî ïðè
ýòîì áóäåò íàñòàèâàòü: "Îïðåäåëèòå, ÷òî òàêîå ëþáîâü", òî êàê ìû îïðåäåëèì
åå? Ìû äîëæíû áóäåì ââåñòè è ïîíÿòèå "íåíàâèñòü", òîëüêî òîãäà ìû ñìîæåì
îïðåäåëèòü, ÷òî òàêîå ëþáîâü. Åñëè ñïðîñÿò, ÷òî òàêîå íåíàâèñòü, ìû áóäåì
âûíóæäåíû îïðåäåëÿòü åå ÷åðåç ëþáîâü, êîòîðàÿ ñàìà åùå íå îïðåäåëåíà. Âñå
îïðåäåëåíèÿ âûñòðàèâàþòñÿ â êðóã. Ýòî è åñòü ïîðî÷íûé ëîãè÷åñêèé êðóã. Îáà
òåðìèíà çäåñü íå îïðåäåëåíû, à ìûñëèòåëü òîëüêî è ðàçûãðûâàåò äèàëåêòè÷åñêèé
òðþê ñ ñàìèì ñîáîé. Âñÿ äèàëåêòèêà ñòðîèòñÿ èìåííî ïî òàêîìó ïðèíöèïó.
Ìûñëèòåëü îïðåäåëÿåò îäèí òåðìèí ÷åðåç äðóãîé (ïîäîáíî "Íàóêå ëîãèêè" Ãåãåëÿ),
êîòîðûé ñàì ïî ñåáå íóæäàåòñÿ â îïðåäåëåíèè. Âåñü ÿçûê âûñòðîåí ïî òàêîìó
êðóãó, è ëþáîìó òåðìèíó òðåáóåòñÿ åãî ïðîòèâîïîëîæíîñòü. Ïîýòîìó ìû íå
ãîâîðèì, ÷òî åñòü ïîäëèííî æèâóùèé ÷åëîâåê, èáî ñóùåñòâîâàíèå (áûòèå)
âîçìîæíî òîëüêî â òîì ñëó÷àå, åñëè ïðèñóòñòâóåò è íåñóùåñòâîâàíèå (íåáûòèå).
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Ïîýòîìó ìû äàæå è íå ãîâîðèì, ÷òî ÷åëîâåê æèâåò ïîäëèííîé æèçíüþ, ïîñêîëüêó
ñóùåñòâîâàíèå äîëæíî áûòü îïðåäåëåíî ÷åðåç íåñóùåñòâîâàíèå, èëè íåïîäëèííîå
áûòèå, êàê ýòî ìû âèäèì â ôèëîñîôèè ýêçèñòåíöèàëèçìà. Íè÷åãî íåëüçÿ íè î
÷åì ñêàçàòü, èáî âåñü ÿçûê ÷åëîâå÷åñêèé ñîñòîèò èç ïîëÿðíûõ
ïðîòèâîïîëîæíîñòåé. Èìåííî ïîýòîìó âñÿêèé (÷åëîâåê), êîòîðûé ñêàæåò, ÷òî
îí ïîäëèííî æèâóùèé ÷åëîâåê, íà ñàìîì äåëå, íå ÿâëÿåòñÿ òàêîâûì, ïîñêîëüêó
êàê îí ìîæåò ÷óâñòâîâàòü ñâîå ïîäëèííîå ñóùåñòâîâàíèå, åñëè åìó åãî íå ñ ÷åì
ñðàâíèòü. Çäåñü íåîáõîäèì êîíòðàñò, â íåì äîëæíî îñòàâàòüñÿ åùå êàêîå-òî
íåïîäëèííîå.

"Åñëè ÷åëîâåê ÷óâñòâóåò ñåáÿ ïîäëèííî ñóùåñòâóþùèì, òî ýòî ëèøü ïîêàçûâàåò,
÷òî åñòü åùå íåïîäëèííîå ñóùåñòâîâàíèå" [Âèòãåíøòåéí, Ë. 1958.c.230]. Òîëüêî â
ýòîì ñëó÷àå îí ìîæåò ñâîþ "ïîäëèííîñòü" ïî÷óâñòâîâàòü (ïðî÷óâñòâîâàòü). Ïîýòîìó
ïîäëèííî æèâóùèé ÷åëîâåê íå ÿâëÿåòñÿ íè ïîäëèííûì, íè íåïîäëèííûì
ñóùåñòâîâàíèåì, îí ïðîñòî åñòü. Åãî íåëüçÿ îòíåñòè íè ê êàêîìó ïîëþñó
äâîéñòâåííîñòè, åñòü òîëüêî "Íå-äâà, è íå Îäèí". Îáà ïîëþñà èñ÷åçëè. Êîãäà
äâîéñòâåííîñòè, äèàëåêòèêè áîëüøå íåò, íè÷òî íå ìîæåò áûòü îïðåäåëåíî.

Áûòü èíòåëëåêòóàëüíûì èëè èäåéíûì, ïîëàãàÿñü íà íåêîòîðûå ñòðîãî
óñòàíîâëåííûå äîãìàòè÷åñêèå ïîëîæåíèÿ î ìèðå, ÷åëîâåêå, Âñåëåííîé, åùå íå
îçíà÷àåò áûòü ìóäðûì. ×åëîâåê ìîæåò ñîáðàòü ìíîãî èíôîðìàöèè, ñòàòü èçâåñòíûì
ó÷åíûì, ôèëîñîôîì è äàæå âåëèêèì ñâÿòûì, íî ýòî íå ìóäðîñòü. Ìóäðîñòü òàêæå
íå ïðèîáðåòàåòñÿ è ïî ìåðå ñòàðåíèÿ. Íî â ÷åì ðàçëè÷èå ìåæäó ìóäðîñòüþ è
ñâÿòîñòüþ? Åñëè ïîä ìóäðîñòüþ è ñâÿòîñòüþ ïîíèìàòü òî, ÷òî èìåë â âèäó ×æàí
×àî (ëèòåðàòîð XVII â.) â ñâîåì èçðå÷åíèè, -

Íå äîáðûé è íå çëîé: òàêîâ ìóäðåö.
Ìíîãî äîáðîãî, ìàëî çëîãî: òàêîâ äîñòîéíûé ìóæ.
Ìàëî äîáðîãî, ìíîãî äóðíîãî: òàêîâ îáûêíîâåííûé ÷åëîâåê.
Íè÷åãî äîáðîãî è ìíîãî äóðíîãî: òàêîâ íèçêèé ÷åëîâåê.
Îäíî äîáðî è ñîâñåì íåò çëà: òàêîâ ñâÿòîé, -
òî îäíîâðåìåííîå ïðåáûâàíèå ÷åëîâåêà â äâóõ "èïîñòàñÿõ": (ìóäðåö - "íå

äîáðûé, íå çëîé", à ñâÿòîé - "îäíî äîáðî è ñîâñåì íåò çëà") ïðèíöèïèàëüíî
íåâîçìîæíî, ïîñêîëüêó îäíî äðóãîìó ïðîòèâîðå÷èò.

"Ñâÿòîé ðàòóåò òîëüêî çà äîáðî è áåñïðåêîñëîâíîå âîöàðåíèå åãî ñðåäè ëþäåé"
[Äåêàðò,Ð.1998.ñ.654]. Ñòðåìëåíèå åãî èñêëþ÷èòåëüíî ê äîáðó ïîäîáíî ïîïûòêå
èçáàâèòüñÿ îò "ëåâîãî", ïîâîðà÷èâàÿ âñå âðåìÿ "íàïðàâî". Íî òîãäà åìó ïðèõîäèòñÿ
äâèãàòüñÿ òîëüêî êðóãàìè. Êîãäà-òî æèë îäèí ïîëèòè÷åñêèé äåÿòåëü èç ïàðòèè
"ïðàâûõ", êîòîðûé íàñòîëüêî ëþòî íåíàâèäåë ñâîèõ "ëåâûõ" ïðîòèâíèêîâ, ÷òî
ïðè åçäå íà àâòîìîáèëå äåëàë òîëüêî ïðàâûå ïîâîðîòû. Ìû ïîëàãàåì, ÷òî (ïîäîáíî
ýòîìó ïîëèòè÷åñêîìó äåÿòåëþ) òàêîâ è ñâÿòîé, â êîòîðîì "îäíî äîáðî è ñîâñåì
íåò çëà", íî òîëüêî â òàê íàçûâàåìîé äóõîâíîé ñôåðå.

×åëîâåê, æåëàþùèé áûòü ìóäðûì (ìóäðåöîì), çàèíòåðåñîâàí â ëè÷íîì
äîñòèæåíèè. Îòîæäåñòâëåíèå ÷åëîâåêîì ñåáÿ èäåÿìè ìóäðåöà òîëüêî óñèëèâàåò
åãî "ß-ýãî". ×åëîâåê, äåéñòâèòåëüíî îñîçíàâøèé ñåáÿ, íå ìûñëèò ñåáÿ ìóäðûì è
íå äåëàåò íèêàêèõ óñèëèé áûòü òàêîâûì. Îí ìóäð; îí - ñàìà ìóäðîñòü, íî îí åå
íå ïîçíà¸ò, ïîòîìó ÷òî ìóäðûé è çíàþùèé ýòó ìóäðîñòü íå ðàçäåëåíû. Çäåñü íåò
äâóõ ÷àñòåé: ñ îäíîé ñòîðîíû, ìóäðåöà, îöåíèâàþùåãî ñâîþ ìóäðîñòü (ñâîåé
äîáðîäåòåëè), ñ äðóãîé - ñàìîé ìóäðîñòè. Ïðè ýòîì ìóäðåö ïîëüçóåòñÿ òåìè æå
ïîíÿòèÿìè, ñëîâàìè, ñèìâîëàìè, òåì æå ðàöèîíàëüíûì ÿçûêîì, êàê è äðóãèå,
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íî îíè äëÿ íåãî ëèøü ñðåäñòâà ïåðåäà÷è. ×åðåç ïîñòóïêè, ñëîâà, ñèìâîëû è
ÿçûê ìóäðûé ÷åëîâåê ïåðåäàåò íå÷òî, ÷òî çà ïðåäåëàìè ñëîâ, ñèìâîëîâ è ÿçûêà.

Ìóäðîñòü ìóäðåöà íèêàê íå ìîæåò áûòü îïðåäåëåíà. ßçûê ÷åëîâå÷åñêèé
êîðåíèòñÿ â äâîéñòâåííîñòè (äèàëåêòèêå), à ïðèðîäà ìóäðîñòè íåäâîéñòâåííà.
Ïðèðîäà ìóäðîñòè èçáûòî÷íà ïî îòíîøåíèþ ê èìåíàì è ôîðìàì, ñëîâàì è
ìûñëÿì, ðàçäåëåíèÿì è ãðàíèöàì, ãäå íåò ðàçãðàíè÷åíèÿ ìåæäó áûòèåì è
ìûøëåíèåì, ñóáúåêòîì è îáúåêòîì. Ìóäðîñòü ìóäðåöà îñîçíàâàåìà êàê "Íå-
äâà, è íå Îäèí". "Íå-äâà, è íå Îäèí" - àáñîëþòíî.

Çàêëþ÷åíèå

Ïðîïàñòü ìåæäó îñîçíàâàíèåì (ìóäðîñòüþ) è ðàöèîíàëüíîñòüþ íèêîãäà íå
ìîæåò áûòü ïðåîäîëåíà óìîçðèòåëüíî èëè ëîãè÷åñêèìè âûâîäàìè, ò.å. â òåðìèíàõ
àáñòðàêòíûõ ñóáúåêò-îáúåêòíûõ ðàññóæäåíèé. Ýòî åùå ìîæíî ñäåëàòü ïðè ïîìîùè
îñìûñëåíèÿ ïðèðîäû ðàáîòû ñàìîãî óìà è ðîëè ìûñëèòåëÿ â ñòðóêòóðå òåîðèè
ïîçíàíèÿ, èáî îñîçíàâàíèå ìûñëèòåëåì ñåáÿ â êà÷åñòâå ñîñòàâëÿþùåãî ýëåìåíòà
òåîðèè ñ åãî ñîçíàòåëüíûìè èñõîäíûìè ïîñûëêàìè (ïðèíöèïàìè) âëèÿåò íå
òîëüêî íà ñîäåðæàíèå è õàðàêòåð ýòèõ ìåíòàëüíûõ îáðàçîâàíèé, íî è íà ñàìî
êîíñòðóèðîâàíèå ïðåäìåòà ìûøëåíèÿ. Îí îñîçíà¸ò, ÷òî äàííîå êîíñòðóèðîâàíèå
ïðåäìåòà ìûøëåíèÿ ïðîèñõîäèò â ãðàíèöàõ îïðåäåëåííîé, çàðàíåå çàäàííîé,
ðàöèîíàëüíî ïîíÿòîé ñõåìû, ñòðóêòóðû ïðåä-ïîíèìàíèÿ, ñèñòåìû êàòåãîðèé,
êîòîðûå â ñâîþ î÷åðåäü îñíîâàíû íà îïðåäåëåííûõ èñõîäíûõ ïîñûëêàõ è
äîïóùåíèÿõ, íî ýòî êîíñòðóèðîâàíèå îñòàåòñÿ íåâèäèìûì äëÿ ñàìîãî àâòîðà
òåîðèè ïîäîáíî òîìó, êàê ãëàç ìîæåò âèäåòü âñ¸, íî îí íå ìîæåò âèäåòü ñàìîãî
ñåáÿ. Àâòîð òåêñòà â ñèëó ñîáñòâåííîé òðàíñãðåäèåíòíîñòè (âíåíàõîäèìîñòè)
âûñòóïàåò ïî îòíîøåíèþ ê ñîáñòâåííîìó òâîðåíèþ êàê ê óíèâåðñàëüíîé
(Áîæåñòâåííîé) ñèñòåìå îòñ÷åòà, ò.å. èçíà÷àëüíî îí áåññîçíàòåëüíî äîïóñêàåò
ñåáÿ â êà÷åñòâå íåïðåðûâíîãî ñîçíàíèÿ, íå îãðàíè÷åííîãî íè ïðîñòðàíñòâîì,
íè âðåìåíåì, íè ïðè÷èííî-ñëåäñòâåííûìè îòíîøåíèÿìè â îòíîøåíèå
ñîáñòâåííîãî òâîðåíèÿ. Âåäü â òåêñòå òåîðèè âñåãäà äåéñòâóåò äîïîëíèòåëüíîå
ïî îòíîøåíèþ ê ñîäåðæàíèþ ñóáúåêòà è îáúåêòà ñâÿçåîáðàçóþùåå öåëîå; ýòî è
åñòü ñîçíàòåëüíî ïîëàãàåìûå ìûñëèòåëüíûå ïðîöåññû àâòîðà, êîòîðûå
âûñêàçûâàþòñÿ îò èìåíè è ÷åðåç ïðèñóòñòâóþùåãî â òåêñòå ñóáúåêòà; íî àâòîð
òåêñòà íå ìîæåò èõ âûñêàçûâàòü íà òîì æå ïðåäìåòíîì óðîâíå è ÿçûêå, â êàêîì
èçëàãàþòñÿ ïîíèìàåìûå èì îáúåêòû çíàíèÿ. Àâòîð íå ìîæåò îáîçðåâàòü ñåáÿ â
êà÷åñòâå àâòîðà èçëàãàåìîãî òåêñòà; îí âñåãäà îñòàåòñÿ èçëàãàþùèì, ïîçíàþùèì,
íî íèêîãäà èçëàãàåìûì, ïîçíàâàåìûì.

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Abstract. The problem of the relevance of African philosophy to development in Africa is topical given
that the modern African philosopher is faced with all sorts of problems arising from within and outside
his discipline. Concerns about fashioning methods to confront Africa's existential challenges raise questions
about cultural emancipation and human survival and highlights technical and moral concerns about
academic philosophy as a late -comer in Africa. There are real consequences of an inherited foreign
colonial legacy and the seemingly abstract nature of a discipline that needs to showcase its utility. Such
gaps obstruct endogenous perspectives for solutions to African problems. We analyze the role of philosophy
both as an academic field and as a thought system in African development concerns: We conceptualize
this issue in terms of a discourse on intellectual values which include conceptual decolonization and
human values, social order and ethical behaviour and science and technology in Africa.
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Introduction

There is no better starting point for this essay but to join Hountondji (1987) in
asking: "What can philosophy do?" Hountondji's answer is that "many we must say look
to it for miracles. They require of philosophy to solve all problems" [Hountondji 1987:8].
This belief, right or wrong, that philosophy can do all things is further underscored by
the kind of demands and expectations that foreigners and Africans alike have had
concerning the meaning and functions of African philosophy. We are interested in the
relevance of African philosophy to the development question and discourse in Africa.
African philosophy now has some bearing on the contemporary matters of philosophical
interest to the Africans. What does philosophical knowledge do for people in other
parts of the world? What should philosophical knowledge do for the Africans? The
modern African philosopher is faced with all sorts of problems arising from within and
outside his discipline. African philosophy becomes intricately linked with cultural
emancipation and survival and thereby fashions its methods to confront Africa's existential
challenges. Ogbogbo [1997: 39] insists that "this challenge betrayed the poverty of African
philosophy as it became increasingly obvious that African philosophers could not use
their  disciplines to tackle Africa's myriad problems."

We cannot but agree with Sogolo (1993:xiv) who says that 'an acceptable and legitimate
African philosophical tradition needs to be rooted in, and also nourished within the
context of the African culture, history and experience of philosophy are to be found in
the totality of the practitioners own culture and life experiences.' African philosophy is
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the critical examination of the beliefs, ideas and values of the African life. African
philosophy is the study of the concepts of God, man and the universe in relation to the
Africans. Secondly, it is the philosophical study of the African traditions, cultures and
belief systems. Thirdly, African philosophy is "a pragmatic, rational and critical reflection
on the African's condition, whether past or present" [Matambirofa 2002.p270]. Fourthly,
African philosophy "written and taught by Africans should substantively reflect African
philosophical ideas and social conditions, and the attendant problems" [Mafeje 1991:4].
Fifthly, Masolo [1994:251] argues that "African philosophy must be born out of its own
peculiar cultural circumstances combined with a living and constructive zeal amongst
individual African intellectuals to understand and explain the world around them." All
these putative definitions share in common the fact that anything that is to be called
African philosophy should critically engage the ways of life, assumptions, predicament,
concepts of the Africans and the world around the Africans.

What is the relevance of African philosophy to the African life? What are the reasons
for doing African philosophy? An author seems to speak the mind of many philosophers
when he says that "it can now be said with a certain degree of confidence that African
philosophy has come along way from the early days when questions of methodology
and pedigree were the overwhelming concern" [Garuba 2003:59]. Oguejiofor [2001:13]
pushes the argument that "those who are engaged in philosophical inquiry in the African
continent should review the relevance of their pursuit to a continent bedeviled by
apparently endless and intractable problems." In fact, Hountondji [1983:143] insists
that the issue is "not the adoption of an attitude of indifference to African problems but
rather the proper framing of African problems which cannot always or necessarily be
problems relative to Africa." Indeed, Irele [1986: 122] is blunt when he says that "the
set of problems perceived by an earlier generation of African and black intellectuals is
now being supplanted by a new set of problems raised by the younger generation."

Materials and methods

 The purpose of this study is to study the rational roots of African philosophy and its
influence on African life. For the basis of any philosophy is man and his way of life. The
methodological basis of this analysis was general scientific methods, such as theoretical,
logical and systems analysis, historical and comparative analysis. An important
contribution to the historical and literary foundations of the study are the works of
Wiredu in Oladipo,  Igbafen,  Sogolo,  Toulmin Stephen,  Van Hook Jay M. and many
others. In the course of this study, the author analyzes in detail the independence of a
person's ethics from the society's infrastructure and proves the idea that philosophy is
inseparable from the experience of people, their world and their perception, a philosophy
that will interest Africans rather specific, practical and relevant to their culture, needs
and dominant problems

Discussion and results
A man-centered view of development

Should development be about building up human beings or building up physical
infrastructure? The best infrastructure may not necessarily translate into the fact that
human beings will live a better life ethically or socially. Their ethical lapses may even be
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the cause of the destruction of physical and social fabric of the society as we find in
some African societies where corruption, authoritarianism, ethnicity, otherwise the
intolerance and disrespect for the rule of law as well as the human dignity of others
have led to social dislocation and collapse as a result of inequalities, justice deficits,
conflicts, terrorism and wars. As such we are compelled to argue that the well being of
the human person in harmony with a balanced use of the resources in nature is a key task
of sustainable development. The well being of the human person, according to Wiredu,
is the singular task of development. In the continent of Africa, situational shortfalls
clearly precipitate into the present crisis of development in Africa. The traditional attempt
to conceive development sees it in terms of the technological, economical or political.
Iconic scholars such as Kwasi Wiredu [Wiredu in Oladipo 2000  p.121] would argue
that the notion of development is material and moral. While the material dimension of
development involves the careful application of the dividends of science and technology
to exploit and control the physical environment, the moral aspect of development is
made up of the consistent endeavour in regulating, as well as improving human
relationships via the promotion of equality and mutual cooperation. [Igbafen 2003 p.2-3].

At the heart of development is the human person and all his innate potentialities and
creations. These manifest in the different social, psychological, moral, political, physical,
spiritual, intellectual, and even aesthetic realms. This culminates in the realization of
development by the "utilization of natural resources at man's disposal, perfecting and
coordinating them toward the ends of both the individual and the community." [Igbafen
2003 p.2-3] Chris Uroh conceives development as a progressive elimination of poverty,
unemployment, social inequalities, authoritarian political structures, monopolization
of opinions by the state and all other negative tendencies that have today, regrettably
though, become the defining characteristics of the continent.' [Uroh 1998 p.3-4]. So
how may philosophy be of use to the quest for development generally and in Africa in
particular? Let us review the ways that philosophy can be relevant as a field of study.

How is philosophy relevant to human existence, knowledge and society?

Some lay men and practitioners of the discipline have complained that philosophy is
too abstract and it does not deal with real life problems. This is a sore point because
some of the more pressing problems in this present age are empirical or physical and
often require the careful study of the language used in reviewing the problem. Toulmin
[1988 p.345] draws our attention to the fact that "philosophers are increasingly drawn
into public debates about environmental policy, medical ethics, judicial practice or
nuclear politics. Some of them contribute to these discussions happily; others fear that
engaging in applied philosophy prostitutes their talents and distracts them from their
proper concern." Leaman [1998 p.5-6] states that philosophy tends to take place at
such heights or  depths of abstraction that it tends to skip  the real world. This raises the
fundamental question of the relationship  between philosophy and the 'real world'.
Philosophy is far removed from the activities of the everyday world, though an awareness
of what goes on in the real world is useful in proving examples of issues to be considered
theoretically. This is not as though those examples will lead to the theory.

Leaman [1998 p.9] holds that despite that accusation that philosophy is abstract,
there is practical or applied philosophy and philosophers have usually applied themselves
to the practical issues of the day. This is important because we live in a world that
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contains a lot of things known and unknown, physical and non physical. We are bothered
by the need to think deeply and thoroughly, ask questions and attempt to proffer
answers to these complexities. Given the above situation the belief is that we as human
beings and especially in Nigeria, require philosophy in order to be able to examine the
intellectual foundation of our lives, to understand the nature of man and justice.
Philosophy makes us to consider new possibilities and deepen our understanding of
things in reality.

The point is to understand how philosophy contributes to knowledge and causes
changes in the real world. This has been the subject of much dispute and recriminations.
Philosophy has a unique set of tools, instruments, subjects and relevance. Philosophical
knowledge appears different from other kinds of knowledge. Philosophy is theoretical.
Philosophy is not applied science hence some of the benefits of philosophy may not be
practical but they are equally empirical or tangible. Philosophy, if it does nothing at all,
focuses on the development of the minds and thoughts of people in general. In targeting
the human mind, philosophy improves the way people think or reason. The way people
think affects positively or negatively the way they live as human beings and how they
relate with others. Through thinking the human being becomes involved in the life of
society by way of making a contribution to social ideas and practices. Specifically,
philosophy is interested in developing a critical and logical thinking in human beings.
This mode of thinking is needed if we are to be able to pose fundamental questions,
develop arguments or proofs to explain things in reality and break down stereotypes
and prejudices arising from existing in the world.

For instance, you may not be able to immediately see the benefits of philosophy the
way you can see the road that an engineer has built or the loaf of bread that a baker has
made. A lot of the benefits of philosophy are concentrated on the development of
people's minds and thoughts. We must emphasize that "philosophy is deeply rooted in
human life" [Stace: 1937 p.316]. The human being views himself as a central element of
life generally using the mind to generate thought and the body to perform actions. The
power of philosophy is targeted at changing the human mind - the way people think so
that they can have clearer ideas and hence create improved ways of achieving more
productive action. Whereas the effects or  benefits of a discipline such as medicine can
be physically seen in observed acts such as the curing of disease, yet philosophy is
beneficial to man even though the effects of philosophy are not direct in that sense of
curative medicine. Philosophy impacts on life through the mental entities called ideas.
Viscount Samuel [1956 p.199] holds that "men's actions are governed by their ideas:
right ideas lead to good actions and good actions bring welfare: wrong ideas lead to bad
actions and bad actions bring suffering and disaster."

Philosophy generates ideas that facilitate the improvement in the quality of the thinking,
imagination and knowledge of the people. Philosophical thinking facilitates the
improvement in the capacity to understand deep questions that affect the lives of
people thus creating the opportunity to be critical, to broaden our minds so that we
can rationally justify positions we hold and determine our choices concerning the
fundamental questions of life as well as our answers to them. In philosophy no topic is
immune from discussion as all issues need to be critically examined in order to establish
what is right to accept or reject and why we hold a position. Philosophers ask questions
and attempt to answer them because we wish to break down a lot of bad reasoning,
stereotypes and prejudices that arise from our living in this world. Some of these stereotypes
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are not delivered to us deliberately or with the desire to mislead us, rather we may
have been born with them.

Philosophy encourages openness and tolerance as well as the need for us to allow
alternative ways of viewing the world. The philosopher uses the thinking faculty in
getting knowledge. Reflection is the hallmark of the philosopher's activity. Just as an
athlete develops his or her body in order to win laurels at the Olympics for example,
the philosopher needs a well developed thinking capacity or reasoning to acquire
knowledge. The faculty of reason or reasoning is pivotal to philosophical work. As such,
the laboratory of the philosopher is the human mind. Just as the natural scientist does
his field work in the laboratory, or outside in nature empirically or observationally, the
philosopher does his own work inside the brain or intellect. Moore (1935) holds that
the primary value of philosophy is not a practical but an intellectual one. We can say that
"philosophy does have a practical value, it should make us better men and women"
[Moore 1935 pp.67-68].

There is a unique connection between philosophy and culture. There is the issue of
African philosophy as an identifiable thing of pride. The crucial problem arising from
the role of philosophy in the quest for cultural identity lies in the fact that it retains "the
honorific character of being recondite, speculative and abstract, and since it requires a
certain level of intellectual awareness, or even in some sense, the highest development
of the human intellect, philosophy is tacitly and surreptitiously privileged as the measure
and standard of the human. If the humanity of the African is to be recognized vis-?-vis
that of others he must also have his own philosophy to show" [Oguejiofor, 2001 p.92].
According to Bodunrin [1991:68] philosophy has come to be seen in an honorific way.
Philosophy has become a value-laden expression such that for a people not to have
philosophy is for them to be considered intellectually inferior to others who have. Let
us now understand what exactly African philosophy is faced with, and is supposed to
accomplish.

The 'relevance' issue in the african philosophical discourse on development: a
modernist approach

Scholars may wish to show the relevance of philosophy to African socio-cultural
existence. That is, these writers want to use philosophy to make impact on the lives of
Africans. For example, scholars may use philosophy to solve, or at least address some
of the pressing problems besetting the African societies as it were. As Ogbogbo [1997
p.35-36] argues "the crisis of development that confronts Africa has increasingly brought
to the fore the role of African universities as agents of development. For the various
disciplines it has become justify your  relevance or  perish. African philosophy happens
to be one of such disciplines that are affected by this quest for  relevance." The modernists
argued mainly that African philosophy should have a contemporary focus that takes into
consideration current issues and adoption of foreign values, affecting the lives of Africans.
Such scholars included, Kwasi Wiredu, Henry Odera Oruka, Peter Bodunrin, Godwin
Sogolo, and many others. Even though they rejected some of the claims made by the
traditionalists who called for the adoption of some elements of the traditional African
past, yet, the modernists themselves did not agree on what should constitute
contemporary African philosophy and how it should be done. Most of them held various
positions about the nature of the modernist school of thought. They examined issues
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concerning the model of philosophy to be adopted by the Africans, the concepts of
truth, person and the State, the role of culture, language and science in African
development, uses of endogenous knowledge in Africa, and the idea of society and
democracy to be adopted for African development, among others. Let us examine a few
of these concerns and how they connect to concerns about African development within
the academic system of the university.

Some epistemological and social values of an academic department of philosophy
in an african university

For the Africans "the post-World war 11 period coincides with the beginning of
access to university and college education by a greater number of African people, one
observes the concurrence of the establishment of academic departments of philosophy
in African universities" [Masolo 1997 p. 63]. Okolo [1992 p.192] insists that "philosophy
as a professional or academic activity is certainly a late comer in Africa and among
African academics." Despite this "university trained African philosophers are satisfied
that since independence,  they have been able to establish philosophy as a discipline in
black Africa" [Mafeje 1991 p.3]. Given that philosophy as a strictly professional or academic
activity is certainly a late comer in Africa and among African academics and universities
[Masolo, 1997 p.63, Bodunrin, 1992 p.16, Okolo, 1992 pp.192-195], it can be said
that "the professional philosopher in modern Africa is in a dilemma arising from inherited
professional handicap due mainly to historical antecedents, as well as the pressure to
respond to the growing demand for utility" [Sogolo, 1990 pp.39-40].  This is not all.
Worse forms of the dilemma arise out of self-inflicted problems and lapses in the
construction of the theoretical and practical trajectories of the philosophical discipline
in Africa. Thus there are visible lapses in the areas of imaginative expansion of the
frontiers of the field, and in the areas of the theoretical capacity for problem solving.
Mafeje [1991 p.11] holds that "the continued intellectual domination Africa by foreigners
in research and in development policy formulation (can be) seen as a sign of failure on
the part of African intellectuals to stake their claim and develop endogenous theoretical
perspectives and, thus put themselves in a position where they could provide new solutions
to African problems."

Firstly, there is the practical problem of the lack of focus and resources that has
ensured that the philosopher has not been relevant in the society. There are a number of
issues arising here. There is the absence of adequate financial material resources to
effectively study and practice philosophy in a more organized and accomplished manner.
Towa [1991 p.199] has rightly pointed out that the African researcher in most
underdeveloped African nations or countries can hardly publish the results of research;
even if such research has some recognized theoretic value. Okolo (1992) argues that
economic poverty ensured that philosophy which was in itself, a difficult enterprise,
became all the more difficult, given the general lack of recent books or good libraries
for research, lack of Funds private or public for philosophic studies such as symposia,
conferences, professorial chairs.  Towa [1991 p.187] also reinforces this point that "the
present situation of African philosophy is characterized by the limited number of people
engaged in it, the absence of great works, and a lack of appropriate organs of expression."

Secondly, most practitioners of philosophy have resorted to all sorts of distractions
in order to fill the gap existing for them, in the material realm. To meet their needs
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these practitioners engage in professionally questionable actions, such as, acting and
collaborating directly or by proxy with dictators to unleash pain and suffering on the
citizens; the abuse commercialization of the discipline though arbitrary composition
and dissemination of academic materials. These factors ensure that the quality of the
teachers, research and students that are produced are below expected standards. Kimmerle
citing Okolo states that "in the present situation in what way or ways can philosophers
be useful to the Nigerian society and its politics? Philosophers have to cope with the
task of tracing out an 'ethics', the real problem of the Nigerian politics is a moral one"
[Kimmerle 1988 pp.108-109]. Before we imagine that moral problems are the exclusive
preserve of underdeveloped societies Wiredu [2000:183] says "a technologically advanced
country can be severely underdeveloped morally." Wiredu [1992 p193] has argued
forcefully that "morality in the strictest sense is universal to human culture. Indeed, it is
essential to all human culture. Any society without a modicum of morality must collapse."

Thirdly, the issue of social conventions has contributed to the vitiation of the potentials
of the African philosophical discipline. The enterprise has been vitiated by largely
unfavourable social practices, rules, norms and conditions of operation. These factors
have constituted the conventions or institutionalized ways of practice that hinder the
capacity for growth in the field and in the social environment at large. The underdeveloped
nature of the society makes it impossible for scholars to practice their vocation outside
the confines of the structures set up by the state, university or other institutional
forms. Naturally the ethical, professional and infra-structural inefficiency, anomie and
decay of the universities are but a reflection of the wider debasement and moral weakness
of the entire society. This creates a condition where initiative is stifled, and monotony
and conformity is promoted. The lack of necessary facilities for serious productive research
has taken its toll on the philosophical discipline. Things have been worsened by the
unfortunate and malignant belief that people can always 'manage' or operate within
largely minimal, uninspiring and unproductive circumstances.  Of course, such calls
for intellectuals to manage whatever meager resources are available to them, stands in
painful contracts to the objectionable pervasive corruption, profligacy and debauchery
prevalent among those in position of public power and trust.  These people simply
mismanage the limited resources of the society out of ignorance, greed and selfishness.
The culture of 'managing' inadequate resources can only bring about the vitiation of
productivity, initiative promise. Thus, the social arena existing in parts of Africa proved
inimical to systematic and sustained thinking needed in philosophy, such as was necessary
for  the emancipation of the society. In a profound way,  erstwhile historical and cultural
challenges of the colonial experience and the mismanagement of the African societies
by Africans themselves,  have contributed to the undermining of the discipline. This is a
key explanation of the why the brain-drain problem continues.

The dilemma facing the African philosopher can be analyzed from other perspectives.
Fourthly, there is the problem of the practical challenges of development. On the other
hand, there is the issue of social conventions that define or establish patterns of
philosophical practice.  In the case of the former, Okolo (1992) argues that the
philosophical enterprise is constrained by the post-independence African's primary
concerned with practical problems of development. Given this emphasis on material
development,  philosophy as a discipline,  was not taken to be something that held a
promise. Evidence of philosophical inputs in other human societies has since shown the
dubiousness of such an idea. There have been massive contributions from philosophers
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whose theories had global effects on the way things were done in the world during their
times: Dewey on education, Bentham on security, Hobbes on the state, Locke on
separation of powers in civil government, Marx on communism  among so many others.
There is a need to discover the thrust of the African philosophical project as it concerns
the future. Keita [1991 p.147] has optimistically maintained that the African philosophers
or theoreticians of philosophy in an African context are admirably placed to construct
a modern African philosophy that will focus on the development of a modern African
civilization.

Options for an african philosophical imput to african development

 The question then is what type of solutions or approaches exist in the quest for the
concrete definition of the future of African philosophy? The first type of solution that
can be offered is one that concerns infra-structural expansion. This involves the installation
and sustenance of vital machineries for the effective transmission and learning of African
philosophy in an African society. To this effect, Towa [1991 p.199] holds that large
centers of research may be established in the key regions of Africa. They should be
funded and endowed with a view to acquiring wide and current knowledge.  This will
imply providing libraries for advanced research. Universities should also be sufficiently
endowed with libraries to enable works of research at higher levels. While the
infrastructural approach is important and commendable, yet it cannot by itself direct
and sustain the level of social transformation needed in African. Neither can it chart
the direction of the African philosophical discipline.

This takes us into the realm of methodology and theoretical contents of the discipline.
Oguejiofor [2001 p.124] holds that "among the broad outline of how philosophy could
contribute to development is that it does so by being a training in rationality, a critique
of ideology and a training in morality." However, if we are to be able to drive our
definition of the task of African philosophy to its conclusion, we may have to partially
reject the position of Oguejiofor [2001 p.143] that the reason is that philosophy has
very little of concrete, tested, knowledge to offer. Its method is such that no opinion or
position is sacrosanct, and is immediately open to a cacophony of responses from others
with rival theories. There is nothing that philosophy in any direct term can do, any
more than other  disciplines,  or  in addition to them,  to aid development if development
is ultimately understood in economic understood in economic and scientific-technological
terms. There is little special knowledge that philosophy can impart in spite of the avowal
of its practitioners, be it knowledge of morality, of politics or of logic which will
immediately, and surely, make the subject of that knowledge to be an effective agent of
development."

We argue against this view by insisting that in so far as, every system of philosophy
is inseparable from a people's experiences, their world and their perception of it, the
type of philosophy which will interest Africans is rather that which is concrete, practical
and relevant to their culture, needs and dominant concerns [Okolo, 1992 p.199-200].
Also Oladipo (1998a)  has made this argument. Wamba-dia-Wamba [1991 p.233] has
correctly noted that any serious attempt to entrench the foundations of the philosophical
discipline in Africa,  "cannot conjure away the question of the theoretical requirements
of the victory of such a struggle".  This will translate into the greater appropriation of the
scope of politics and education as critical drivers of change.  Such a conception of
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philosophy, will not only teach and develop attitudes, but will also impart the core
doctrinal imperatives of the field to its scholars.  We cannot overlook the benefits derivable
from the numerous concrete views or arguments posited by the myriad of philosophers
down the ages.  It would be misleading to suggest that all philosophy does is to train one
in methodology. This is the point that Towa [1991 p.105] makes when he says that
"defining philosophy only in terms of epistemology would lead us to exclude from the
domain of philosophy works universally recognized as philosophical works of ethics-
ontology, political philosophy, aesthetics, etc.  In this case, it would be difficult to
speak of an African philosophy."

The above view is to be understood here as an endorsement of the core doctrinal
imperatives discovered within the African philosophical discipline itself.  To take the
argument further we can say that we have much to benefit from even the classical and
contemporary philosophers on a wide range of issues, in the course of building a unique,
but more importantly viable philosophical tradition.  For instance, there are benefits
for Africa in Plato's views on justice and knowledge, Aristotle on ethics and politics,
Augustine on God and history, Hobbes on the state and security, Locke on government
and property, Descartes on knowledge and metaphysics, etc.  Must we undermine or
neglect these views just because some individual thinks that it is only the training of a
critical mind that is useful to the philosopher? There can even be other more practical
dimensions of the quest for change, which for Towa [1991 p.198] implies the need to
diversify the educational formation of philosophers so that they can be oriented to
wider areas of social intervention or employment as opposed to teaching and research.
Such areas will include diplomacy,  journalism and politics. Before these areas of life
can yield certain desired outcomes a few conceptual milestones in the thoughts and
traditions of the Africans need to be philosophically clarified.

Conclusion

We examined the problem of the relevance of African philosophy to development in
Africa. We noted that the modern African philosopher was faced with all sorts of problems
arising from within and outside his discipline which made African philosophy intricately
linked with cultural emancipation and survival. We sought methods that confronted Africa's
existential challenges raised technical and moral concerns about academic philosophy as
a late comer in Africa. The problems that arose from an inherited foreign colonial legacy
and the very nature of philosophy as a seemingly abstract field that needed to show case its
utility revealed the self-inflicted problems and lapses in the theoretical and practical
trajectories of the discipline. We focused on endogenous perspectives to solving African
problems. Our paper analyzed three ways philosophy has contributed to African
development concerns: These were conceptual decolonization and human values, social
order and ethical behaviour and science and technology in Africa.

Ââåäåíèå

Â ñîâðåìåííîì ìèðå àêòóàëüíûì ÿâëÿåòñÿ àíàëèç ïðåäïîëîæåíèé î íàó÷íîì
îáîñíîâàíèè ýçîòåðèçìà, î âîçìîæíîñòè ñîîòíîøåíèÿ ýçîòåðè÷åñêèõ è íàó÷íûõ
âçãëÿäîâ â íîâîé ïàðàäèãìå íàó÷íîãî çíàíèÿ êàê åäèíîé ñèñòåìå
íåïðîòèâîðå÷èâûõ ïðåäñòàâëåíèé. Â ñâÿçè ñ ýòèì, ñëåäóåò âûÿâèòü îñîáåííîñòè
ñîîòíîøåíèÿ ýçîòåðèçìà è íàó÷íîãî çíàíèÿ, à òàêæå ôàêòîðû, âëèÿþùèå íà
óëó÷øåíèå îòíîøåíèÿ ê ýçîòåðèçìó.

Êàê èçâåñòíî, â äðåâíèõ çíàíèÿõ çàêëþ÷åíà ïîäëèííàÿ ìóäðîñòü î ïîÿâëåíèå
÷åëîâå÷åñòâà, î ïðè÷èíàõ ïðîÿâëåíèÿ çëà è äîáðà â åãî ïîâåäåíèè.  Â  äðåâíèõ
ìèôàõ îòðàçèëîñü èíòóèòèâíîå ïîíèìàíèå ÷åëîâåêîì òîãî ôàêòà, ÷òî ìèð
ïðåäñòàâëÿåò ñîáîé îïðåäåëåííóþ öåëîñòíîñòü è åäèíñòâî, ÷òî â íåì ñóùåñòâóåò
êàê ïîðÿäîê, òàê è áåçïîðÿäîê, ÷òî íåïðåðûâíîå  èçìåíåíèå è ïðåîáðàçîâàíèå
èìååò çàêîíîìåðíóþ öèêëè÷íîñòü, êîòîðàÿ õàðàêòåðèçóåò ïîñëåäîâàòåëüíîñòü
ñîáûòèé ïðîøëîãî è áóäóùåãî.

Äðåâíèå ýçîòåðè÷åñêèå çíàíèÿ ïðåäñòàâëÿëè ñîáîé èñõîäíóþ ïîçíàâàòåëüíóþ
ìîäåëü, â êîòîðîì ïðèçíàâàëîñü åäèíñòâî ìèðà. Èñõîäÿ èç óòâåðæäåíèÿ

Îäíèì èç ãëàâíûõ íàïðàâëåíèé ýçîòåðè÷åñêèõ ó÷åíèé ÿâëÿåòñÿ ãåðìåòèçì.
Ãåðìåòèçì îïèðàåòñÿ íà èäåþ åäèíñòâà âñåãî ìèðîçäàíèÿ, ìèð ïîíèìàåòñÿ êàê
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íåäåëèìîå öåëîå Âñåëåííîå. Îñíîâíûìè  èñòî÷íèêàìè ãåðìåòè÷åñêîé ôèëîñîôèè
ÿâëÿåòñÿ îòêðîâåíèÿ Áîãà Ãåðìåñà, èçëîæåííûå â ñîáðàíèÿõ òåîñîôñêî-
îêêóëüòíûõ òåêñòîâ II - III ââ. Äðåâíèé ãåðìåòèçì ñîñòîèò èç ñåìè  ïðèíöèïîâ
îðãàíèçàöèè Âñåëåííîé. Êàæäûé ïðèíöèï ãåðìåòèçìà íàïðàâëåí íà îáúÿñíåíèå
òàéí ïðèðîäû è ÷åëîâåêà. Òàê, íàïðèìåð, âòîðîé ïðèíöèï ïîäîáèÿ çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ
â òîì, ÷òî ÷åëîâåê êàê ìèêðîêîñì ïîäîáåí ìàêðîêîñìó (Âñåëåííîé), îí âûðàæåí
ôîðìóëîé "×òî íàâåðõó, òî è âíèçó".

èññëåäîâàíèÿ àâòîð ïîäðîáíî àíàëèçèðóåò  ýçîòåðèçì êàê  äðåâíÿÿ ôîðìà
íåíàó÷íîãî çíàíèÿ, ãäå ñîîòíîñèòñÿ  èíòóèöèÿ è òðàäèöèîíàëèçì.

Îáñóæäåíèå è ðåçóëüòàòû

Ýçòåðèçì óòâåðæäàåò, ÷òî "ìèð ýíåðãåòè÷åí, òî åñòü áûë ñîçäàí ñ îïðåäåëåííîé
ïðîãðàììîé, ïî îïðåäåëåííîìó ïëàíó è ñòðåìèòñÿ ê äîñòèæåíèþ îïðåäåëåííîé
öåëè. Â èñòîðèè ìèðà, à òàêæå  êàæäîãî èíäèâèäóàëüíîãî îðãàíèçìà â öåëîì
áûëà çàäàíà  ñòðóêòóðà, ñðîêè íàñòóïëåíèÿ òåõ èëè èíûõ ñîáûòèé è ïåðåêðåñòêè
âûáîðîâ. Ñîäåðæàíèå èñòîðèè, õàðàêòåð âûáîðîâ öåëè ïîëíîñòüþ çàâèñèò îò

Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, ýçîòåðèçì ýòî ïñèõîàðõèòåêòóðíàÿ íàóêà îá óïîðÿäî÷èâàíèè
áóäóùåãî ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ îðãàíèçìà â ïðîñòðàíñòâåííî-âðåìåíííîì èçìåðåíèè
ñ ó÷åòîì åãî èíäèâèäóàëüíûõ õàðàêòåðèñòèê. Ï. Ôëîðåíñêèé ñ÷èòàåò: "ýçîòåðèçì
ðàñïîëàãàåò ñâîåé ñîáñòâåííîé êîñìîëîãèåé, ìåòàôèçèêîé è ïñèõîëîãèåé,
âûñòðàèâàÿ ñâîþ ñîáñòâåííóþ àðõèòåêòîíèêó â ñîîòâåòñòâèè ñ ïîñëåäíèìè

êàê ñâåðõåñòâåñòâåííîå èäåéíîå îáðàçîâàíèå, êîòîðûé ïðåäñòà¸ò â ñîçíàíèè
÷åëîâåêà â âèäå íàó÷íî-îáîñíîâàííîãî çíàíèÿ" Òàê æå, êàê âñå ýòè íàóêè,
ýçîòåðèçì ôóíêöèîíèðóåò â âèäå èäåîëîãè÷åñêîãî èëè ëè÷íîñòíî -
ïñèõîëîãè÷åñêîãî ôåíîìåíà, òàê æå, êàê ãóìàíèòàðíûå íàóêè, ýçîòåðèçì òåðÿåò

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ñïîñîáíîñòü âûïîëíÿòü ñâîè ôóíêöèè, â ñëó÷àå  åå ðåäóöèðîâàíèÿ ê ñòàíäàðòíîìó

2006. c. 40]. Â ýçîòåðè÷åñêîé êàðòèíå ìèðà ìèêðîêîñì ïðèëàãàåòñÿ ê ÷åëîâåêó.
Ñîãëàñíî çàêîíó àíàëîãèé, ãåðìåòèçìà, ìîæíî óòâåðæäàòü î ñîîòâåòñòâèè ìèðó
âíåøíèõ ïðîòÿæåíèé - ìàêðîêîñìó. Òàêîé ïîäõîä ïîêàçûâàåò âçàèìîñâÿçü
ïðîöåññîâ, ïðîòåêàþùèõ íà ìèêðî - è ìàêðîóðîâíÿõ. Â ýòîì ñëó÷àå  ÷åëîâåê
ðàññìàòðèâàåòñÿ êàê ÷àñòèöà êîñìîñà [Èâàíîâà,Î.À. 2006. c. 40].

Ôèëîñîôû, ðàññìàòðèâàâøèå ìèð êàê öåëîå, â ñâîèõ èññëåäîâàíèÿõ
èñïîëüçîâàëè õîëèñòè÷åñêèé ïîäõîä, çàùèùàëè äóõîâíîå íà÷àëî â îòíîøåíèÿõ
è ïðèçíàâàëè çíà÷åíèå çàêîíîâ ðèòìà äåéñòâóþùèõ â ýâîëþöèè, óòâåðæäàëè î
íåïðåâðûâíîñòè öåëåíàïðàâëåííîãî èñòîðè÷åñêîãî è ýâîëþöèîííîãî ïðîöåññà.
Ñ ýòîé òî÷êè çðåíèÿ Í.À.Áåðäÿåâ, ðàññìàòðèâàë ÷åëîâåêà êàê ìèêðîêîñì è
óòâåðæäàë, ÷òî "÷åëîâåê - ìàëàÿ âñåëåííàÿ, ìèêðîêîñì - âîò îñíîâíàÿ èñòèíà

âçàèìîäåéñòâóåò ñ æèçíüþ âñåãî ìèðîçäàíèÿ. Êàê îòìå÷àåò Ê.Ý. Öèîëêîâñêèé
"Ñóäüáà ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ çàâèñèò îò ñóäåá Âñåëåííîé. Ïîýòîìó êàæäîå ðàçóìíîå
ñóùåñòâî äîëæíî áûòü îõâà÷åíî èñòîðèåé è Âñåëåííîé. Òàêàÿ øèðîêàÿ òî÷êà
çðåíèÿ ÿâëÿåòñÿ íåîáõîäèìîé. Óçêàÿ òî÷êà çðåíèÿ ìîæåò çàâåñòè â òóïèê"

 È äåéñòâèòåëüíî  ñóùíîñòü ÷åëîâåêà ñîñòîèò â âåðå, âî âçàèìîñâÿçè äâóõ
ìèðîâ. Áëàãîäàðÿ ýòîé âåðå, ÷åëîâåê âñåãäà íàõîäèëñÿ â ïîèñêå èñòèííîãî çíàíèÿ
î ìèðå è î ñåáå.  Ýíåðãèÿ Âñåëåííîé è åñòü ãëàâíûé èñòî÷íèê æèçíè íà Çåìëå.
Òàêèì îáðàçîì, ïðèðîäà ñòàíîâèòñÿ ìåñòîì ñîîòíîøåíèÿ ýíåðãèè ÷åëîâåêà ñ
ýíåðãèåé Âñåëåííîé.  Ïðèðîäíûå èçìåíåíèÿ âëèÿþò íà õîä èñòîðèè.  Èáî íå
òîëüêî ÷åëîâå÷åñêàÿ ïñèõèêà, íî è âàæíåéøèå ñîáûòèÿ â ÷åëîâå÷åñêèõ

äåìîíñòðèðîâàëè ñâîéñòâåííóþ íàóêå ÷åòêîñòü, ñèñòåìíîñòü è ñòðîãîñòü. Ñ äðóãîé
- â íàóêå ïðîèçîøåë îòòîê  îò îáùåïðèíÿòûõ  óñòîÿâøèõñÿ ñòàíäàðòîâ,  è äèíàìèêà
íàó÷íîãî çíàíèÿ ïðîÿâëàëàñü â äðîãîì íàïðàâëåíèè. Ïîçíàíèå è çíàíèå - ñòàëè

ïðîèçðàñòàþùèõ êàê â ñôåðå òðàäèöèîííîãî ïðîèçâîäñòâà íàó÷íîãî çíàíèÿ, òàê
è â åå ýçîòåðè÷åñêîì ñîïðîâîæäåíèè. Òàê, îñíîâíîé çàäà÷åé òåîðåòè÷åñêîé íàóêè
ÿâëÿåòñÿ ïðîíèêíîâåíèå â ñóùíîñòü âåùåé, ÷òî ñâîéñòâåííî ýçîòåðè÷åñêîìó
ïîçíàíèþ ìèðà [Ëåøêåâè÷,Ò.Ã. 2001. ñ. 190-195].

Ñîîòíîøåíèå íàóêè è ýçîòåðèçìà ïðîÿâëÿåòñÿ â ñîîòíîøåíèè ìàãèè è
åñòåñòâîçíàíèÿ. Åñòåñòâîçíàíèþ ïðèñóùå ìàãè÷åñêîå ïðîèñõîæäåíèe.
"Åñòåñòâåííûå íàóêè ñ èõ ïðèêëàäíîé ïðàêòèêîé, ïîäîáíî ìàãèè, æàæäóò âëàñòè
íàä ïðèðîäîé. Ñîâðåìåííàÿ íàóêà, ïîäîáíà ìàãèè, æàæäåò äîáûòü ôèëîñîôñêèé
êàìåíü è ïðèãîòîâèòü çîëîòî, äîáûòü æèçíåííûé ýëèêñèð è ïðîäëèòü èì æèçíü
è ìíîãîå äðóãîå. Êîðûñòíóþ æàæäó îâëàäåíèÿ ïðèðîäîé è äî áûòèÿ èç íåå òîãî,
÷òî äàñò ñèëó ÷åëîâåêó, ñîâðåìåííàÿ íàóêà ïîëó÷èëà â íàñëåäèå îò òåìíîé ìàãèè".
[Èâàíîâà,Î.À 2006. c. 42]. Ìàãèÿ ýòî ïðåäåñòåñòâîçíàíèå - êëþ÷ êî âñåì ïðèðîäíûì
òàéíàì.

Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, åäèíñòâî íàóêè è ýçîòåðèêè â òîì, ÷òî îíè  íàïðàâëåíû  íà
âûÿâëåíèå åùå íå ïîçíàííûõ ñâîéñòâ ïðåäìåòîâ è ÿâëåíèé ïðèðîäû. Îäíàêî  â
ýòîì ïðîöåññå íàóêà îïèðàåòñÿ  íà ðåçóëüòàòû  ýêñïåðèìåíòà,  à çîòåðèçì ê
îêêóëüòíîé ïðàêòèêå. È â íàóêå, è â ýçîòåðèçìå ïîñëåäîâàòåëüíîñòü ñîáûòèé
ïîâòîðÿåìà è ïîä÷èíåíà äåéñòâèþ íåèçìåííûõ çàêîíîâ, ïðîÿâëåíèå êîòîðûõ
ìîæíî òî÷íî âû÷èñëèòü è ïðåäâèäåòü.  Á. Ìàëèíîâñêèé óòâåðæäàåò, ÷òî
"ðàöèîíàëüíîå è ìàãè÷åñêîå çíàíèÿ îòíîñÿòñÿ ê ðàçíûì êóëüòóðíûì òðàäèöèÿì.
Â òåîðèè ïîçíàíèÿ öåíòðàëüíîå ìåñòî îòâîäèòñÿ ëîãèêå, â òåîðèè ìàãèè -
àññîöèàöèè èäåé ïîä âîçäåéñòâèåì æåëàíèé". [Ìàëèíîâñêèé,Á. 1994. ññ.84-128].

Èíòåðåñíàÿ òðàêòîâêà Ô.Êàïðû î ñîîòíîøåíèè íàóêè è ýçîòåðèçìà âûäâèíóòà
â "áóòñòðýïíîé òåîðèè ÷àñòèö", ãäå  îáúåäèíÿåòñÿ êâàíòîâàÿ ìåõàíèêà è òåîðèÿ
îòíîñèòåëüíîñòè. Îí ñ÷èòàåò: "Íàóêà è ìèñòèöèçì ÿâëÿþòñÿ äâóìÿ äîïîëíÿþùèìè
äðóã äðóãà ñòîðîíàìè ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî ïîçíàíèÿ: ðàöèîíàëüíîé è èíòóèòèâíîé.
Ñîâðåìåííûé ôèçèê - ïîñëåäîâàòåëü êðàéíå ðàöèîíàëèñòè÷åñêîãî íàïðàâëåíèÿ,
à ìèñòèê - êðàéíå èíòóèòèâíîãî. Ýòè äâà ïîäõîäà îòëè÷àþòñÿ äðóã îò äðóãà ñàìûì
ïðèíöèïèàëüíûì îáðàçîì, è íå òîëüêî ïî âîïðîñàì ñòîëêíîâåíèÿ ñìûñëà
ÿâëåíèé ìàòåðèàëüíîãî ìèðà. Ïðè ýòîì äëÿ íèõ õàðàêòåðíî, êàê ïðèíÿòî ãîâîðèòü
â ôèçèêå, äîïîëíèòåëüíîñòü. Îäèí ïîäõîä íå ìîæåò áûòü çàìåíåí äðóãèì, êàæäûé
èç íèõ èìååò óíèêàëüíóþ öåííîñòü, à èõ ñîåäèíåíèå ðîæäàåò íîâîå, áîëåå
àäåêâàòíîå ìèðîâîñïðèÿòèå" [Êàïðà,Ô.

Îäíàêî,  ñîâðåìåííàÿ ôèçèêà èíîãäà  èçáèðàåòñÿ áàçîé äëÿ îáúÿñíåíèÿ ïàðà
íîðìàëüíûõ ÿâëåíèé. Èáî, â ýíåðãîèíôîðìàöèîííîì  ïðîñòðàíñòâå èíôîðìàöèÿ
ìîæåò ìãíîâåííî è âèðòóàëüíî ïåðåäàâàòüñÿ èç îäíîé ÷àñòè Âñåëåííîé â äðóãóþ.
Çäåñü ôóíêöèîíèðóåò ïðèíöèï íåîïðåäåëåííîñòè, â êîòîðîì íà ñóáàòîìíîì
óðîâíå ðàçðóøàåòñÿ ïðè÷èííî-ñëåäñòâåííàÿ ñâÿçü è ñîçíàíèå ÷åëîâåêà
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âçàèìîäåéñòâóåò ñ ìàòåðèåé, è ýòî ñâèäåòåëüñòâóåò î ñîîòíîøåíèè íàóêè ñ ìàãèåé.
Êàê óòâåðæäàåò Í.Øåðìóõàìåäîâà, ñóòü ïàðàäîêñà ñîñòîèò â òîì, ÷òî êâàíòîâûå

÷àñòèöû, âñòóïèâøèå âî âçàèìîäåéñòâèå íà áîëüøîì ðàññòîÿíèè, ñîãëàñíî
êâàíòîâîé ìåõàíèêå, èçìåíÿþò ñâîéñòâà îäíîé ÷àñòèöû, è ýòè èçìåíåíèÿ âåäóò
ê èçìåíåíèÿì äðóãîé. [Øåðìóõàìåäîâà,Í. 2003. ñ. 330]. Âñòóïëåíèå âî âçàèìîäåéñòâèå
òðåòüåé ÷àñòèöû, ïðèâîäèò ê ïðîñòðàíñòâåííîìó èçìåíåíèþ è òàê äî
áåçêîíå÷íîñòè. È ýòî ìîæåò îçíà÷àòü ñóùåñòâîâàíèå "öåïíûõ" âçàèìîäåéñòâèé â
ìèêðî-ïðîñòðàíñòâå. Òàêèì îáðàçîì, ìîæíî äåëàòü âûâîä, ÷òî çäåñü ðàáîòàþò
ïðè÷èííûå öåïè èëè "öåïî÷êè êîððåëÿöèè".

Ñëåäóåò îòìåòèòü, ÷òî âåäóòñÿ èññëåäîâàíèÿ â îáëàñòè ïðèðîäû ñîçíàíèÿ ñ
ïðèìåíåíèåì ïðèíöèïèàëüíî íîâîãî ïîêîëåíèÿ âû÷èñëèòåëüíîé òåõíèêè -
êâàíòîâûõ êîìïüþòåðîâ. Êâàíòîâàÿ ïðèðîäà ñîçíàíèÿ ñòàíîâèòñÿ ïðåäìåòîì
íàó÷íûõ äèñêóññèé,  è êëþ÷åâûå ïîíÿòèÿ êàê êâàíòîâàÿ èíôîðìàòèêà è òåîðèÿ
äåêîãåðåíöèè (decoherence), ïðèâëåêàþòñÿ äëÿ îáúÿñíåíèÿ íåêîòîðûõ ìåõàíèçìîâ
ìûøëåíèÿ. Òàêèì îáðàçîì ýòè íàó÷íûå ðàçðàáîòêè íîñÿò ìåæäèñöèïëèíàðíûé
õàðàêòåð,  â êîòîðîì âåäóò èññëåäîâàíèÿ ñïåöèàëèñòû ðàçëè÷íûõ íàó÷íûõ
íàïðàâëåíèé. Âàæíîå çíà÷åíèå óäåëÿåòñÿ òðàíñ-ïåðñîíàëüíîé ïñèõîëîãèè è òðàíñ-
ïåðñîíàëüíîé àíòðîïîëîãèè, êîòîðàÿ àêòèâíî ïðèìåíÿåòñÿ â íåêëàññè÷åñêîé è
ïîñòíåêëàññè÷åñêîé ôèçèêè äëÿ èññëåäîâàíèÿ ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî ñîçíàíèÿ,
ìåõàíèçìîâ åãî ìèðîâîñïðèÿòèÿ è ïîçíàíèÿ.

Ñîãëàñíî ó÷åíèþ Ðîäæåð Ïåíðîóçà  "â ëþáîé èíòåðïðåòàöèè êâàíòîâîé
ìåõàíèêè â åå íûíåøíåì âèäå âñå ðàâíî îñòàþòñÿ íåðàçðåøèìûå çàãàäêè"
[Ïåíðîóç,Ð. 2005.ñ.173-175]. Îí ñ÷èòàåò, ÷òî â áóäóùåì, áëàãîäàðÿ êâàíòîâîé
òåîðèè, ïðîèçîéäóò ðàäèêàëüíûå èçìåíåíèÿ è áóäóò îòêðûòû ãëóáîêèå çàêîíû,
êîòîðûå îáúÿñíÿò äàæå âåëèêóþ òàéíó ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî ñîçíàíèÿ, ðàâíî êàê è
ïîâåäåíèå àòîìíûõ ÷àñòèö, êàæóùååñÿ ñåé÷àñ õàîòè÷íûì.

Äåéñòâèòåëüíî,  â ôèçèêå ñóùåñòâóþò äâå âîçìîæíîñòè âêëþ÷åíèÿ ñîçíàíèÿ
â ôèçè÷åñêóþ ðåàëüíîñòü: îäíà èç íèõ - ðåäóêöèÿ âîëíîâîé ôóíêöèè, âòîðàÿ  -
îòîæäåñòâëåíèå ñîçíàíèÿ ñ ïðåäåëüíûìè êîíñòðóêòîðàìè òåîðåòè÷åñêîé ôèçèêè.
Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, âòîðàÿ âûâîäèò ïðîáëåìó ñîçíàíèÿ íà êîñìîëîãè÷åñêèé óðîâåíü
ïðîáëåìû çàðîæäåíèÿ Âñåëåííîé. Ýòî ñîîòâåòñòâåííî, ïðèâîäèò ê àíòðîïíîìó
ïðèíöèïó, â êîòîðîì óòâåðæäàåòñÿ ñóùåñòâîâàíèå îãðàíè÷åíèé íà âîçìîæíûå
çíà÷åíèÿ ôóíäàìåíòàëüíûõ ôèçè÷åñêèõ êîíñòàíò è öåëîãî ðÿäà ïàðàìåòðîâ -
ôèçè÷åñêèõ è õèìè÷åñêèõ ïðîöåññîâ, êîòîðûå äåëàþò âîçìîæíûì ñóùåñòâîâàíèå
æèçíè è ðàçóìà. [Èâàíîâà, Î.À. 2006. c. 49]. Çíà÷èò, ìîæíî îòìåòèòü, ÷òî óíèêàëüíûå
âîçìîæíîñòè íàøåé Âñåëåííîé îòíîñèòåëüíû. Â öåíòðå âíèìàíèÿ  A.M.
Ìîñòåïàíåíêî áûëà âîçìîæíîñòü ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ âñåëåííûõ, â êîòîðûõ âîçíèêàþò
íå àíòðîïîìîðôíûå ôîðìû æèçíè è ðàçóìà. [Ìîñòåïàíåíêî, A.M. 1988. ñ.83-84]
Ýòó ìûñëü ïîääåðæèâàåò Â.Â. Êàçþòèíñêèé è óòâåðæäàåò "òîãäà ìèðîâîççðåí÷åñêèå
îöåíêè àíòðîïíîãî ïðèíöèïà íåèçáåæíî èçìåíèëèñü áû". [Êàçþòèíñêèé, Â.Â.

Íåîáõîäèìî îòìåòèòü, ÷òî îòëè÷èòåëüíîé îñîáåííîñòüþ ñîâðåìåííîãî
ýçîòåðèçìà ÿâëÿåòñÿ âçàèìîäîïîëíåíèå ýíåðãîèíôîðìàöèîííîãî ïîëÿ è
ýíåðãîèíôîðìàöèîííîãî îáìåíà âî Âñåëåííîé. Åñëè, â ýíåðãîèíôîðìàöèîííîì
ïîëå îòðàæàåòñÿ èñòîðèÿ ðàçâèòèÿ ïëàíåòû è èíôîðìàöèÿ íàêîïëåííàÿ
÷åëîâå÷åñòâîì. Áëàãîäàðÿ ýòîãî, ïîëÿ ýçîòåðèêè îáúÿñíÿþò ÿâëåíèÿ ñïèðèòèçìà,
ÿñíîâèäåíèÿ, ïðîðî÷åñòâ, ýêñòðàñåíñîðèêè. Êîíöåïöèÿ èíôîðìàöèîííîãî
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ñóïåðïîëÿ, â êîòîðîì ñâÿçûâàåòñÿ âñå ñóùåå âî Âñåëåííîé è íà Çåìëå,
îñíîâûâàåòñÿ áèîýíåðãîèíôîðìàòèêà - "íîâîå íàó÷íîå íàïðàâëåíèå, êîòîðîå

Èäåÿ îá ýíåðãîèíôîðìàöèîííîì îáìåíå âî Âñåëåííîé è î òîì, ÷òî "÷åëîâåê
ÿâëÿåòñÿ ìèêðîêîñìîñîì", íàïîëíÿåòñÿ íîâûì ñìûñëîì, åñëè ðàññìàòðèâàòü
"÷åëîâåêà êàê ãîëîãðàììó Âñåëåííîé".

Îäíèì èç  ôàêòîðîâ ñîîòíîøåíèÿ ýçîòåðèçìà è åñòåñòâåííîíàó÷íîé êàðòèíû
ìèðà, ïî íàøåìó ìíåíèþ, ÿâëÿåòñÿ óòâåðæäåíèå ïðèíöèïà ãëîáàëüíîãî
êîñìè÷åñêîãî ýâîëþöèîíèçìà, êîòîðûé âûñòóïàåò â êà÷åñòâå âàæíåéøåãî
îñíîâàíèÿ ñîâðåìåííîé íàó÷íîé êàðòèíû ìèðà. Åùå Â.È. Âåðíàäñêèé äîêàçàë,
÷òî ÷åëîâå÷åñòâî ñòàíîâèòñÿ ãåîëîãè÷åñêîé ñèëîé, ñïîñîáíîé èçìåíÿòü ñóäüáó
âñåãî æèâîãî íà Çåìëå. È êàæäûé îòäåëüíûé ÷åëîâåê íåñåò îòâåòñòâåííîñòü çà
áóäóùåå ÷åëîâå÷åñòâà, êàê è âñå ÷åëîâå÷åñòâî - çà ñóäüáó êàæäîãî ÷åëîâåêà, ò.å.
ñóäüáà ÷åëîâåêà íàõîäèòñÿ â òåñíîé âçàèìîñâÿçè è âçàèìîîòâåòñòâåííîñòè ñ
ñóäüáîé áèîñôåðû [Âåðíàäñêèé, Â.È. 1989. ñ. 170-171]. Òîëüêî òàêîå åäèíñòâî áóäåò
îçíà÷àòü ïðåâðàùåíèå áèîñôåðû â åäèíûé îðãàíèçì. Öåëü ðàçâèòèÿ òàêîé ñèñòåìû,
îñóùåñòâëÿþùåé, ïî ñëîâàì Í.Í. Ìîèñååâà, êîýâîëþöèþ Ïðèðîäû è Îáùåñòâà,
- ýòî íîâûé ãîìåîñòàç, êîòîðûé îáåñïå÷èâàåò "sustainability" - "óñòîé÷èâîå
íåðàâíîâåñèå, ò.å. ñîãëàñèå ñ çàêîíàìè áèîñôåðû, ïðèåìëåìîå äëÿ ðàçâèòèÿ
îáùåñòâà". Í.Í. Ìîèñååâ ïèøåò: "Â îòëè÷èå îò âñåãî îñòàëüíîãî æèâîãî ìèðà,
÷åëîâåê íàäåëåí ðàçóìîì. Áëàãîäàðÿ ýòîìó ôåíîìåíó, ýòîé óäèâèòåëüíîé
îñîáåííîñòè, ðîæäåííîé ìèëëèîíîëåòèÿìè ýâîëþöèîííîãî ïðîöåññà, îí
ñïîñîáåí îöåíèâàòü íàñòîÿùåå ñîñòîÿíèå Ïðèðîäû è îáùåñòâà è ïîñòåïåííî
ïîçíàâàòü ëîãèêó Ïðèðîäû, ò.å. ñèñòåìó ñâÿçàííûõ ìåæäó ñîáîé çàêîíîâ åå
ðàçâèòèÿ, òàêæå îí ñïîñîáåí ñîãëàñîâûâàòü ñ íèìè ñâîè äåéñòâèÿ, ñâîþ
äåÿòåëüíîñòü è òåì ñàìûì âëèÿòü íà ñâîå áóäóùåå, è îáåñïå÷èâàòü ñâîå
áëàãîïîëó÷èå. Çàäà÷à Êîëëåêòèâíîãî Ðàçóìà, íàó÷èòüñÿ âïèñûâàòü ëîãèêó Èñòîðèè
â Ëîãèêó ðàçâèòèÿ Ïðèðîäû, íàéòè òó ãàðìîíèþ îáåèõ Ëîãèê, êîòîðàÿ òîëüêî è
ñïîñîáíà îáåñïå÷èòü ðàçâèòèå ÷åëîâåêà" [Ìîèñååâ, Í.Í. 2000. ñ. 94-95]. Ñîâðåìåííûå
ó÷¸íûå-ýâîëþöèîíèñòû ñòàâÿò âîïðîñ î òîì, ÷òî íîâàÿ íàó÷íàÿ êàðòèíà ìèðà
íå ìîæåò ñòðîèòüñÿ òîëüêî êàê ôèçè÷åñêàÿ êàðòèíà ìèðà (Â.Â. Êàçþòèíñêèé,
Ð.Ñ. Êàðïèíñêàÿ è äð.). Ãåíåçèñ ñîâðåìåííîé íàó÷íîé êàðòèíû ìèðà íåâîçìîæåí
áåç ó÷¸òà äîñòèæåíèé äðóãèõ íàó÷íûõ äèñöèïëèí, à èñòèííîå ïîíèìàíèå
äåéñòâèòåëüíîñòè íåìûñëèìî áåç øèðîêîãî òåîðåòè÷åñêîãî è ìèðîâîççðåí÷åñêîãî
ïðèìåíåíèÿ èäåè ðàçâèòèÿ. Â ñâÿçè ñ ýòèì íà ïåðâûé ïëàí âûñòóïàåò ïðèíöèï
ãëîáàëüíîãî ýâîëþöèîíèçìà. Óíèâåðñàëüíûé ýâîëþöèîíèçì â ýçîòåðè÷åñêèõ
ó÷åíèÿõ îñíîâàí íà ôèëîñîôñêîì ïðèíöèïå ðàçâèòèÿ êàê âñåîáùåé
çàêîíîìåðíîñòè áûòèÿ.

Òàêèì îáðàçîì, â ñîâðåìåííîé íàó÷íîé êàðòèíå ìèðà  ïðîèñõîäèò  ñîîòíîøåíèå
âèðòóàëüíîãî è ïîòåíöèàëüíîãî âîïëîùåíèÿ ñóùíîñòíîé âçàèìîñâÿçè ìåæäó
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íåèñ÷åðïàåìîñòüþ ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî è ïðèðîäíîãî. Ïî íàøåìó ìíåíèþ, ñëîæèâøàÿñÿ
ñèòóàöèÿ â ñèñòåìå íàó÷íîãî çíàíèÿ ïîâûøàåò ñòàòóñ ýçîòåðèçìà â
ñîöèîêóëüòóðíîé æèçíè, èáî, ñîâðåìåííûé ýçîòåðèçì ñòðîèòñÿ íà èäåÿõ
âñåîáùåãî ýíåðãîèíôîðìàöèîííîãî îáìåíà, ãëîáàëüíîãî ýâîëþöèîíèçìà. Â
ñîâðåìåííîé ñîöèîêóëüòóðíîé æèçíè ïðîèñõîäèò äèàëîã ìåæäó ýçîòåðè÷åñêèìè
ôîðìàìè ïîñòèæåíèÿ äåéñòâèòåëüíîñòè è ðàöèîíàëüíûì îñìûñëåíèåì ìèðà
íàóêîé è ôèëîñîôèåé.

Ñ îäíîé ñòîðîíû, ýòî âåäåò ê ðàçâèòèþ ôèëîñîôñêîãî çíàíèÿ, ãäå ÿðêî
âûðàæåíî ñîîòíîøåíèå ðàöèîíàëüíîãî ñ ýìîöèîíàëüíûì, ëîãè÷åñêîå ñ
èíòóèòèâíûì, íàó÷íîãî ñ ýñòåòè÷åñêèì. Ñ äðóãîé ñòîðîíû, ñîâðåìåííàÿ ýçîòåðèêà
óäåëÿåò îñîáîå âíèìàíèå ê åñòåñòâîçíàíèþ è ïîòîìó ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿ ãóìàíèòàðíûõ
íàóê î ÷åëîâåêå è åãî èñòîðèè, ðåëèãèè, èñêóññòâå - âåñü ñëîæíûé êîìïëåêñ

íåïðàâîìåðíî óïðîùàåòñÿ è ðàññìàòðèâàåòñÿ èñêëþ÷èòåëüíî êàê ýíåðãåòè÷åñêèé
ôåíîìåí. Â ðåçóëüòàòå, ðàçâèòèå îáùåñòâåííîé ìûñëè ÿâíî äâèæåòñÿ â
íàïðàâëåíèè ýëèìèíèðîâàíèÿ äóõîâíûõ ÿâëåíèé è çàìåíå èõ ñóãóáî
ìàòåðèàëüíûìè. Íàó÷íàÿ êàðòèíà ìèðà çàìåíÿåòñÿ áèîïîëåâîé - ïñåâäî
ôèçè÷åñêîé - êàðòèíîé. Ïîïóëÿðèçàöèÿ òàêîãî ðîäà "ìàòåðèàëèñòè÷åñêîé"
êàðòèíû ìèðà îçíà÷àåò ïðîïàãàíäó íåïðîôåññèîíàëüíûõ, ïñåâäîíàó÷íûõ
ïðåäñòàâëåíèé.

Èìåííî îíè, à íå ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿ íàóêè, âíåäðÿþòñÿ â ìàññîâîå ñîçíàíèå è
ïîëó÷àþò ñòàòóñ "íàó÷íîñòè" â ãëàçàõ ðÿäîâîãî ÷ëåíà îáùåñòâà, íå îáðåìåíåííîãî
íàó÷íûì îáðàçîâàíèåì. Ýòîò ïðîöåññ ïîääåðæèâàåòñÿ ñðåäñòâàìè ìàññîâîé
èíôîðìàöèè, ïðîïîâåäóþùèìè àñòðîëîãèþ, àëõèìèþ è ýçîòåðè÷åñêèå ó÷åíèÿ".
Ìèð â îñíîâå ñâîåé íå ëîêàëåí è íå ìîæåò áûòü îïèñàí òåîðèÿìè, îñíîâàííûìè
íà äåòåðìèíèçìå. Â ñâÿçè ñ ýòèì âîçíèêàåò íåîáõîäèìîñòü ðàññìàòðèâàòü
äîïîëíèòåëüíîñòü ðàöèîíàëüíîãî è èððàöèîíàëüíîãî ïîçíàíèÿ è ïðèçíàòü, ÷òî
îñíîâîé íàáëþäàåìîãî ðàöèîíàëüíîãî ìèðà ÿâëÿåòñÿ èððàöèîíàëüíîñòü (íå
ëîêàëüíîñòü, öåëîñòíîñòü, êâàíòîâîñòü è ò.ä.).

Çàêëþ÷åíèå

Èòàê, îñîáåííîñòü ýçîòåðèçìà â åñòåñòâåííîíàó÷íîé êóëüòóðå ïðîÿâëÿåòñÿ â
ñëåäóþùåì: âî-ïåðâûõ, íà÷àëàñü òåíäåíöèÿ ïîçèòèâíîãî îòíîøåíèÿ ê ýçîòåðèçìó,
íàóêà ñòàëà ïðèíèìàòü âî âíèìàíèå äóõîâíóþ ìûñëü Âîñòîêà, â êîòîðîì
ïðåîáëàäàåò êàê íðàâñòâåííàÿ íàïðàâëåííîñòü, òàê è ìåòàðàöèîíàëüíûå ìåòîäû
ïîñòèæåíèÿ äåéñòâèòåëüíîñòè. Â ñâÿçè ñ ðàçâèòèåì åñòåñòâåííûõ íàóê äîñòèæåíèÿ
ìíîãî÷èñëåííûõ øêîë âîñòî÷íîé ôèëîñîôèè, à òàêæå èäåàëèñòè÷åñêèå ó÷åíèÿ
çàïàäíûõ ìûñëèòåëåé, ïðèîáðåòàþò îñîáóþ àêòóàëüíîñòü. Â öåëîì, ìîæíî
óòâåðæäàòü î ðàçâèâàþùåéñÿ òåíäåíöèè ýòèêî-íàó÷íî - ôèëîñîôñêîãî ñèíòåçà.

Óíèêàëüíûé  ðîñò íàó÷íîãî çíàíèÿ è èçìåíåíèå ñàìîñîçíàíèÿ ñîâðåìåííîãî
îáùåñòâà ñîçäàëà óñëîâèÿ äëÿ ðàñöâåòà ýçîòåðèçìà. Ìèð ïåðåæèâàåò ñìåíó ýïîõ,
ãäå âñå ñòðàíû èäóò íå òîëüêî ïî ïóòè óñòîé÷èâîãî ýêîíîìè÷åñêîãî ðàçâèòèÿ,
íî è ïóòåì ñìåíû èäåîëîãèé, íîðì, ïàðàäèãì è èäåàëîâ. Â ýòèõ óñëîâèÿõ ëþäÿì
íóæíà èäåéíàÿ îïîðà, ÷òîáû ñîõðàíèòü ñåáÿ îò ÷óâñòâà îò÷óæäåííîñòè,
íåóñòîé÷èâîãî áûòèÿ. Ìàññîâàÿ êóëüòóðà ñïîñîáñòâóåò ðàñïðîñòðàíåíèþ
ýçîòåðè÷åñêèõ çíàíèé, îíà íàïðàâëåíà  íà ñóáúåêòà ïîòðåáèòåëÿ,
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íåïîäãîòîâëåííîãî ê èçìåíåíèÿì ñèñòåìû,  îíà ñòàíîâèòñÿ ñïîñîáîì
èäåîëîãè÷åñêîãî âîçäåéñòâèÿ íà ÷åëîâåêà ÷åðåç ÑÌÈ.

Âî-âòîðûõ, â óñëîâèÿõ ìàññîâîé êóëüòóðû, âîçíèêàþò ïðåäïîñûëêè äëÿ ïñåâäî-
íàóêè è óñèëèâàåòñÿ êðèòèêà èõ òðàäèöèîííûõ êðèòåðèåâ íàó÷íîñòè. Îíà
ôîðìèðóåòñÿ íà îñíîâå èíûõ ìåòîäîëîãè÷åñêèõ  óñòàíîâêàõ, ÷òî ñîçäàåò âèäèìîñòü
íàó÷íîñòè. Â îòëè÷èå îò íàóêè, ýçîòåðèçì  íå ó÷èòûâàåò èñòîðè÷åñêîãî ðàçâèòèÿ
çíàíèÿ è ïðåòåíäóåò íà àáñîëþòíóþ èñòèíó; èíäèâèäóàëüíûé ýçîòåðè÷åñêèé
îïûò èíîãäà âûñòóïàåò îñíîâàíèåì ïñåâäîíàó÷íîãî ðàññóæäåíèÿ.
Íåïîäãîòîâëåííîìó ÷åëîâåêó âíåøíåå ñõîäñòâî  ïñåâäî ó÷åíèé ñ íàó÷íûìè
âîñïðèíèìàåòñÿ ïðèâëåêàòåëüíûì è êàê çíà÷èìîå.

Ïîíèìàíèå ÷åëîâåêà, ïðåäñòàâëåíèå î íåì è åãî ìåñòå â îáùåñòâå è ìèðå â
öåëîì íåâîçìîæíî áåç ïðîñëåæèâàíèÿ èñòîðèè ôîðìèðîâàíèÿ ðîäîâîãî ïîíÿòèÿ
÷åëîâåêà, áåç îñîçíàíèÿ îñíîâíûõ èñòîðè÷åñêèõ ýòàïîâ ôîðìèðîâàíèÿ
÷åëîâå÷åñêîé èíäèâèäóàëüíîñòè. Â ýòîé ñâÿçè îáðàòèìñÿ ê èññëåäîâàíèþ îäíîé
èç ñàìûõ ðàííèõ ôîðì ðàçâèòèÿ ÷åëîâå÷åñêîãî îáùåñòâà - äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîé
îáùåñòâåííîé ñèñòåìå.

Â àçèàòñêîé èëè äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîé îáùèíå ñâÿçü ìåæäó èíäèâèäàìè èìååò
õàðàêòåð íåïîñðåäñòâåííî îáùåñòâåííîé ñâÿçè, à îòíîøåíèÿ ìåæäó íèìè
ñòðîÿòñÿ êàê ïðÿìûå ëè÷íîñòíûå ñâÿçè, îòíîøåíèÿ ëè÷íîé âçàèìîçàâèñèìîñòè.
Äðåâíåâîñòî÷íàÿ îáùèíà - ýòî çåìëåäåëü÷åñêîå îáùåñòâî, çäåñü çåìëåäåëü÷åñêèé
òðóä ïðèâîäèò ê ïîÿâëåíèþ ïðèáàâî÷íîãî ïðîäóêòà, ê íàêîïëåíèþ îáùåñòâåííîãî
áîãàòñòâà, ÷òî ñîçäàåò âîçìîæíîñòü äèôôåðåíöèàöèè îáùåñòâåííîãî òðóäà íà
ïðîèçâîäèòåëüíûé è íåïðîèçâîäèòåëüíûé.

Äâóìÿ îñíîâíûìè ñôåðàìè äåÿòåëüíîñòè â äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîì îáùåñòâå ÿâëÿåòñÿ
ïðîèçâîäñòâåííî-ýêîíîìè÷åñêàÿ è âîåííî-ïîëèòè÷åñêàÿ. Â àçèàòñêîé îáùèíå ýòè
äâà òèïà äåÿòåëüíîñòè ðàçäåëåíû ìåæäó äâóìÿ ðàçëè÷íûìè ãðóïïàìè èíäèâèäîâ:
ïðîèçâîäñòâåííî-ýêîíîìè÷åñêóþ äåÿòåëüíîñòü âûïîëíÿþò êðåñòüÿíå-îáùèííèêè,
à âîåííî-ïîëèòè÷åñêèé âèä äåÿòåëüíîñòè ïðèõîäèòñÿ íà âîåííî-óïðàâëåí÷åñêèé
àïïàðàò. Äàííûé òèï ñîâìåùåíèÿ õîçÿéñòâåííî-ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé è âîåííî-
ïîëèòè÷åñêîé äåÿòåëüíîñòè ïðåäïîëàãàåò ðàçðûâ ìåæäó íåîáõîäèìûì è ïðèáàâî÷íûì
òðóäîì êðåñòüÿí-îáùèííèêîâ. Ôóíêöèîíèðîâàíèå ñèñòåìû ìàòåðèàëüíîãî
ïðîèçâîäñòâà îáåñïå÷èâàåò çäåñü ñóùåñòâîâàíèå êàê ñàìèõ êðåñòüÿí-îáùèííèêîâ,
òàê è âîåííî-ïîëèòè÷åñêîãî ñîñëîâèÿ, çàíÿòîãî íåïðîèçâîäèòåëüíîé äåÿòåëüíîñòüþ.

Àçèàòñêàÿ îáùèíà - ýòî îáúåäèíåíèå ÷àñòíûõ, èíäèâèäóàëüíûõ
ïðîèçâîäèòåëåé-çåìëåäåëüöåâ, ÿâëÿþùèõñÿ ñîó÷àñòíèêàìè â îáùåé îáùèííîé
ñîáñòâåííîñòè íà çåìëþ. Äàííàÿ îñîáåííîñòü âûçâàíà îáùèì ñîâìåñòíûì òðóäîì
â çåìëåäåëü÷åñêîì õîçÿéñòâå îáùåñòâà âîñòî÷íîãî òèïà. Àïïàðàò âëàñòè â
àçèàòñêîì îáùåñòâå - ýòî íàðîñò íà òåëå îáùèííî-çåìëåäåëü÷åñêîãî áûòèÿ.
Èíäèâèäû-çåìëåäåëüöû, íå ó÷àñòâóþùèå â âîåííî-ïîëèòè÷åñêîé äåÿòåëüíîñòè,
âûñòóïàþò êàê íåñâîáîäíûå, êàê ýêñïëóàòèðóåìûå. Àçèàòñêàÿ îáùèíà - ýòî
îáùåñòâî "ïîãîëîâíîãî ðàáñòâà", îáùèíà âûñòóïàåò â êà÷åñòâå ñóáñòàíöèè,
èíäèâèäû æå, êàê åå àêöèäåíöèè èëè ñîñòàâíûå ÷àñòè.

Òàêèì îáðàçîì, àçèàòñêèé ñïîñîá ïðîèçâîäñòâà äåìîíñòðèðóåò òèï òîòàëüíî-
çàâèñèìîé ëè÷íîñòè. Çäåñü èíäèâèä â íàèáîëüøåé ñòåïåíè ñâÿçàí ñ êîëëåêòèâîì,
áëàãîäàðÿ êîòîðîìó îí ÿâëÿåòñÿ ñîáñòâåííèêîì, ó÷àñòâóåò â îáùåñòâåííîé
ñîáñòâåííîñòè. Èíäèâèä-ïðîèçâîäèòåëü â äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîé îáùèíå - ëèøü ÷àñòèöà
äåéñòâèòåëüíîãî ñóáúåêòà, êàêîâûì âûñòóïàåò îáùèíà â öåëîì.

Ïîäîáíîå ïîëîæåíèå "òîòàëüíîé çàâèñèìîñòè" ëè÷íîñòè â àçèàòñêîì îáùåñòâå
íå ìîãëî íå îòðàçèòüñÿ íà ìèðîîùóùåíèÿõ ÷åëîâåêà, åãî ïîíèìàíèè ñâîåãî
ìåñòà â ìèðå, ÷òî íàèáîëåå íàãëÿäíî ïðîÿâèëîñü â äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîé ëèòåðàòóðå,
ÿâëÿþùåéñÿ ñïîñîáîì ñàìîîñîçíàíèÿ ÷åëîâåêîì ñåáÿ, îáùåñòâà, ìèðà â öåëîì.

Â Äðåâíåì Âîñòîêå, îòìå÷àåò È.Ñ. Êîí, "èíäèâèäóàëüíîå "ÿ" íå èìååò íà ðàííèõ
ñòàäèÿõ ñîöèàëüíîãî ðàçâèòèÿ ñàìîäîâëåþùåãî çíà÷åíèÿ è öåííîñòè ïîòîìó,
÷òî èíäèâèä èíòåãðèðîâàí â îáùèíå íå êàê åå àâòîíîìíûé ÷ëåí, à êàê ÷àñòèöà
îðãàíè÷åñêîãî öåëîãî, íåìûñëèìàÿ îòäåëüíî îò íåãî" [Êîí,È.Ñ.1978, ñ. 125]. Òàê,
â äðåâíååãèïåòñêîì "Ñïîðå ðàçî÷àðîâàííîãî ñî ñâîåé äóøîé" îõâàòèâøåå ãåðîÿ
îò÷àÿíèå è áåçûñõîäíîå ñîñòîÿíèå ïîðîæäåíî ðàçðûâîì óç, ñâÿçûâàþùèõ åãî ñ
áðàòüÿìè, êîòîðûå "áåñ÷åñòíû", äðóçüÿìè, êîòîðûå "îõëàäåëè":

"çàñëóãè", èáî Áîã îáåùàåò ïîùàäèòü ãîðîä, âñåõ åãî æèòåëåé, åñëè ñðåäè íèõ
íàéäåòñÿ ïÿòüäåñÿò, ñîðîê, òðèäöàòü, äàæå òîëüêî äåñÿòü ïðàâåäíèêîâ [Êí.
Áûòèå, ãë. 18,20].

Â Áèáëèè ÷åëîâåê æàæäåò ïðåäàííîñòè äðóãîãî ÷åëîâåêà è ìèëîñòè Áîãà. ×åëîâåê
â Áèáëèè íèêîãäà íå îñòàåòñÿ ïî-íàñòîÿùåìó îäèí, èáî äàæå òîãäà, êîãäà ðÿäîì
ñ íèì íåò ëþäåé, åãî "óòåøàþùèé èëè ãðîçÿùèé Áîã âñåãäà ðÿäîì è åãî
ïðèñóòñòâèå äàíî êàê íå÷òî äî êðàéíîñòè íàñóùíîå, êîíêðåòíîå, îùóòèìîå,
òàê ÷òî äëÿ õîëîäíîé èíòåëëåêòóàëüíîé îòñòðàíåííîñòè îò âñåãî ñóùåãî ïðîñòî
íå îñòàåòñÿ ìåñòà" [Àâåðèíöåâ,Ñ.Ñ. 1996, ññ. 19-20].

Èç ýòîãî âûòåêàåò ñóùíîñòíàÿ "àíîíèìíîñòü" ëèòåðàòóðû âåòõîçàâåòíîãî òèïà,
ïðèñóòñòâóþùàÿ äàæå òîãäà, êîãäà óêàçàíî èìÿ åãî ñîçäàòåëÿ. Ñàìî ñîáîé
ðàçóìååòñÿ, ÷òî ýòà "àíîíèìíîñòü" íè â êîåì ñëó÷àå íå îçíà÷àåò áåçëè÷íîñòè. "Â
äðåâíååâðåéñêîé ëèòåðàòóðå ìíîãî ñâîåîáû÷íåéøèõ "ëè÷íîñòåé", íî íåò íè îäíîé
"èíäèâèäóàëüíîñòè". "Ëè÷íîñòüþ" ÷åëîâåê áûâàåò - èëè íå áûâàåò - íåçàâèñèìî
îò òîãî, ÷òî îí î ñåáå äóìàåò, â êà÷åñòâå "èíäèâèäóàëüíîñòè" îí ñàìîîïðåäåëÿåòñÿ
- èëè íå ñàìîîïðåäåëÿåòñÿ - â ñâîåì ñîçíàíèè. Èñïîâåäóåòñÿ "ëè÷íîñòü",
ñàìîîïðåäåëÿåòñÿ "èíäèâèäóàëüíîñòü"; à ñàìîîïðåäåëèòüñÿ - ýòî çíà÷èò ïðîâåñòè
ìûñëåííûé ïðåäåë ìåæäó ñîáîé è íå-ñîáîé, îñîçíàòü ñåáÿ êàê íåäåëèìûé è îò
âñåãî îòäåëåííûé, ðàâíûé ñåáå ñàìîìó "àòîì". Ïîýòîìó "ëè÷íîñòü" ìîæåò áûòü è
êîëëåêòèâíîé, ìåæäó òåì êàê "êîëëåêòèâíàÿ èíäèâèäóàëüíîñòü" - ïðîñòî íîíñåíñ"
[Àâåðèíöåâ,Ñ.Ñ. 1996, ñ. 21]. Âî âñåì Âåòõîì Çàâåòå íåìíîãî òàêèõ ëè÷íîñòíûõ
êíèã, êàê ïðîðî÷åñòâî Èñàéè, îäíàêî îáùåèçâåñòíî, ÷òî â åå ñîçäàíèè
ó÷àñòâîâàëè ðàçëè÷íûå ëèöà, ðàçäåëåííûå îãðîìíûìè ïðîìåæóòêàìè âðåìåíè,
íî âñåõ èõ îáúåäèíÿë àâòîðèòåò ïåðâîãî çà÷èíàòåëÿ, â äóõå è çàäàííîì ðèòìå
êîòîðîãî îíè òâîðèëè.

Òàêèì îáðàçîì, ïîíÿòèå èíäèâèäóàëüíîãî "àâòîðñòâà", êàê òî÷íî çàìå÷àåò
Ñ.Ñ. Àâåðèíöåâ, áëèæíåâîñòî÷íûì ëèòåðàòóðàì íåèçâåñòíî, åãî çàìåùàåò ïîíÿòèå
ëè÷íîãî "àâòîðèòåòà". Òðóäû "Äåâòåðîèñàéè" è "Òðèòîèñàéè" îáúåäèíÿåò àâòîðèòåò
ëè÷íîñòè Èñàéè, "Äàâèäîâû ïñàëìû" ñîçäàíû îò èìåíè öàðÿ Äàâèäà, "Êíèãà
ïðèò÷åé Ñîëîìîíîâûõ", ñîîòâåòñòâåííî, îò èìåíè Ñîëîìîíà.

Â äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîé êóëüòóðå ÷åëîâåê ìûñëèòñÿ íå êàê ÷åòêî âû÷åð÷åííàÿ
èíäèâèäóàëüíîñòü, ñ åå õàðàêòåðîì, ëè÷íîñòíûìè êà÷åñòâàìè, à êàê æèâîé îáðàç,
âêëþ÷åííûé â êàêîå-ëèáî ïñèõîëîãè÷åñêîå ñîñòîÿíèå. Ê ëèòåðàòóðå Áëèæíåãî
Âîñòîêà, ìîæíî ïðèëîæèòü õàðàêòåðèñòèêó Ä.Ñ. Ëèõà÷åâà, îòíîñÿùóþñÿ ê ïîýòèêå
äðåâíåðóññêîé ëèòåðàòóðû XIV - XV ââ.: "Ïñèõîëîãè÷åñêè ñîñòîÿíèÿ êàê áû
"îñâîáîæäåíû" îò õàðàêòåðà... Àâòîðû îïèñûâàþò ïñèõè÷åñêèå ñîñòîÿíèÿ,
èãíîðèðóÿ ïñèõîëîãèþ ÷åëîâåêà â öåëîì, åãî õàðàêòåð. ×óâñòâà æèâóò âíå ëþäåé,
íî çàòî ïðîíèçûâàþò âñå èõ äåéñòâèÿ, ñìåøèâàþòñÿ ñ ÷óâñòâàìè àâòîðà�"
[Ëèõà÷åâ,Ä.Ñ. 1962, ññ. 64-66].
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Çäåñü äåëî âîâñå íå â òîì, ÷òî äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîé ëèòåðàòóðå íåäîñòàâàëî
âûðàçèòåëüíûõ ëè÷íûõ îáðàçîâ, è âñå æå Óò-Íàïèøòèì è Àâðààì, Ãèëüãàìåø è
Ãèäåîí, Àõèêàð è Ñàìóèë, Ñèíóõå è Ìàðäîõåé - âñå ýòî æèâûå îáðàçû.
Äðåâíåâîñòî÷íûå ãåðîè èìåþò ñâîè óñòîé÷èâûå ýïèòåòû, êîòîðûå, îäíàêî,
ñîâåðøåííî ëèøåíû õàðàêòåðîëîãè÷åñêîãî ñîäåðæàíèÿ è äàþò íå îáëèê ãåðîÿ,
à åãî ìåñòî â áûòèè, åãî ñàí â ìèðîâîé èåðàðõèè. Òàê, åñëè Ìîèñåé èìåíóåòñÿ
"÷åëîâåêîì Áîæüèì", òî èç ýòîãî ìîæíî óçíàòü ëèøü î åãî ñëóæåíèè â êà÷åñòâå
áîæüåãî âåñòíèêà ñðåäè ëþäåé, íî íè÷åãî î íåì ñàìîì, êàê íîñèòåëå
îïðåäåëåííûõ äóøåâíûõ è òåëåñíûõ ÷åðò.

Â äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîì îáùåñòâå, êàê óæå îòìå÷àëîñü, íîðìîé è äàæå äîáëåñòüþ
áûëî âåñòè ñåáÿ êàê âñå, êàê ïîñòóïàëè ëþäè èñïîêîí âåêîâ. Òîëüêî òàêîå
òðàäèöèîííîå ïîâåäåíèå èìåëî ìîðàëüíóþ ñèëó. Ïîýòîìó, äðåâíååãèïåòñêîå
"Ïîó÷åíèå Ïòàõîòåïà" íàñòàâëÿåò:

Ó÷åíîñòüþ çðÿ íå êè÷èñü!
Íå ñ÷èòàé, ÷òî îäèí òû âñåâåäóù! [Ïîýçèÿ, 1973, ñ. 95],
à â øóìåðñêîì äèàëîãå ìåæäó îòöîì è ñûíîì ïîâòîðÿåòñÿ ìîòèâ óïîäîáëåíèÿ,

ñðàâíåíèÿ ñ îñòàëüíûìè ÷ëåíàìè îáùíîñòè: "äðóãèå, ïîäîáíûå òåáå, ðàáîòàþò,
ïîìîãàþò ðîäèòåëÿì... Ñòàðàéñÿ ñðàâíèòüñÿ ñî ñâîèì ñòàðøèì áðàòîì, ñòàðàéñÿ
ñðàâíèòüñÿ ñî ñâîèì ìëàäøèì áðàòîì" [Ïîýçèÿ 1973, ñ. 196].

Ïðèíàäëåæíîñòü ê ñåìüå, ðîäó, ñåëüñêîé îáùèíå, ê êàêîé-ëèáî
ïðîôåññèîíàëüíîé ãðóïïå - íåïðåëîæíîå óñëîâèå ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ èíäèâèäà â
äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîì ìèðå, êîòîðîå, ñ îäíîé ñòîðîíû, êàê áû ñòèìóëèðóåò ïðîöåññ
èíäèâèäóàëèçàöèè, êîãäà îäèí è òîò æå èíäèâèä ïðîÿâëÿåò ñåáÿ è â êà÷åñòâå
çàáîòëèâîãî îòöà, è â ðîëè äîáðîãî ñîñåäà, èëè ïðåäñòàâèòåëÿ îïðåäåëåííîé
ïðîôåññèè, è â òî æå âðåìÿ, æåñòêî ñâÿçûâàÿ åãî ñ îïðåäåëåííîé ñîöèàëüíîé
ãðóïïîé, îãðàíè÷èâàåò âîçìîæíîñòè ýòîé èíäèâèäóàëèçàöèè.

Èíòåðåñíî, ÷òî ñ òå÷åíèåì âðåìåíè ïðèçûâû "íå âûïàäàòü èç ðÿäà", "áûòü êàê
âñå" óñèëèâàþòñÿ, ñòàíîâÿòñÿ âñå áîëåå íàñòîé÷èâûìè, òàê êàê âñå áîëüøå è
áîëüøå ðàñòåò ÷èñëî òåõ, êòî "âûïàë èç ðÿäà": ýòî è Ãèëüãàìåø, ïðèòÿçàþùèé
íà óäåë áîãîâ - áåññìåðòèå, è ðåàëüíûé èñòîðè÷åñêèé Ýõíàòîí, ïîðâàâøèé ñ
òûñÿ÷åëåòíèì ìíîãîáîæèåì, ýòî è ïîñòåïåííàÿ çàìåíà ïðèíöèïà êîëëåêòèâíîé
îòâåòñòâåííîñòè èíäèâèäóàëüíîé, êàê â õåòòñêîì "óêàçå Òåëèïèíó": "åñëè æå
öàðåâè÷ ïðîâèíèòüñÿ, òî ïóñòü îí òîëüêî ñâîåé ãîëîâîé èñêóïèò (âèíó). Äîìó åãî
(öàðåâè÷à) (è) ñûíîâüÿì åãî çëà ïóñòü íå ïðè÷èíÿò" [Ïîýçèÿ,1973, ñ. 78].

È êàê áû ýòî íå çâó÷àëî ïàðàäîêñàëüíî, íî î çàðîæäåíèè ëè÷íîñòíîãî
ñàìîñîçíàíèÿ ãîâîðèò ôàêò ïîÿâëåíèÿ â äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîé êóëüòóðíîé òðàäèöèè
èäåè ñóäüáû. Äåéñòâèòåëüíî, íà ïåðâûé âçãëÿä, èäåÿ ñóäüáû ïðåäïîëàãàåò
ïðåäñòàâëåíèå î íåñàìîñòîÿòåëüíîñòè ÷åëîâåêà è êàê áóäòî îçíà÷àåò ðàäèêàëüíîå
îòðèöàíèå èìåííî "ëè÷íîñòíîãî" èçìåðåíèÿ ÷åëîâåêà. Íî êàê ðàç ýòî
îáñòîÿòåëüñòâî è ïîçâîëÿåò óòâåðæäàòü, ÷òî âîçíèêíîâåíèå èäåè ñóäüáû
ñâèäåòåëüñòâîâàëî î çàðîæäåíèè ëè÷íîñòíîãî ñàìîñîçíàíèÿ.

Äåëî â òîì, ÷òî îòðèöàíèå ÷åãî-ëèáî ñàìèì ôàêòîì ñâîåãî îñóùåñòâëåíèÿ
äåìîíñòðèðóåò íàëè÷èå è íåêîòîðîãî ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿ î òîì, ÷òî æå âñå-òàêè ïðè
ýòîì îòðèöàåòñÿ. "Åñëè èäåÿ ñóäüáû ñòîëü ÿâñòâåííî ñîïðÿæåíà ñ îòðèöàíèåì
ñàìîñòîÿòåëüíîñòè ÷åëîâåêà êàê ñóáúåêòà ñâîåé æèçíåííîé äîëè, à â êà÷åñòâå åå
ïîäëèííîãî ñóáúåêòà ìûñëèòüñÿ íåêàÿ âíåøíÿÿ ñèëà, òî óæå îäíî ýòî îïðåäåëåííî
ñâèäåòåëüñòâóåò î òîì, ÷òî ïðåäñòàâëåíèå î òàêîì ñóáúåêòå è, ñëåäîâàòåëüíî,
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ïðåäñòàâëåíèå î æèçíåííîé äîëå ÷åëîâåêà êàê îáúåêòå ñóäüáû ñëîæèëîñü, èëè,
ïî ìåíüøåé ìåðå, ôîðìèðóåòñÿ" [Ãîðàí,Â.Ï. 1994, ñ. 76]. Òàêèì îáðàçîì, ñàì
ôàêò ñòàíîâëåíèÿ ïîäîáíîãî ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿ î äåòåðìèíàöèè æèçíåííîé äîëè
÷åëîâåêà, êîãäà íà÷èíàåò ÿâñòâåííî ðàçëè÷àòüñÿ åå ñóáúåêò è îáúåêò, ãîâîðèò î
çàðîæäåíèè ëè÷íîñòíîãî ñàìîñîçíàíèÿ, äàæå åñëè ÷åëîâåê ìûñëèò ñåáÿ ïîêà
åùå òîëüêî â êà÷åñòâå îáúåêòà ñóäüáû.

Õîòåëîñü áû åùå ðàç îñîáî ïîä÷åðêíóòü, ÷òî íå òîëüêî íå ìîãëî áûòü íèêàêîãî
âîïðîñà î ñâîáîäå âîëè, åñëè íå áûëî óæå èäåè çàêîíà, íî è íå ìîãëî áûòü
íèêàêîãî âîïðîñà îá èäåå íåñâîáîäû è âíåøíåé ñóäüáû, åñëè óæå íå áûëî èäåè
ñâîáîäû è ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿ î ñâîáîäíîé ÷åëîâå÷åñêîé ëè÷íîñòè.

Òåìà ñóäüáû âñòðå÷àåòñÿ óæå â øóìåðñêèõ è åãèïåòñêèõ òåêñòàõ III - íà÷àëà II
òûñÿ÷åëåòèÿ äî í.ý. Ïîêàçàòåëüíûì äëÿ ýòèõ ïðåäñòàâëåíèé î ñóäüáå ÿâëÿåòñÿ òî,
÷òî â êà÷åñòâå ñóáúåêòà âûñòóïàåò íå áåçëè÷íàÿ íåîáõîäèìîñòü, à
èíäèâèäóàëèçèðîâàííûå áîæåñòâà. Â øóìåðñêîé ìèôîëîãèè - ýòî ïðåæäå âñåãî
ñåìü Àíóííàêîâ, òî åñòü äåòåé Àííà, áîãà íåáà. Â ðîëè âåðøèòåëÿ ñóäåá çà÷àñòóþ
âûñòóïàåò áîã âîçäóõà Ýíëèëü, êîòîðîìó â èñòî÷íèêàõ, âîñõîäÿùèõ ïðèìåðíî ê
2500 ã. äî í.ý., óæå ïðèïèñûâàëîñü ïîëîæåíèå ãëàâíîãî áîæåñòâà ïàíòåîíà. Â
îäíîì èç íàèáîëåå âàæíûõ ãèìíîâ, ïîñâÿùåííûõ áîãó Ýíëèëþ, îí
õàðàêòåðèçóåòñÿ ñëåäóþùèì îáðàçîì:

Êíÿçü íåáåñ - òîëüêî îí, äðàêîí çåìëè - òîëüêî îí!
Âåëè÷àéøèé ñðåäè Àíóííàêîâ - îí!
Îí ñàì íàçûâàåò ñóäüáû... [Ïîýçèÿ, 1973, ñ. 105]
Â äðóãîì ãèìíå, ïîñâÿùåííîì áîãó "áåçäíû" è ìóäðîñòè Ýíêè, îí ñàì ãîâîðèò

î ñåáå:
-Ñ Ýíëèëåì âìåñòå íà ãîðíûõ âåðøèíàõ,
îòêóäà îí ñìîòðèò, ñóäüáû ðåøàþ - ÿ!
Ðåøåíèå ñóäåá, òàì, ãäå ñîëíöå âñòàåò,
îí âëîæèë â ìîè ðóêè! [Ïîýçèÿ, 1973, ñ.106]
Â âàâèëîíñêîì ïàíòåîíå áîãîâ ðîëü âåðøèòåëÿ ñóäåá ïðèíàäëåæàëà åãî ãëàâå

Ìàðäóêó. Â åãèïåòñêîé êóëüòóðíîé òðàäèöèè ñóáúåêòàìè ñóäåá òàêæå âûñòóïàþò
áîæåñòâà, ïðèíàäëåæàùèå îôèöèàëüíîìó ïàíòåîíó. Â òîé ìåðå, â êàêîé
ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿ î ìèðå áîãîâ åñòü çåðêàëî, â êîòîðîì íàõîäÿò îòðàæåíèÿ
ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿ ÷åëîâåêà î ðåàëüíîì ìèðå, â òîì ÷èñëå è î ñàìîì ñåáå, ìîæíî
ãîâîðèòü, ÷òî îáðàçû èíäèâèäóàëèçèðîâàííûõ áîæåñòâ êàê ñóáúåêòîâ ñóäüáû
ñâèäåòåëüñòâóþò îá îïðåäåëåííîé ñòåïåíè ðàçâèòèÿ ëè÷íîñòíîãî ñàìîñîçíàíèÿ.

Åùå îäíèì ïðîÿâëåíèåì ïàðàäîêñàëüíîñòè îáñóæäàåìîé ñèòóàöèè ÿâëÿåòñÿ
òîò ôàêò, ÷òî èíäèâèäóàëèçèðóþùàÿ òåíäåíöèÿ îñîáåííî ÿðêî ïðîÿâëÿåòñÿ â
ïðåäñòàâëåíèÿõ î ñóäüáå êàê î ñìåðòè, òàê êàê ñîçíàíèå èíäèâèäóàëüíîñòè,
íåïîâòîðèìîñòè ÷åëîâåêà ñ îñîáîé èíòåíñèâíîñòüþ ïåðåæèâàåòñÿ ïåðåä ëèöîì
ñìåðòè. Âðÿä ëè ìîæíî íàéòè êàêîå-ëèáî áîëåå ëè÷íîñòíîå ïåðåæèâàíèå, ÷åì
ïåðåæèâàíèå âñòðå÷è ñî ñìåðòüþ. Â øóìåðñêîé ïîýìå "Ãèëüãàìåø è Ñòðàíà æèâûõ"
â êà÷åñòâå ãëàâíîé ïðè÷èíû, ïîáóäèâøåé Ãèëüãàìåøà ïðåäïðèíÿòü ïîõîä ïðîòèâ
÷óäîâèùà Õóâàâû, ÿâëÿåòñÿ ïåðåæèâàíèÿ ãåðîÿ, âûçâàííûå ñîçåðöàíèåì ñìåðòè
ñâîèõ ñîãðàæäàí, è ðàçìûøëåíèÿ î ñâîåé ñìåðòíîé ó÷àñòè:

Â ìîåì ãîðîäå óìèðàþò ëþäè, ãîðþåò ñåðäöå!
Ëþäè óõîäÿò, ñåðäöå ñæèìàåòñÿ!
×åðåç ñòåíó ãîðîäñêóþ ñâåñèëñÿ ÿ,
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Òðóïû â ðåêå óâèäåë ÿ,
Ðàçâå íå òàê óéäó è ÿ, âîèñòèíó òàê, âîèñòèíó òàê [Ïîýçèÿ, 1973, ñ. 184].
Èìåííî ýòè íàâåÿííûå ñìåðòüþ ñâîèõ ñîãðàæäàí ïåðåæèâàíèÿ è ìûñëè î

ñîáñòâåííîé ó÷àñòè ïîáóæäàþò Ãèëüãàìåøà âñòóïèòü â ïîõîä, ñóëÿùèé ñëàâó, è
èñêàòü ñïîñîá ëè÷íîñòíîãî ñàìîóòâåðæäåíèÿ â çåìíîé æèçíè:

Ãàäàíüå íà êèðïè÷å íå ñóëèò æèçíè!
Â ãîðû ïîéäó, äîáóäó ñëàâû!
Ñðåäè ñëàâíûõ èìåí ñåáÿ ïðîñëàâëþ! [Ïîýçèÿ, 1973, ñ. 185]
Ãëóáîêîå âïå÷àòëåíèå íà Ãèëüãàìåøà ïðîèçâåëà ñìåðòü åãî äðóãà Ýíêèäó,

èìåííî ýòîé òåìå, âûçâàííîé ñìåðòüþ äðóãà ìûñëè î ñîáñòâåííîé ñìåðòíîé
ó÷àñòè, ïîñâÿùåí "Ýïîñ î Ãèëüãàìåøå". Â ïîýìå ïåðåä ëèöîì ñìåðòè ñâîåãî äðóãà
Ãèëüãàìåø âïåðâûå îñîçíàåò ñâîþ ñìåðòíîñòü, è âìåñòå ñ òåì ñ ýòîãî ìîìåíòà
íà÷èíàåòñÿ ñàìîñîçíàíèå Ãèëüãàìåøà.

Âûâîä î ïðîáóæäåíèè ëè÷íîñòíîãî ñàìîñîçíàíèÿ ìîæåò áûòü ñäåëàí è íà
ïðèìåðå åãèïåòñêîãî ìàòåðèàëà. Áîãè â ýòîé êóëüòóðíîé òðàäèöèè òàê æå ÿâëÿþòñÿ
ñóáúåêòàìè ÷åëîâå÷åñêèõ ñóäåá, íî ñòåïåíü áëàãîñêëîííîñòè áîãà ê ÷åëîâåêó
çàâèñèò è îò ñàìîãî ÷åëîâåêà, îò åãî îáðàçà æèçíè. Â ñöåíàõ çàãðîáíîãî ñóäà
îáû÷íûì ÿâëÿåòñÿ ïðèñóòñòâèå áîæåñòâà ñóäüáû Øàè. Òàê, íàïðèìåð, â ãèìíå
Àìîíó â Ëåéäåíñêîì ïàïèðóñå ãîâîðèòñÿ: "...îí (Àìîí) ïðîäëåâàåò ñðîê æèçíè
è ñîõðàíÿåò åå; îí ïðèáàâëÿåò ê Øàè òîãî, êîãî îí ëþáèò". Òàêèì îáðàçîì, â
åãèïåòñêîé êóëüòóðå Øàè ïðåäñòàâëÿåò íå òîëüêî âîëþ áîæåñòâà, íî òàêèì æå
îáðàçîì Øàè îòíîñèòñÿ ê èíäèâèäóóìó è òåì ñàìûì ïîä÷åðêèâàåò òâîð÷åñêóþ
ëè÷íîñòü ÷åëîâåêà.

Çàêëþ÷åíèå

Òàêèì îáðàçîì, íåñìîòðÿ íà òîòàëüíóþ çàâèñèìîñòü ÷åëîâåêà â
äðåâíåâîñòî÷íîì îáùåñòâå, ïðîöåññ èíäèâèäóàëèçàöèè, âûäåëåíèÿ

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Abstract. The article discusses the multifaceted work of Ahmad Donish as a unique phenomenon in the
spiritual culture of the Uzbek people at the beginning of the 19th century. The works of A. Donish,
especially "Navodir ul-wakoe" ("Rare events"), are considered as the first serious scientific work, where
the problems of education are directly and directly raised as a way of getting rid of age-old backwardness,
social apathy and intellectual ignorance that prevailed for a long time Bukhara Emirate. Donish's educational
views directly and directly flow from the social and political reality of his time, which influenced subsequent
generations of the enlighteners of Central Asia.
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Introduction

In relation to Ahmad Donish, we use the concept of "Tajik-Uzbek Enlightener" (or
"Uzbek-Tajik Enlightener"), because we believe that Ahmad Donish, first of all, was
formed as a thinker, enlightener among Uzbeks and Tajiks living side by side in Bukhara
and the Bukhara Emirate, having a common culture, religion, customs, traditions and
mentality. Secondly, Donish was the spokesman of a single socio-political, moral-
aesthetic ideals, both Uzbeks and Tajiks, who wrote in his native Persian (Tajik)
language. Moreover, under the conditions of social and political degradation of public
life under the Mangyt dynasty in Bukhara, Ahmad Donish can rightly be considered
the "conscience" of two ethnic groups, peoples - Uzbeks and Tajiks. However, the
complex ideological processes that existed in Soviet times did not allow Ahmad Donish
to be regarded as a philosopher, enlightener of two peoples, and on a human scale.

Now, as we see it, there is a need and there is a real opportunity to critically explore
and rethink Donish's philosophical, moral and educational ideas, which largely
anticipated the philosophical,  social and moral sensations of the modern intelligentsia
of Central Asia, and not only that.

Materials and methods

In the second half of the 19th century, thinkers appeared in Central Asia and
Kazakhstan who deeply realized that it was impossible to continue to live according to
the old canons of life and traditions. These are Chokan Valikhanov, Abai Kunanbayev,
Toktogul Satylganov, Avaztegin Katibi, Berdimurod Berdakh, Said Dzhamoliddin
Afghani. But, undoubtedly, the first person to open a window to Europe and European
enlightenment was Ahmad Donish. He opened his eyes to Uzbeks, Tajiks, and Turkmen

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to Europe. Although between the above-mentioned thinkers there were certain differences
in the interpretation and understanding of the world and society, they were united in
what can be expressed in words - enlightenment, enlightenment, and the search for
ways to get rid of ignorance, social apathy and isolation. Ahmad Donish, of course, was
neither in Paris nor in London, did not travel around European and Muslim countries,
as, for example, Jamoliddin Afghani, Ismailbek Gasprinsky, Abdurauf Fitrat did this
later and experienced directly and directly the influence of the European lifestyle and
culture. Ahmad Donish did not wear European clothes, did not wear a dress coat, but
wore a Central Asian, more precisely, an Uzbek robe and a turban, wore a beard, like all
devout Muslims of his time. Judging by the appearance, Donish was no different from
his compatriots. But according to the thought, the mind and the way of perception and
evaluation of reality, according to his contemporaries, the poet Shamsiddin Shokhin,
was an eagle, compared to other thinkers of his time, because he saw the farthest and
flew the highest.[Shokhin Shamsiddin, 1987, 59]

Ahmad Donish sympathized with Europe (Farang), judging by the fact that he often
in his works appeals to this word as an example to confirm his thought. But Donish
received a real acquaintance with Europe and European culture not in London or
Paris,  but in St. Petersburg in 1857 during his first stay as secretary of the diplomatic
mission of the Bukhara Emirate. In everything that Donish saw in Petersburg, of course,
there was little Russian. These are European customs, traditions, way of life, art of
architecture, opera and ballet art, as well as landscape art, etc., perceived by Russians
from Europeans.

In St. Petersburg, where since the time of Peter I, aspiration, especially in cities, to
establish the European way of life, Donish took it without hesitation and joined the
whole of Europe with great desire. As a scientist, thinker, he realized the intellectual
and cultural backlog of Central Asia, in particular his native city of Bukhara, from
Europe. It is not by chance that he exclaimed bitterly: "We are mute, we are cows,
came from the steppe and are not familiar with the customs of your city, excuse us"
[Donish Ahmad, 1960, 128]. Donish in his book "Rare Events" ("Navodir ul-wakoe"),
comparing the European lifestyle with the Asian, speaks with admiration of the
achievements of Europeans in the field of culture, science, education, military art,
etc.

Unlike other thinkers of the Muslim world of his time, Donish sees nothing hostile
in European culture for life, culture, religion of Islam as a whole, as we see later with
other thinkers and enlighteners of the Arab, Iranian, and Turkic regions, like in Rif al-
Tahtavi , Ali Muborak, Fresis Marrash, Butrus al-Bustoni, Mohammed Abdo (Arab
region), Ahmed Kisravi, Ali Ahmad, Said Husayn Nasr, Ali Nodushvan, Abdulhusain
Zarrinkub (Iranian region), S. Marjoni, smailbeka Gasprinsky (Turk region) Jamoliddin
Afghani Abdurauf Fitrat and etc. (Central Asian region), in the work of which Europe
and the Islamic world act as two forms of opposite, opposing cultures, one of which
should absorb the other. It is interesting and quite timely that Ahmad Donish thought
that the Europeans have a goal and a desire to improve not some separate part of the
land, not a separate state, but the world as a whole. In The Tale of Faromushkhan he
writes: "The Europeans managed to achieve such success in modern production also
because they don't back down on their goal- to improve the land ... The purpose of their
existence is precisely to equip  this world,  to discover  the secrets of being a mother. "
[Tashkulov D., 1990, 137]. As for the rulers of the Bukhara Emirate, they have no
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noble goal. These rulers are inherently stupid and limited, and only care about their
stomachs. They are transferred to debauchery, gambling, drunkenness [Donish Ahmad,
1960, 88]. Donish saw in the actions and deeds of the Europeans great efforts and
efforts to realize his intended goal. Europeans, according to Donish, base their activities
on reason and science. Hence, their great success in life and social structure. "In contrast
to Rumu (Rome), Europe and Russia, whose lands are vast and the seas are wide,
where there were many wars and battles and therefore the armies are great, where they
are far away, and the fields are deserted, which prompted the people of these countries
to transform hands and minds a person hidden before him in an ambush of the
unknowable, they at the extreme applied efforts and efforts and found what they were
looking for, and we did not do it and did not reach it. We are looking for excuses for
our desires and lack of desires ... " [Tashkulov,D. 1990, p.130].

Discussion and results

Donish also sees a huge gap between Europe and Central Asia culturally and
economically in the fact that Europeans are not indifferent to their history, to their
past. History for them is the most intelligent, wise teacher to create and build a new life.
Europeans draw useful examples from their past. As for the rulers and inhabitants of
Central Asia, history has no value for them both for the present and for the future. The
rulers do not even know what the history of "taurich" is, they even forgot the sharia with
its commandments. Our rulers put their desires above Sharia and justice [Donish,A.
1960, p.22].

As for the state system, legal norms that existed in the era of the Mangit dynasty,
Ahmad Donish considered them to be wild, unreasonable, sources of misfortunes,
misfortunes, and wars. Having seen the European system of state administration in St.
Petersburg, Ahmad Donish dreamed of using this system in his homeland, in Bukhara.
Comparing the Asian state system of governance with the European one, he came to
the conclusion that the latter  is based on the "principles of reason and justice". It is not
by chance that after returning from St. Petersburg to Bukhara, Donish proposed a draft
reform of the state structure of Bukhara, which would be rejected by the emir Muzaffar
(1860 - 1885). Donish was deeply aware of the importance of the European system of
government for reforming the society of Bukhara, and at the same time he understood
the impossibility of implementing this system in the long-frozen Central Asian existence.
He demanded a renewal of the state structure of Bukhara, believing that changes in the
emirate would help Bukhara to enter the mainstream of normal social development. At
the same time, he believed that it was necessary to rely on European-type science,
which would help establish a fair democratic government, in which the clan power
would cease to be the keeper of stagnant life, and the country would follow the path of
a just social order. The new society, based on the highest achievements of European
science and civilization, at the same time should preserve religious traditions, natural
and climatic conditions and historical features of the Bukhara emirate. Only then will
Bukhara be able to free itself from ignorance, from primitive, dynastic features and
develop normally, like other European and Asian cities. Of course, not through the
full integration of Bukhara into a certain bureaucratic Russian statehood or Islamic
theocracy, but through science and education to introduce Central Asia to European
culture, which will help it get out of the abyss of disasters and stagnation.

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For many Bukhara bureaucrats, especially religious, fanatical, to accept the scientific
and technical achievements of Europe meant to introduce the country into chaos,
disorder, figuratively speaking, to introduce a kind of Trojan horse into the country,
which would lead to the death of clan foundations, clan foundations, religious system
and culture in general. For such people, science was the product of Satan, an
indispensable companion of misfortune. Some "leaders" of the emirate believed that
science is generally contraindicated in Central Asia, the Mangit dynasty, Islam, and
contributes to the generation of chaos. From such a false premise in Central Asia during
the Mangit epoch, a peculiar complex of aversion to science, as a phenomenon of a
purely European order, alien to the clan system and Islam as a whole, was rapidly
progressing. So he said: "Farangi, that is," European ". Behind this concept is a whole
world view, which rejected even the final conclusions of science, not only its independent
development in Central Asia, in particular in Bukhara. Donish accepts European science
unconditionally and without fear. Moreover, he strove to ensure that in Central Asia all
state orders were based on European-type science.

Donish writes that each land has its own characteristics, and the people living in it
have their own natural, specific characteristics, and therefore the wisdom and knowledge
of the scientists of this land corresponds to the climatic conventions of a given area and
degree of utility. So a learned Turk does not need to search for knowledge in India or
Europe. He needs to study more deeply, explore the climate, the land, the nature, and
the lives of people in his region. The interests of science should not go beyond the
practical benefits of elemental practice.

Donish was one of the first thinkers of Central Asia who subjected to comparative
analysis the life, science, religion, culture of his land with European culture. He writes
that scholars of the Islamic world perceive all innovations and creations of the material
world as a mark on the water, a mirage or abominations that are not worthy of any
attention and thus close their eyes to everything that is under the firmament and do
not try, understand or search essence of existence. And by doing so they misled
themselves, which is quite reasonable.

As for the scientists of Greece, by virtue of the scarcity of natural wealth and
countless material difficulties, they sought to uncover the secrets of nature. To the
questions: Why did it become so?  "What will come of it?"  "What will it lead to? The
Europeans have spent their dear life and have shown a lot of effort to reasonably
answer them, and as you can see, they will look for answers in the future. As for
Muslim scholars, and they are so indulged in useless philosophizing that they mislead
others and themselves, and yet, in the Quran it is said: "Who misleads himself, he
cannot have a patron"[Donish Ahmad, 1968, 126].

In 1857,  during his trip  to St. Petersburg,  Ahmad Donish was once again convinced
of the great role that science plays in the life of society. Based on this, one can more
clearly imagine his position in relation to Europe. In Central Asia, he believes, elementary
prerequisites for the development of science have not yet been mastered. Still, in essence,
there is no layer of people for whom science would be a matter of life, a state matter,
as in Europe, where the idea and understanding of its necessity were suffered, passed
down from generation to generation, absorbed into flesh and blood.

The domination of the Mangit dynasties, a handful of stupid and stupid people,
prevents the penetration of European science and culture into Central Asia. Therefore,
when Ahmad Donish was offered a high administrative position at the court of the
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emir, he demanded the removal of all stupid, ignorant people from power and
government. "If the emir wants me to leave my scientific studies and enter the service
in the state apparatus, it is necessary to conduct a certain system in the government, as
in other states. And since it is rather difficult to establish order among the Uzbeks, I
will write a treatise,  which will set forth the principles of state administration of the
emirate and the countries of Europe ... The governor can cope with his task only if he
relies on science and experience ... " [Donish,A. 1990, p.151].

For Ahmad Donish, the "entry" of science into the life of Central Asia was equivalent
to the emergence of barbarism, savagery and ignorance of enlightenment among the
sea, which is a true transformer of the life and history of the country. Only through
enlightenment should the liberation and relief of the fate of the people come. But,
unfortunately, he was not understood, neither by the government, nor by his fellow
citizens of his time. And he writes with the greatest pain: "What a pity that in our time
the ears do not hear and see the eyes, there is only one way: everything that becomes
known to you, you have to record, read it yourself and cry, because there is no way out.
As soon as someone makes a speech on this topic, they are accused of madness and
using banga and opium. " [Donish, A. 1960, p.121].

Europe, as a country of science, culture and civilization, presented in the "Tale of
Faromushkhan" is quite interesting and detailed. In this story, Donish writes about
Frakmason (Frakmason is a religious-philosophical society in England in the 18th century).
Here we do not give a description of this society,  which is clearly sympathetic to
Europe. Donish in this story raises the question: why did all scientific and cultural
achievements become the property of Europe? Why is Bukhara in all respects so hopelessly
lagging behind Europe, and our scientists, as if confused, are deaf (garangui dang)?
Are we, the unfortunate, not the children of Adam?

In European science, Donish first of all appreciated its practical significance, its
shady connection with the decisions of vital life issues. European scientists, according
to him, do not do unnecessary, practically useless things, do not do what is impossible
to know (majhulo) and is only the competence of the Almighty. Europeans, due to the
fact that they have continuity, from generation to generation, not only transfer of
scientific ideas, but their critical thinking, as well as updating of scientific ideas, due
to which they achieved great success. Man is not given to know and know the beginning
and end of the created world by God. And even if we assume that a person knows
something about the world, his knowledge is still incomplete, imperfect.

The practical value of European science is that it is necessary for life. We don't see,
Donish writes, - in the villages there are people who don't have an idea about a multitude
of urban wisdom and tools, about theoretical and scientific judgments, but they have a
lot of practical experience, and we rightly call them knowledgeable, valuable people"
[Donish,A. 1968, p.123].

Not only did Ahmad Donish's trips to St. Petersburg play a decisive role in his views
on Europe and European enlightenment, but also the stories of acquaintances who
visited European countries. Donish as an inquisitive thinker, drew information about
Europe and European science from their stories, which prompted him to woeful thoughts
about the tragic fate of his people and country, about the need for radical reforms in
the country in all areas: socio-political, scientific, cultural and etc. So in the "Story
about the depths of Iskander and how a certain husband from Ajam got rich"[Donish,
A. 1960,  p.168] according to the narrator,  he gives a description of London. Mind and
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feelings Donish shares the admiration of the hero, who says: "London, I tell you, is a
great city, the most famous in Europe, its capital". Europeans say there are only three
cities in the whole world: London, Paris and Petersburg. Other cities are like villages
and kishlaks, and their rulers are like elders or small governors ... London should not
be called a city, but an entire country [Donish,A.1960, p.169]. Further, he speaks in
detail about the social composition of the inhabitants of London, that there are more
people there than in the whole of New World and Petersburg together that in London,
in addition to all the good, there are alcoholics, prostitutes, pickpockets, insane,
simple and noble, rich and poor, old and new, world famous merchants and etc. The
essence of this story is that, according to Doish, trade played an important role in the
development of the wealth of Europeans. As if by this story, he urges the Bukharians to
learn the art of trade from Europeans. To get rich by trading, you need to learn German,
French and English [Donish,A,1960, p.169]. Communication with Europeans Donish
considered vital for Central Asia, where only ignoramuses rule. "Yes, it is really difficult
when a person gets to people whose language he does not know. This is a very painful
condition. Therefore, in European schools they study different languages and consider
the knowledge of foreign languages to be mandatory, "he says through the mouth of his
hero [Donish,A.1960, p.169]. Ahmad Donish shares the narrator's view that "Christians
are surprisingly supportive and disposed towards Muslims who are alien to such gentleness
and condescension. For example, Donish writes, we have a man of art or some worthy
man come to the statesmen, he is met with contempt and they say: "Why does he come
to us every day and interfere with our gatherings?" [Donish, A.1960,p.164] Christians,
on the contrary, meet a person once more friendly. And if he still has any knowledge,
then they try to use it" [Donish, A.1960, p.164]. I would like to draw attention in these
lines for one thing: to the attitude of man towards man and to the attitude towards man
of art and science that existed in the era of the Mangit dynasties in the Bukhara emirate.
If in Europe people of art are treated with the greatest respect, if in Europe they are
respected and honored everywhere, and often they become the subject of special care
of the state and certain wealthy people, in Central Asia due to ignorance of the rulers of
the Mangit dynasty, people of art are sometimes ridiculed like second-rate people. Such
an attitude became a tradition in Central Asia in the 17th and early 19th century. Not by
chance, all artists of Central Asia, without exception, began to complain about life and
their bitter fate.

Earlier, the poet Jamoliddin Ozi mentioned by us wrote:
Äèëàì  àç  áåòàìèçèµîè  àáíîè  çàìîí õóí  øóä,
Íàáóäè  êîø  ëàâµè  õîòèðàìðî  íà³øè  èäðîêå [Adabiyot, 1989, 37].
My heart was bleeding from the ugliness of time,
Oh, I wish I had not had a mind in my head and a soul in my body.
In general, Donish with great understanding and curiosity was concerned with

scientific research explorations, both in Russia and in Europe as a whole. He himself was
inherent in the spirit of scientific search, the desire for knowledge of the world. What
was the joy and admiration of Ahmad Donish when the director of the Asian Department
of the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs gave him a globe and a map of the globe, and
he considered it much more expensive than gold and silver [Donish, A. 1960, p.164].

In The Story about Hajj and the Benefits of Travel, A. Donish writes with great
sympathy about the English Governor, the son of the Queen and the Governor of the
Queen of Great Britain Victoria (1837-1901), who in 1876 was proclaimed Queen of
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India. He is fascinated by the cognitive,  diplomatic and artistic interests of this man,
his interest in "Shahnama" by Ferdousi [Donish, A., 1960, p.158].

Ahmad Donish writes that the British are especially interested in Badakhshan, because
they know what wealth lies in the depths of this mountainous and unexplored region -
gold, azure, rubies and sapphires;  the rulers of Bukhara have no interest in scientific
research searches. He calls the rulers of Bukhara "lost cattle" who are not able to
comprehend the values of Gorno Badakhshan for the whole country, and are convinced
that Badakhshan "will not give birth to anything except stones" [Donish, A. 1960,
pp.160-161].

Starting with "Navodir ul-Wakoe" (Rare Events) by Ahmad Donish, not only
literature, but also the ideas of Europe, the European way of managing the state, ideas
about science and education, and about life in general. These "European ideas" were
originally conceived and developed in the soul and heart of extremely few thinkers,
poets, who acutely sensed the baseness and worthlessness of the power structure of
their region and with all their hearts and hearts for their people. Donish was undoubtedly
the largest figure among thinkers. Figuratively speaking, Donish, like a seismograph,
was sensitive to the level of spiritual attitudes in Central Asia as a result of its centuries-
old isolation from the rest of the world.

The spiritual and cultural achievements of Europe had a beneficial effect on the work
of Donish. He internally broke with the traditional stagnant lifestyle of his country after
returning from St. Petersburg, where he saw well-established social and educational
institutions of the European type. He not only critically assesses the Bukhara social,
political, and state system, but also a decisive turn in the whole system of his views. It
should be said that Donish has not only the "idea of Europe", the desire for it to be
similar to it, but also the form of expression appears in the traditional, didactic,
edifying form. Donish "ideas of Europe" expresses in literary forms of the Persian-Tajik
type, which have been formed for thousands of years and have become the standard
form of expression of thoughts and feelings. In a word, in the formal and stylistic
respect, Donish's work remained traditional, classical. Moreover, his language was
saturated with Arabisms so that a simple person was unable to understand his language.
The language of Dakiki, Rudaki, Firdousi (Xth century), for example, does not cause
difficulties for understanding modern Tajik or Uzbek. We can say that Donish had a
rudimentary reception of European literature and culture. The traditional forms of Central
Asian culture did not correspond to the spirit of the times. New genres and forms were
needed to express fundamentally fresh ideas, views on the existing system, world order
in Central Asia.

Donish was liked not only the European system of state structure, legal norms,
scientific and educational institutions, but also aesthetic tastes, various state ceremonies.
He was literally stunned, confused, seeing the magnificent architectural structures,
parks and clean streets, embankments, brilliance, immensity, the enchanting splendor
of palace festivities,  official government receptions of diplomatic guests and dance
balls. In "Navodir ul-wakoe" he writes: "I was dumbfounded by amazement, mouth
open and wide-open eyes: where are we, what are we with? After all, when we walked
here, it was night, damp and dark, how did it happen that it is now day and the sun
is shining? We couldn't distinguish the night from the day by lighting the lights,  wiping
our eyes every now and then - is this happening in reality or is it miracles and is the
home of fairies created by imagination?
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Periliky surprised? Demons next to the angels, feathers with divas! They looked at
our faces with curiosity and laughed at our strange clothes and looks. We, shocked and
frightened, went forward without knowing where to go and where to sit, so our translator
behind us was busy talking to one of the beauties".

"Monsters in the shape of people ... savages ... a crystal handle touched my chest,
removing me. We retreated, but then another beauty's cam poked in the back: wait, be
careful, my silver breast is as gentle as a rose petal, look, do not hurt her with your
spines. We looked around confused, scared stepped forward, stepped forward and began
to bow, like monkeys showing signs: "We are dumb, we are cows, came from the
steppe and are not familiar with the customs of your city, excuse us" [Donish,A. 1960,
p.128].

In Petersburg, Donish liked the way of life, the behavior of European women,
especially the communication between men and women of high society. According to
Donish, women have a special role - to embody beauty, beauty and become a source of
inspiration. When he saw women from the European secular society, Donish mentally
compared them with disfranchised Asian women to those with a burqa, at the mangit
court, with the emir Haidar (1800-1826), Nasrullo and Muzaffar (1860-1885), as
well as throughout the Bukhara emirate.

Donish traditional images of Persian-Tajik and Uzbek literature, say, images of
women by Jami, Navoi, Nizami Ganjavi, etc., seemed too faded and scarce to express
what they saw. Donish describes the Russian women with his inherent scrupulousness
and accuracy, and his "look from the back to the chest with the hundredth, never
lingering anywhere". The image of the Bukhara emirs, for whom the main meaning was
carnal pleasures, causes him indignation and contempt. Aesthetic sensitivity and true
vitality is felt in the description of Europeanized secular  society in St. Petersburg. Donish
sought to overcome Muslim outdated views on female beauty, sought to arouse interest
in the physical and sensual being of man, to form the aesthetic taste of his countrymen
in Bukhara. It is not by chance that with admiration and poetic inspiration he describes
secular beauties and even devotes verses to them. In "Navodir ul-vakoe" he writes: "In
this meeting we saw how gentle beauties, slim and sun-like, walked around the hall,
speaking smoothly and gracefully, like a pav? or a languid gazelle. All of them were
dressed in silk clothes, so thin that their bodies shone through. Their figures were so
slim and elegant that it seemed that one could not obscure the other. Some wore thin
black dresses and light colored capes of lace and silk, so transparent and beautiful that
it is difficult to describe or imagine them.

All beauties, dressed in black, face like the moon,
Like a god placed in the blackness the water of life.
All skillful arrows, for kidnapping hearts,
Everywhere shooters ambush a moon face of beauty [Donish, A 1960,p.126].
Donish highly appreciated European ballet art. It is known that the times of the

Mangit dynasties not only had no idea about ballet art, but also all dance art was
condemned. The dance was considered unworthy of a man, and a woman who dances or
loves to dance was considered a woman of easy virtue. Such a woman cannot be married
to - that was the prejudice of the mangits.

Judging by the description of Ahmad Donish,  he watched the Tchaikovsky ballet
"Swan Lake" in St. Petersburg as part of the Bukhara diplomatic mission. It is known that
the European ballet, whose birthplace is Italy, is regularly shown in Russia in the 30s of
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the XVIII century, and during Donish's stay in Petersburg, the art of ballet began to
occupy a prominent place in Russian artistic culture. Donish himself discovered a new
art form and thus gave an impetus to a new artistic and aesthetic vision in Central Asia,
because for this, in his own words, the Bukharians were only "monsters in the guise of
people."

Ahmad Donish describes the stage and other features of ballet art in such detail that
you are amazed at his phenomenal memory and his artistic and aesthetic taste. It is safe
to say that European art forms penetrated into Central Asia through Donish's Navodir
ul-vakoe. Although in the second half of the 19th century these forms did not give any
spiritual result due to the extreme backwardness of Central Asia from European countries.

Expressing great sympathy for the European dance art, Donish did not consider it
something vapid, shameful, immoral, as it sometimes happened in the traditions of
Islamic interpretation of the art of dance. As a true enlightener of his time, Donish in
"Navodir ul-wakoe" wrote: "Imagination cannot describe like beauty - what to think
about this grace and grace? Do they belong to a human being or a fairy, an angel, a
spirit? .... They whirl around the stage on one leg, then, twisting their legs, jumping
into two gases, push them apart, like a pendulum of a clock, only much faster and
similarly woven , lowered to the beat of the music" [Donish, A. 1960, p.131].

In the same aesthetic vein, Donish speaks about the famous Italian singer of that
time (coloratura soprano) Adeline Patti (1843-1909), who was invited from Paris to St.
Petersburg to the imperial festival. Donish writes: "I could not even believe that such a
voice could belong to a man, so European scientists - anatomists waited for her to die,
to open her throat, to look and find out why she had such a good voice" [Donish, A.
1960,p.140].

He admired European circus art. "And the Magician arrived from Europe ....", "The
rider came from Europe ..." "The rope dancer also arrived ...", etc. he writes in his
memoirs. In a word, everything that European Ahmad Donish saw in St. Petersburg was
so amazing, in his words, that "the mind doubted their reality".

Conclusion

Everything connected with European art seemed to him fantastic, unreal, unearthly.
The fact that Donish compared Petersburg, (which was built according to the European
model), and its architectural structures (Winter Palace, Kazan and Isakovsky Cathedrals,
etc.) with a star and a comet, and French actress Patti with Venus, etc., should be
considered not only as an artistic metaphor, but as a high aesthetic appreciation of
European art. The Thinker also deeply understood the significance of art for man and
society. According to him, in European art "grace, beauty, miracle, wonderfully and
fascinatingly intertwine." He wanted very much to see this in Bukhara, where beauty
was crushed and even the lights look black with grief. And if expressed in theoretical
language, Ahmad Donish comprehended the aesthetic essence, specifics, originality of
form and content in European art. The educator did not reduce European art only to
the expression of beauty, grace, but saw in it a way to get rid of ignorance, clan,
unreasonable social order. Art and its prosperity, according to Donish, are the most
important condition of social and state well-being. It is no coincidence that he
unambiguously stated in one kasyda: "Judge the king by the poet's life" [Donish, A.
1960, p. 275]. He longed for Central Asia to free itself from ignorance and darkness,
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from wild social and state order and, like Europe, to achieve social and cultural
progress. In Donish's worldview, a critical look at the social life of then-Bukhara with its
cultural decline and loss of high spirituality clearly emerges, and at the same time there
is a belief in the viability of European culture and its special role in the history of
humanity. This indicates that Donish's interest in Europe and European enlightenment
does not act as a kind of refuge from the evils and evils of the Mangit dynasty, but as a
truly amazing world, appeal to which gives impetus to the development and free flight
of artistic imagination.

In addition to the formation of aesthetic taste and new values, Donish pursues
another  goal. The description of the ball,  unaccountable admiration for  luxury,  external
beauty cannot be perceived as a speculative whim and a game of artistic imagination, but
as a deep inner need of a thinker who believes that in Central Asia to maintain the
existing lifestyle in the future is not only historically unpromising, but also fatal for the
people. Donish, having been in St. Petersburg, comprehending everything he saw, thus
opens for his fellow countrymen a city, by type and way of life, similar to the European
one. It is not by chance that interest in Europe in Central Asia really arose after Donish's
"Navodir ul-vakoe'" was read, and the attitude to Europe received a slightly different
development, paraphrasing the words of the Kazakh writer Abai Kunanbayev, for the
peoples of Central Asia Kaaba turned to the West. The advanced intelligentsia of Central
Asia began to seek a rapprochement not only with advanced, in relation to Central Asia,
Turkey, but also with the West. Orientation toward the West, or rather, reorientation
from the Islamic world to Europe, comes to the fore in the minds of progressive people.
True, this reorientation did not proceed smoothly, without internal contradictions and
the intervention of Russia. But the fact that Central Asia began to enter the historical
process of the world political, economic, cultural process is indisputable. This, in turn,
brought to life the enlightenment movement in Central Asia, which differs in many
ways from the European enlightenment of the 18th century - with its anti-feudal and
religious orientation, boundless faith in reason and science, and hope for the
harmonization of society through education.

The conviction that Europe can have a positive impact on the development of Central
Asia, neutralize its disastrous tendencies, made it closer to Russia, hoping to find
some ways to change the way of life in Central Asia and overcome the intellectual
stagnation and immorality of its modern life.

Thus, the idea of enlightenment, on the basis of European science and education,
was first expressed by Ahmad Donish, although this idea was not yet theoretically
formulated, but practically was not realizable in the Bukhara emirate of Donish's time.
His treatise "Navodir ul-wakoe", it seems to us, fertilizes intelligent thought, and in
our time is the basis of the national identity of two peoples - Uzbeks and Tajiks.

It is important to emphasize that Donish is undoubtedly the first major thinker of
Central Asia, who acted against the isolation of Central Asia from the European and
Asian world. It is not by chance that the representatives of jadidism of the end of the
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries (M. Behbudi, A. Fitrat, A. Avlonii, S. Aini, and
others) called Donish as their spiritual teacher. They kindly remembered him, having
read his treatises not only as readers, but also as followers, followers of his ideas.
Sadriddin Aini, who can be said to have "come out" from Ahmad Donish, rightly
calling him a "beaming star" in the gloomy sky of the Bukhara emirate of the late
nineteenth century.

çâóêîâ íà çåìëå, âî ñíå ÿâèëñÿ àíãåë, ÷òîáû ñêàçàòü: "Ãîðêóò, òâîé ãîïóç (êîáûç),
ñëîâíî, ãîëåíü øåñòèëåòíåãî õîëîù¸íîãî âåðáëþäà. Îáòÿíè åãî êîæåé îäíîãîðáîãî

Ýïè÷åñêîå èñêóññòâî, íàðÿäó ñ äðóãèìè âèäàìè èñêóññòâà âûïîëíÿåò â îáùåñòâå
êîãíèòèâíóþ, êîìïåíñàöèîííóþ, ðåêðåàòèâíóþ, ýñòåòè÷åñêóþ, âäîõíîâëÿþùóþ,
ñîöèàëüíî-êîììóíèêàòèâíóþ, à òàêæå ñàìóþ çíà÷èìóþ è îòâåòñòâåííóþ ñðåäè
íèõ ñîöèàëüíî-âîñïèòàòåëüíóþ ôóíêöèþ.

Â òóðêìåíñêîì îáùåñòâå èñêóññòâî îçàíîâ âñåãäà âûïîëíÿëî âîñïèòàòåëüíóþ
ðîëü. È, êîíå÷íî-æå, â ýòîé ïåäàãîãè÷åñêîé ìèññèè, íåìàëîâàæíîå ìåñòî
ïðåäíàçíà÷àëîñü íðàâñòâåííîìó âîñïèòàíèþ. Áëàãîäàðÿ äåñòàíàì, ðàñêðûâàëàñü
ñèñòåìà ìîðàëüíûõ öåííîñòåé, óêàçûâàëèñü äóõîâíî-íðàâñòâåííûå íàïðàâëåíèÿ,
ñîñòàâëÿëàñü èäåàëüíàÿ ìîäåëü ïîâåäåíèÿ â ðàçëè÷íûõ æèçíåííûõ ñèòóàöèÿõ.
Ïåñåííî-ìóçûêàëüíîå èñêóññòâî, êàê îäíî èç ïðèçíàííûõ äðåâíèõ ñðåäñòâ
âîñïèòàòåëüíîãî ïðîöåññà, ïðîñëàâëÿëî ìîðàëüíóþ ÷åñòü è áëàãîðîäñòâî. Îíî
ó÷èëî è ó÷èò ëþäåé ñàìûì ïðåêðàñíûì, âûñîêèì, ëó÷øèì ÷åëîâå÷åñêèì íîðìàì,
ñîçäàâàÿ çàùèòíîå ÷óâñòâî, ïðîòèâ ãíóñíîãî è îòðèöàòåëüíîãî, ïðèçûâàåò ê
íðàâñòâåííîìó ñîâåðøåíñòâó, ïëîäîòâîðíî âïèòûâàÿ â ÷åëîâå÷åñêèå ñåðäöà ñàìîå
âàæíîå è ãóìàííîå. Òàêèì îáðàçîì, "îòøëèôîâûâàåò" ÷åñòü è ñîâåñòü,
íðàâñòâåííîñòü è ÷åëîâå÷íîñòü, äåëàåò èõ áîëåå áëàãîîáðàçíûìè è ñîâåðøåííûìè
[Rejebow,S. 1981. ñ. 50].

Èñêóññòâî îçàíîâ èìåëî è èìååò îãðîìíîå çíà÷åíèå â òðàíñìèññèè
íðàâñòâåííûõ èäåé ýïîñà "Ãîðêóò îòà". Ñêàçèòåëü ïîáóæäàåò â ñëóøàòåëå
(ðåöèïèåíòå) ê õóäîæåñòâåííûì îáðàçàì (Ñàëûð Ãàçàíó, Áóðëà õàòûí, Áàìñû
Áåéðåãó, Áàíó ×å÷åê...) ýìîöèîíàëüíîå ñî÷óâñòâèå, ñîïåðåæèâàíèå. Îí íå
îãðàíè÷èâàåòñÿ òîëüêî ïîâåñòâîâàíèåì ñîáûòèé ýïîñà "Ãîðêóò àòà", à ÿâëÿåòñÿ
ó÷èòåëåì ëè÷íîñòíîé ïñèõîëîãèè, äåéñòâóåò â êà÷åñòâå âîñïèòàòåëÿ.
Âîçíèêíîâåíèå ýìïàòèè ïðîáóæäàåò â ñîçíàíèè ÷åëîâåêà öåëåíàïðàâëåííûå
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àêòèâíûå ýòè÷åñêèå ïîíÿòèÿ, çàêàëÿåò äî êîíöà   íåîñîçíàííûå, íåîñìûñëåííûå
÷óâñòâà è èäåè, ïðåâðàùàåò èõ â îïðåäåë¸ííûå íðàâñòâåííûå óáåæäåíèÿ,
âîçâûøàÿ ÷åëîâå÷åñêîå äîñòîèíñòâî, äåëàåò ëþäåé äîáðåå, óêðàøàåò èõ
ìîðàëüíûìè êà÷åñòâàìè, è òåì ñàìûì, ñîçäà¸ò âåðó â ñâîè âíóòðåííèå ñèëû.
Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, îòêðûâàåò âîçìîæíîñòü â æèçíè ñîâåðøàòü ïîñòóïêè ïî äîáðîé
âîëå, òåì ñàìûì, âíîñèò áîëüøîé âêëàä â ñîâåðøåíèè òðàíñìèññèè íðàâñòâåííûõ
èäåé ýïîñà.

Ãëàâíîé öåëüþ äóõîâíî-íðàâñòâåííûõ öåííîñòåé ÿâëÿåòñÿ îòâåäåíèå ÷åëîâåêà
îò çëà, íàñòàâëåíèå åãî íà èñòèííûé ïóòü, äîñòèæåíèå â ðåçóëüòàòå ýòîãî
óâåëè÷åíèÿ ÷èñëà íðàâñòâåííî çðåëûõ ëþäåé è îáåñïå÷åíèå áëàãîïîëó÷íîé è
ïðåêðàñíîé æèçíè [Áåðäèìóõàìåäîâ,Ã. 2017. ñ.96]. Ýòîé öåëè ñëåäóåò Ãîðêóò àòà ñ
ýïè÷åñêèì èñêóññòâîì îçàíîâ, êîòîðîå   ïðèçíàåòñÿ âåëè÷àéøåé ñîöèàëüíîé è
äóõîâíîé öåííîñòüþ òóðêìåíñêîãî íàðîäà, îíà ýòè÷åñêè îáîãàùàåò ÷åëîâåêà,
äåëàåò åãî ìóäðåå, êîððåêòèðóåò ïîâåäåíèå.

Â íà÷àëå ñòàòüè ìû óïîìèíàëè î ôóíêöèÿõ ýïè÷åñêîãî èñêóññòâà. Åñëè ìû
ïîïûòàåìñÿ ñâÿçàòü ýòè ôóíêöèè èñêóññòâà ñ íðàâñòâåííûì âîñïèòàíèåì,
îáðàçóåòñÿ ñèñòåìíàÿ öåïü, ñ ïîñëåäîâàòåëüíûìè çâåíüÿìè. Êîãíèòèâíàÿ ôóíêöèÿ
ýïè÷åñêîãî èñêóññòâà ðàñøèðÿåò ìèðîâîççðåíèå ñëóøàòåëÿ, ñîâåðøåíñòâóåò
íàâûêè âîñïðèÿòèÿ. Çíà÷èò, îíî íå äîâîëüñòâóåòñÿ ïðîöåññîì çíàêîìñòâà ñ
íðàâñòâåííûì ñîäåðæàíèåì, à îáåñïå÷èâàåò âîñïðèÿòèå íðàâñòâåííûõ èäåé.
Ñëóøàòåëü äåñòàíà óñâàèâàåò ïîíÿòèÿ î äîáðå è çëå, çíàêîìèòñÿ ñ ãåðîÿìè,
êîòîðûå èõ ñîçäàþò, ñ õàðàêòåðàìè è ïîñòóïêàìè, ñîöèàëüíûìè îòíîøåíèÿìè,
îñìûñëèâàåò íðàâñòâåííûå ïðîáëåìû, ñîçäàþùèå ñëîæíóþ öåïü â ñîäåðæàíèè
äåñòàíà è â èòîãå, ó ëè÷íîñòè ôîðìèðóþòñÿ íåîáõîäèìûå íðàâñòâåííûå ïîíÿòèÿ.
Åù¸ îäíà îñîáåííîñòü ýòîé ôóíêöèè çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ â òîì, ÷òî ÷åëîâåê âûáèðàåò
ñåáå â ïðèìåð îáðàç ïîíðàâèâøåãîñÿ ãåðîÿ, íà÷èíàåò ïîäðàæàòü åìó, îáðàçó
æèçíè, ïåðåíèìàåò ëó÷øåå è ïðåâðàùàåò â ëè÷íîñòíûé ïðèíöèï. Â èòîãå
ôîðìèðóþòñÿ îñíîâàòåëüíûå ïîíÿòèÿ î ðàçëè÷èè äîáðà è çëà.

Ñëóøàÿ îçàíà, ñêàçèòåëÿ, àóäèòîðèÿ íå òîëüêî çíàêîìèòñÿ ñ ñîáûòèÿìè, à
áëàãîäàðÿ ñîïåðåæèâàíèþ, ñî÷óâñòâèþ íåâîëüíî ïîãðóæàåòñÿ â ìèð âûñîêèõ
ýìîöèé è ÷óâñòâ ãåðîÿ, íåîñîçíàííî çàäåâàÿ è ñâîè ÷óâñòâà, êîòîðûå çàòåðÿíû
èëè ñïðÿòàíû î÷åíü ãëóáîêî. Â ãëàâå ýïîñà "Ïîâåñòâîâàíèå î ñûíå Áàéáþðå Áàìñû
Áåéðåêå" â õóäîæåñòâåííîé ôîðìå îïèñàíà ëþáîâü äåâóøåê ê áðàòüÿì, ïðîÿâëåíèÿ
äîñòîéíûõ íðàâñòâåííûõ ÷óâñòâ. Ïðèìåð òîìó îòâåò áåçèðãåíîâ, äàííûé Áåéðåêó:

"Ñíÿâ áåëîå, îäåëè ÷åðíîå
Â ïàìÿòü î òåáå, Áàìñû!
Ñåìü ðîäñòâåííèö íà ñåìè äîðîãàõ ðàçëóêè
Ïëà÷óò, ÿ âèäåë, êàê ñâîè ùåêè, ñëîâíî îñåííèå ÿáëîêè,
Îíè ðàçîäðàëè, ãîâîðÿ: óøåë è íå âåðíåòñÿ áðàò,
Ñëåçû öàðèëè, ÿ âèäåë, Áàìñû!" [Kitaby dàdem Gorkut. 2015. ñ. 79.]
Ñòîí è ïëà÷ ñåñòðû, èäóùåé ïî âîäó, ñîæàëåíèå î íåñ÷àñòüå, ñëó÷èâøåìñÿ ñ

áðàòîì, ÷òî "ñâàäåáíîå òîðæåñòâî òâîå ïðåâðàòèëîñü â íåñ÷àñòüå" [Kitaby d?dem
Gorkut. 2015. ñ. 83], îêàçûâàåò òàêîå ñèëüíîå âîçäåéñòâèå íå òîëüêî íà Áåéðåêà,
íî è, ó àóäèòîðèè. Êîãäà â ïîâåñòâîâàíèè ó ãåðîÿ, èñïûòàâøåãî ãîðå÷ü ñòðàäàíèé,
âûçâàííûõ ðàçëóêîé, ïðîñíóëèñü áðàòñêèå ÷óâñòâà, èç ãëàç åãî ïîòåêëè ñëåçû,
íåâîëüíî, ñë¸çû ïîÿâëÿþòñÿ è ó ÷èòàòåëÿ èëè ñëóøàòåëÿ.  Ñîïåðåæèâàíèå
óñèëèâàåòñÿ ïðè îáðàùåíèè áðàòà ê ñåñòðå:
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"Ýõ, äåâèöà,
×òî òû ñòîíåøü, îïëàêèâàÿ áðàòà
Ñãîðåëà ïå÷åíü, âûãîðåëî íóòðî,
Çíàòü, íå ñòàëî áðàòà òâîåãî,
Ñåðäöå òâîå îáëèòî ãîðÿ÷èì ìàñëîì.
Ñîäðîãíóëàñü òâîÿ ÷åðíàÿ ïå÷åíêà". [Kitaby dàdem Gorkut. 2015. ñ. 83]
Èñõîäÿ èç ýòîãî ïðèìåðà, ìîæíî îòìåòèòü, ÷òî ñåðäå÷íûå ñòðàäàíèÿ äåâóøêè

ñòàëè ðåøàþùèì ôàêòîðîì âîçðîæäåíèÿ ó åå áðàòà, a òàêæå ó ðåöèïèåíòà ñòðåìëåíèÿ
ê ñî÷óâñòâèþ. Ïîòåðÿ áðàòà ïðèâåëà ê óòðàòå â æèçíè äåâóøêè ÷óâñòâ ðàäîñòè,
ñ÷àñòüÿ, óìåíèÿ óëûáàòüñÿ æèçíè. Äåâóøêà ñ÷èòàåò ýòó óòðàòó íåçàæèâàþùåé ðàíîé
ñóäüáû, äàæå ìóçûêà íå ñïîñîáíà ðàçâåÿòü å¸ ïå÷àëü, îíà ñêîðáèò:

"Íå èãðàé, íå ïîé, ïåâåö!
Íåñ÷àñòíîé ìíå çà÷åì íóæåí ïåâåö?!
Îáâàëèëèñü (÷åðíûå) ãîðû íàïðîòèâ,
Ñðóáèëè îãðîìíîå äåðåâî, íå óñïåâøåå äàòü òåíü,
Çàáðàëè èç ýòîãî ìèðà ìîåãî ðîäíîãî".

÷åðíûå ãëàçà ïîëíû êðîâàâûìè ñëåçàìè. Ïîäîïëåêîé ýòîé ãîðåñòè, èñïûòûâàåìîé
äåâóøêîé, ÿâëÿåòñÿ åå áåçìåðíàÿ ëþáîâü, ïèòàåìàÿ ê ñòàðøåìó áðàòó. Ñëóøàÿ
èëè ÷èòàÿ ýòîò ýïèçîä, â íàñ íà÷èíàþò ïóëüñèðîâàòü ðîäñòâåííûå ÷óâñòâà,
êîòîðûå çàñòàâëÿþò íå òîëüêî çàäóìàòüñÿ è îñîçíàòü íàñ ñàìèõ ñåáÿ, íî è
îòêðûâàþò ãëàçà íà çíà÷èìîñòü ðîäñòâåííûõ îòíîøåíèé, íà èõ íðàâñòâåííóþ
íàãðóçêó è îòâåòñòâåííîñòü, ïîðîé íðàâñòâåííûå âçãëÿäû ìåíÿþòñÿ ïîñëå
ïðîïóñêàíèÿ ÷åðåç ñåáÿ âñþ äóøåâíóþ áîëü ãåðîÿ. Íåèìîâåðíàÿ, óæå ñîáñòâåííàÿ
äóøåâíàÿ áîëü óñèëèâàåòñÿ, åñëè â ðåàëüíîé æèçíè ìû ïåðåæèëè ïîòåðþ ðîäíûõ,
è òÿæêèå âîñïîìèíàíèÿ äàþò ïîâîä ãîðå÷è ïîëíîñòüþ çàâëàäåòü íàøèì ñåðäöåì.
Çàäà¸ìñÿ âîïðîñîì, íå â ýòîì ëè çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ ñèëà ýïè÷åñêîãî èñêóññòâà? Ñèëà,
êîòîðàÿ äåëàåò íàñ ñîâåðøåííåå è ãðàìîòíåå, äîáðåå è âåëèêîäóøíåå, ðîäíåå
áëèçêèì â íðàâñòâåííîì ïëàíå.

 Ãîðêóò àòà ñëàãàë â ÷åñòü ãåðîåâ "Îãóçíàìå", ÷åìó ó÷èë è äðóãèõ îçàíîâ, òåì
ñàìûì, âäîõíîâëÿÿ èõ íà ïîäâèãè [Êíèãà ìîåãî äåäà Êîðêóòa. 1962.ñ.149]. Ãîðêóò
àòà ïåðâûé îçàí, íàñòàâíèê è ó÷èòåëü, ñâÿòîé îçàíîâ. Âî ìíîãèõ Îãóçíàìàõ  Ãîðêóò
àòà âûñòóïàåò íå òîëüêî â êà÷åñòâå ñîâåòíèêà è ïîìîùíèêà, îí åù¸ áûë
íàñòàâíèêîì è âîñïèòàòåëåì, åãî ïåñíè  çàêëþ÷àëè â ñåáå íàïóòñòâèÿ, ïîæåëàíèÿ,
íàñòàâëåíèÿ, ïîó÷åíèÿ. Ó ãîïóçà äåäà Ãîðêóòà åñòü ñâÿùåííàÿ ñèëà, ïîýòîìó îí
ïîëüçîâàëñÿ îñîáûì óâàæåíèåì ãåðîåâ.

Â ñòàòüå "Îãóçêèé ãåðîè÷åñêèé ýïîñ è "Êíèãà Êîðêóòà" Â.Ì. Æèðìóíñêèé äà¸ò
ñëåäóþùóþ îöåíêó èñêóññòâó îçàíîâ: "Â "Êíèãå Êîðêóòà" óçàí èãðàåò íà êîáçå.
Íà êîáçå àêêîìïàíèðóþò ñâîèì ïåñíÿì è îãóçñêèå áîãàòûðè, íå ÿâëÿþùèåñÿ
ïðîôåññèîíàëüíûìè íàðîäíûìè ïåâöàìè, íàïðèìåð Ñàëîð - Êàçàí(XÈ), Äåðñå-
õàí (È), Êàí-Òóðàëè(VÈ), Ñåãðåê(X). Êîáçà äåäà Êîðêóòà ïîëüçóåòñÿ îñîáûì
óâàæåíèåì ãåðîåâ: "ðàäè óâàæåíèÿ ê êîáçå ìîåãî äåäà Êîðêóòà" Ñåãðåê íå ðåøàåòñÿ
áðîñèòüñÿ ñ ìå÷îì íà ñâîåãî áðàòà Ýãðåêà, êîòîðîãî îí ïðèíèìàåò çà ãÿóðà,
ïîõèòèâøåãî ó íåãî ýòîò äðàãîöåííûé ïðåäìåò. Ïî-âèäèìîìó, êîáçà ýòà?
ìàãè÷åñêèé èíñòðóìåíò, êîòîðûì Êîðêóò âëàäååò êàê âåùèé ïåâåö. [Êíèãà ìîåãî
äåäà Êîðêóòa. 1962.ñ.149]

Íàïðèìåð, â ãëàâå "Ïîâåñòâîâàíèå î çàõâàòå ñûíà Ñàëûð Ãàçàíà Îðîçà" êîãäà
âðàãè ïëåí¸ííîìó Ñàëûð Ãàçàíó â ðóêè äàþò ãîïóç, ñ öåëüþ çàñòàâèòü åãî
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âîñõâàëÿòü èõ,  áîãàòûðü, îñíîâûâàÿñü íà íðàâñòâåííûå óáåæäåíèÿ è ÷óâñòâà,
ïåñíåé âûñêàçûâàåò ñâîè æèçíåííûå ïðèíöèïû, è êàê ïîäîáàåò âåðíîìó ñûíó
ñâîåãî íàðîäà, îòâå÷àåò, ÷òî íèêîãäà íå õâàëèëñÿ, åù¸ áîëåå íèêîãäà íå óâàæàë
õâàñòóíîâ, è òåì áîëåå íèêîãäà íå áóäåò õâàëèòü âðàãîâ, íå  ïåðåñòóïèò ÷åðåç
Ðîäèíó-ìàòóøêó, íàðîä è íàöèþ, íå ïðåäàñò êîðíè ñâîè.

 Â ïåðâîé ãëàâå ýïîñà Äèðñå õàí ïðîñèò ó ñâîèõ ïðåäàòåëåé âîèíîâ ãîïóç è
ïîñðåäñòâîì ïåñíè äóýòîì, ñòàðàåòñÿ óáåäèòü ñûíà áåç áîÿ îòêàçàòüñÿ îò âîéíû.
Ñèëîé âîçäåéñòâèÿ ñëîâà è ìóçûêè èñêóññòâà îçàíîâ, ïåðåäàâàÿ ñâîè îòöîâñêèå
÷óâñòâà, ïûòàåòñÿ çàùèòèòü ñûíà. Îáðàòèòå âíèìàíèå, êîãäà  ñèëà äðóãèõ  ñðåäñòâ
ïåðåñòà¸ò äåéñòâîâàòü íà ñîçíàíèå ÷åëîâåêà, â áîé âñòóïàåò ìóçûêàëüíî-ýïè÷åñêîå
èñêóññòâî, ïðè êîòîðîì âîçäåéñòâèå ñëîâà óâåëè÷èâàåòñÿ âî ìíîãî ðàç.

Èñêóññòâî îçàíîâ âûïîëíÿëî äóõîâíóþ, ïñèõîëîãè÷åñêóþ ôóíêöèþ. Îá ýòîì
ñâèäåòåëüñòâóåò ãëàâà "Ïîâåñòâîâàíèå î ñûíå ñòàðöà Ãàíãëû Ãàíòóðàëû".
Ãàíòóðàëû, ÷òîáû æåíèòüñÿ íà ëþáèìîé äåâóøêå, äîëæåí ïîáåäèòü òð¸õ æèâîòíûõ.
Â ýòîì íåëåãêîì äåëå ïðîñèò ó ñâîèõ äðóçåé ìîðàëüíîé è äóõîâíîé ïîääåðæêè:
"Ýé, ñîðîê ìîèõ äðóçåé, ñîðîê áðàòüåâ, çà÷åì ïëà÷åòå? Ïðèíåñèòå ãîïóç,
âîñõâàëÿéòå ìåíÿ". Óìåëî âîñïîëüçîâàâøèñü îäóõîòâîðÿþùåé ñèëîé ïåñåííî-
ìóçûêàëüíîãî èñêóññòâà, çàâî¸âûâàåò ïîáåäó. Òàê æå â ïðîèçâåäåíèè ñ êîáçîé
âûñòóïàåò è Áàìñè-Áåéðåê, ïåðåîäåâøèéñÿ ïåâöîì (óçàíîì), íà ñâàäåáíîì ïèðó
ñâîåé æåíû ñ îáìàíùèêîì ßðòà÷óêîì (III) [Êíèãà ìîåãî äåäà Êîðêóòa. 1962.ñ.
149]. Ïðèäÿ íà ñâàäüáó ñ ãîïóçîì â ðóêàõ, íà÷èíàåò ïåòü, çàìûñåë "êîâàðíîé
ëæè" îí ïîáåæäàåò ñ ïîìîùüþ ïåñíè è ìóçûêè.

Ïåñíÿ è ðàññêàç, ñëèâàÿñü â îäíî åäèíîå â äðåâíåì ýïè÷åñêîì èñêóññòâå,
âîñïèòûâàþò ïàòðèîòèçì, íðàâñòâåííîñòü, êðàñîòó, åäèíñòâî è ãóìàíèçì. Ìóäðîå
è ñâÿùåííîå ñëîâî Ãîðêóòà, ñîåäèíèâøèñü ñ ïðåêðàñíîé ìóçûêîé ãîïóçà, èìååò
íåèìîâåðíîå âîçäåéñòâèå íà ÷åëîâå÷åñêèå äóøè, ïðîáóæäàåò íàöèîíàëüíóþ
ãîðäîñòü, îçíàìåíóåò âåëèêóþ òóðêìåíñêóþ íðàâñòâåííîñòü. Â ýïîñå ñóùåñòâóåò
ïîñëîâèöà "Íîãà êîíÿ õðîìà, ÿçûê îçàíà ïðîâîðåí!" [Êíèãà ìîåãî äåäà Êîðêóòa.
1962.ñ. 32], êîòîðàÿ èìååò ãëóáîêîå ñìûñëîâîå ñîäåðæàíèå. Îíî äà¸ò âûñîêóþ
îöåíêó ñïîñîáíîñòè è óìåíèþ îçàíà, äåñòàí÷è, èñïîëüçóÿ ñèëó ñëîâà è èñêóññòâà,
ãëóáîêî óáåæäàòü, ñâîåâðåìåííî è ïðàâèëüíî âîçäåéñòâîâàòü íà ñîçíàíèå ëè÷íîñòè.

Ýïè÷åñêîå èñêóññòâî, âêëþ÷àÿ â ñåáÿ íàñòàâëåíèÿ Ãîðêóòà è íåîáúÿòíûé îêåàí
íðàâñòâåííûõ èäåé, ñëóæèò ìîñòîì â ïåðåäà÷å ìóäðîñòè è ìîðàëè â ÷åëîâå÷åñêóþ
äóøó è ñîçíàíèå. Ïîïóëÿðèçèðóåò äîñòîéíóþ æèçíü Ñàëûð Ãàçàíà, Áóðëà õàòûí,

Values accord to selected targets in the field of spiritual development strategy
"Kazakhstan - 2050", where the health, education and welfare of citizens are identified
as the top priorities [Baltabayev, M.H. 2003]. The starting point for the practical
implementation of the reform of society should be the unity of the process of production
of material goods and the development of an individual. Items attributed to cultural
values are "the moral and aesthetic ideals, norms and patterns of behavior, languages,
dialects and sub-dialects, national traditions and customs, historical place names,
folklore, arts and crafts, works of art and culture, methods and results of scientific
research of cultural activities which have historical and cultural significance, buildings,
structures, objects and technology, unique in the historical and cultural area " [Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan from December 24,1996]. This implies that the core cultural
values of the Republic of Kazakhstan are the products and artifacts, state and potential
of the creative art of the peoples of this country. A.N. Nysanbayev states: "Becoming a
sovereign state, Kazakhstan, like other countries must realize that Kazakhstan has no
permanent friends and permanent enemies, but only eternal national interests. If they
are ignored, it can quickly undermine the young and feeble country" [Nysanbayev,
A.N. 1999].

Materials and methods

The purpose of this study is to study the concept of West-East, their mutual influence,
identifying the influence of unstable socio-economic and political factors on the formation
of worldview, the causes of the destruction of a person's value orientation in the modern
globalizing world. The methodological basis of this analysis was general scientific methods,
such as theoretical, logical and systems analysis, historical and comparative analysis.
An important contribution to the historical and literary foundations of the study are the
works of MS. Bakhtin, A.N. Nysanbayeva, M. Shakhanova, D.S. Likhachev and many
others. In the course of this study, the author analyzes in detail the moral and aesthetic
values of the cultural heritage formed under the influence of technological civilization.

Discussion and results
"West" and "East" concepts in globalization context

Meaning of the life is always topical question for humankind. Especially this issue
became important on the threshold of the 21st century.

In the series of global anxieties century were fascism, totalitarianism, with its massive
repression, forcing large numbers of people leave their homes, hunger, walking on the
planet, growing up to universal scale environmental problems " [Nysanbayev, A.N. 2004].

In the twentieth century colonial empires have fallen,  but the relationship  has not
disappeared, just changed the form of its execution. Economic chain is not less strong
than the military-political. On the world stage there raised a new type of empire - a

progress and economic growth. And it is absolute fair. The human mind has penetrated
into the microcosmos, mastered nuclear energy. He has reached the heights in rocketry
and astronautics. There were achieved great achievements in television and radio
communications, microelectronics and molecular biology.

But what is in the other side of coin? More and more sophisticated and destructive
weapons, the environmental crisis and the creation of a consumer culture, catastrophically
losing spirituality and filling the vacuum industry pleasures. Increasing economic
inequality, the extreme poverty of some and over-enrichment of others. Ch. Aitmatov
and Ch. Shakhanov  in their  dialogue "Crying over  a precipice Hunter  (confession at
the end of the century)" pay attention to these problems.

From the point of view of M. Shakhanov, our civilization approached to the brink of
a precipice because the spirit priority is forgotten. He writes that the western mind which
has destroyed traditional values and under the badge of scientific experiment (at the
beginning of a century) anatomizing and systematizing "the three-dimensional world",
addressed then to a life's wrong side, to the dark, "return" side" of a human nature and
the world. "All forbidden, unusual, unknown draws of its sick attention, and habitual
and traditional, "positive" lost any interest and value. This fundamental installation of
the European consciousness defined the general atmosphere and cultural orientation of
the West at the end of the 20th century" [Aitmatov, Ch., Shahanov, M. 1996].

Ch. Aitmatov totally agrees with him. "What a pity that for a long time we didn't pay
attention to this fact. Alive person is weaved from different actions: creative and
destructive, deliberate and spontaneous. Labyrinths of internal life of the person are
difficult and dangerous. But anyway, to prevent the birth of the blood-sucker from the
blood-sucker, villains from the villain, to besiege plague of a mankurtizm starting up in
revelry and a zombizm - the greatest duty of all mankind" [Ibid].

Who can be responsible for this immorality? How is it possible to be sure for the
country future when the future generation is absorbing doubtful values made from cheap
literature, the low-standard commercial films penetrated by spirit of violence, murder, a
robbery!? In our society concept of democratic freedom is understood improperly. The
television is fulfilled with films about violence, mockeries and tortures, book counters
burst with low-standard melodramas, fighters and thrillers, which has nothing common
with high art, propagandizing and introducing the "way of life" which alien to strategic
ideals and traditional ethics of national experience in consciousness of our people. "Where
in a basis of education lies murder, we will receive either the kamikaze or James Bond"
[Ibid]. Owing to this fact the European culture winds to this day on hell circles, in forces
to overcome an attraction of destructive temptations and ideas� Oriental experience of
overcoming of this problem isn't always applicable to the western consciousness alien to
metaphysics and based on rational mentality, though the West is on the threshold of
opening of meta-historical reality and methods of its comprehension [Ibid].

According to scientists, 20th century became the tragedy for a human civilization
because it subjected its foundations to the various social experiments which destroyed
and have carried away them, irrespective of a nationality, the religion, carried them
away to utopian idea of social equality. As result world outlook values, spiritual reference
points, the main living positions of people have been destroyed [Ibid].

Results of this process are so plentiful that it is impossible not to notice them. They
entered into our life and became its integral part. It is crime, terrorism, corruption,

vandalism, alcoholism, drug addiction, fanaticism and many other things. When
opposition of two ideologies left after emptiness and captured by a panic and fear of
people ended, there were even more favorable circumstances for extremists of all
colors, beginning from politicians, finishing platform and cinema "stars", not to mention
the sphere of criminal "pleasures".

As product of urbanization raised new community, which has received new definition
"the masses", where borders patrimonial lines as the personality, and ethnos are slowly
but surely deformed. The city a framework of the limited space presses people, their will
and destinies, concentrating in itself huge potential of social energy. In the same borders
concentrates huge man-triggered energy in the form of giants of the industry, objects of
the increased danger to the person and environment.

The number of man-triggered and natural disasters, emergency situations grows.
Probability of one person to influence to whole universe is increasing. All this occurs in
the environment of the expanding mass which cannot be structured, has no traditions,
and inadequately reacts to occurring events, averages and it depersonalizes the person.
The mass is easily excitable, cruel and irresponsible - it is the fine environment for
suggestion and "social zombing". It is possible to title 20th century an eyelid of urbanization
and the masses which has acted as essentially new generator of social energy, the
carrier of mass ideologies, mass cultures, radical quasireligions.

Civilization of any state is defined, first of all, by its relation to a cultural heritage.
Before a state policy of Kazakhstan in the field of culture there is a double task: on the
one hand it is necessary to develop a complex of the actions directed on development
and maintenance of original ethnic cultures; with another - creation of conditions for
optimum development and painless integration into uniform of universal culture. As it is
stated in the concept of social cultural development of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
cultural heritage allows the people to remember traditions of the past, to derive spiritual
strength, skillfully introduce it in lines of other cultures for development of process of
consciousness. From identity of national cultures form unity of cultural values of the
people of Kazakhstan. Therefore the Republic of Kazakhstan will keep and protect a
cultural heritage of all people, will provide equality of cultures and the right of each
people to approve, preserve and develop the cultural originality.

Careful relation to own cultural heritage and the perception of valuable elements of
other cultures is the unique way of development of human civilization. All its main
achievements are obtained in this way. For example, we all admire the achievements of
medieval Muslim culture in the period of the beginning of 9th century and 13th centuries,
which is considered as Islamic Golden age.  In that period was recognized as the second
teacher al-Farabi who wrote his immortal treatise, Avicenna completed his 12 volume
work on medicine, Khoja Ahmat Yassawi raises human spirituality to an unprecedented
level, urban culture of Central Asia provides the most advanced patterns of material and
spiritual culture, etc. for that time. Researchers of this phenomenon point to many
reasons and factors of heyday of the culture (synthesis of Arabian, Iranian and Turkic
cultures, the role of the Great Silk Road, the dynamics of the nomadic civilizations,
the role of Islamic civilization and spiritual potential of Tengrianism, Zoroastrianism,
Manichaeism and other indigenous religions and etc.). But I want to draw attention to
one more situation and it is connected with the translation of the cultural heritage of
humanity. It is well-known fact that Caliph al-Ma'mun in Baghdad,  the capital of the
Arab Caliphate,  contributed to the opening of the House of Scientists in the city and
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asked to translate into Arabic English major works of ancient Greek philosophers and
thinkers. All this contributed to the dialogue of cultures and through it to its heyday.
Beginnings of the President on the state program "Cultural heritage" can be compared
with the acts of the Caliph Mamun.

Problems of revival of cultural heritage are closely related with mental essence of
people, it affects meaning of life aspects. Cultural heritage - is a testament of one
generation to the next as connecting thread. As a French moralist de Chamfort writes,
what can most of people see in it, when society is not sealed with mind, not quickened
sense, when there is no origin of benevolence and sharing worthy? He can see only
fair, gambling houses, hostelry, and bandit den. But the memory remains and imperishable
creations of ancestors live. Ancient nomads were right to understand their actions and
perceive what is happening in the world as a common desire and common human
creativity. Past is not what passed and will not return, the future is not what is waiting
for us then, and all of them are woven into the present.

Analyzing the role and place of cultural heritage in long-term development of the
country, there's always a problem, which cannot be ignored as a ratio of the tradition
and innovation in the social and cultural dynamics of the country. There can be
distinguished three forms of interaction:

1) Resistance and boycott of the new, return to the old order and values;
2) Breaking tradition by borrowing new values and orders;
3) Transformation of the new and making it acceptable to tradition forms.
If in traditional culture exist (or it easily implanted) values of growth and

development, the elements of modernization, innovation, it is accepted to say about
the society in which these elements have space for development, as the best traditional
society. The connection of the values of modernization with the national cultural identity
creates the possibility of realization of the optimistic scenario of the way of entering the
modern civilization. This core feature of constructive and practical effective cultural
policy more fully expressed in Japan, works effectively to economic prosperity "young
dragon" of Southeast Asia, which had proved its resilience in the modernization of
China. Implementing the state program "Cultural Heritage", the Republic of Kazakhstan
should take into account this experience. However, the revival of the practice of cultural
heritage through the absolute cultural and ethnic identity, the construction of a new
"Chinese wall" between the East and the West, the North and the South in an attempt
to reform, for example post-colonial and post-totalitarian countries, and rejection of
modern globalization slogans, which show us religious and political nationalism in
some countries of the Muslim East, African Negritude theory, ideas of Chuchhe and
etc. all of these demonstrate their ineffectiveness or even have a devastating impact on
the culture, economy and society.

Program 'Cultural Heritage' is being realized in the conditions of development of
globalization and westernization processes. In the past it seemed that globalization will
lead to unification and westernization will be peculiar to whole nations. However
process of mastering of the west culture, gave contradicting results.  West civilization
formed without participation of oriental countries passed limits of ethnical culture and
begin claiming universalism. Ideals of oriental cultures (sense of harmony, harmony
between a man and a nature, reconciliation of extremes, religiousness etc.) were not
attached to the western culture and predetermined formation of non-Western type of
an individual.
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Turn to the monuments of history and culture is an indicator of our spiritual maturity
and inner freedom. What course of action should I choose to remain a free man, in
order to survive in this an imperfect, sometimes absurd world? Initially, a person needs
support to self-affirm for his human essence in this absurd world. This support can be
served by different things. But you never know how people can claim their separateness,
individualism. Now liberal education in broad sense of its meaning should be considered
as support for self-affirmation.  Glory of an individual is confirmed by his education,
his freedom and dignity are inconceivable without the knowledge which is received as
a result of the assimilation of cultural heritage, both his national and the whole mankind.

An educated man, feeling the past, nature, space, as part of his life, as his ancestral
house and who feels his need in their care, is a very special person. It is impossible for
him to lose or forget the past. He will not be looking at cultural values and history
heartlessly. But he will try to understand, to feel, to hear the voices, issues of the past,
the experience of others. Therefore, cultural heritage is cultural dialogue, time dialogue.

"To feel something alien as native" - translation greatly helps this communication
strategy of culture, as it provides intercultural communication in the level of texts. To
some extent every cultural activity can be considered as communicative, because it
contains and expresses certain information. The communicative aspect grows into the
cultural dialogue in translation.

Therefore, we consider translation as a channel of initiation to global cultural heritage,
as a way to enrich your own cultural resources.

Typically, a large number of problems emerge during translation of information
from one language to another. The greatest difficulty in contact with the other culture
raise due to inability to acquire symbolic space because of ignorance of its cultural code.
Obviously, that an accurate translation is impossible because of the different images of
the world created by different languages. The development of another language, and its
use - whether it is a live communication or translation - mediates the new position of
"the old view of the world."

On the crest of a wave of information civilization of culture permeates either in the
field of direct creation, and either in the start of production, life and human existence
itself. This concentration makes a person be responsible for his fate. Personality is open
to freedom. That motivates him to cross all borders, bypassing the line between good
and evil, within temptation of self-assertion, in focusing only himself (egoism I). Conflict
of aspirations awakens conscience, finds man at crossroads (there is a struggle between
good and evil) and requiring him to act on the decision, which, however, does not
guarantee his (human) goodness till "the rest of his life.

Dialectic of global social-spiritual processes of 20th and the beginning of the 21st
centuries in dramatic peripeteia had enriched philosophy of civilization with new behavior
stereotypes where general universal does not exclude patriotic, cultural heritage
consolidated as component of  the universe. Cultural heritage is confessed as initial
environment of transformation of general human moral rules into national cosmos and
contemporary interest to its canons is certainly, sign of humanization of a society. In the
other hand, idealization of the ancient experience which reached to us in deep-rooted
forms of way of life and mythologized comprehension of phenomena of the reality
would mean in the epoch of qualitative change of general environment of humankind
and dynamism of all sides of his life as such halt in development without which essence
of an individual would lose any meaning. So, in the art it is justified doubts of personage
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as condition caused in one hand by trouble, from the other hand with difficulty of
rationalization of contemporary phenomena of human activities, and with imperfectness
of established moral categories.

In spite the fact of enormous technical achievements of contemporary civilization, in
the sphere of cultural heritage and moral culture it is facing with serious crisis phenomena.
Beside world economic crisis, humanity is experiencing either poverty of his moral,
spiritual basis. This is reflected in relations of a man and the universe, man and man.

We cannot ignore either influence of features of the 20th century to the psychics of
a man: wars, concentrations camps, repressions and political issues, unceasing waves of
crisis situations almost in all spheres of human activities which came as heritage to the
21st century. It is peculiar tragedy of an individual which is numerous times faced
before his moral choice.

Mutual hatred, national disagreement, superstitions and prejudices, fanaticism have
been tormenting humanity transferring from generation to generation as frightful heritage,
as gloomy perdition which is hanging over people. Beside these social vices human
hearts were suffering torments with eternal problems, with eternal confrontations between
life and death, physical illnesses and health, beauty and jealousy etc. It becomes vivid
that society of consumption does not have the future, there is too much of spiritual
costs. It has already become clear its resource and economic extents.

Dream about a man and humanity, far from all cultural heritage, is loss of the whole
world of values and wealth. Culture has never been and will never be human abstractedly.
It is always concrete i.e. national, individual, peculiar to people. Only in this feature it
can reach general humanistic level.

N. Berdiaev writes: 'A man enters to humanity through national individuality, as
national person, but not as abstract man as Russian, French, German or English
man� National man is more than a simple man. He has general genetic and individual
national features. One can wish unity and friendship  of Russians,  French people,
English men and Germans and all the other nations of the world. But we cannot wish
that features of national identities, national spiritual types and cultures have been
disappeared in the earth [ Berdyaev, N.A. 1990].

One of the main themes of contemporary art is search of spiritual moral orientations
which would let a humanity to feel confidence in new historical circumstances. Moral
and aesthetic values of cultural heritage are formed in the process of art creation. An
artist creates artistic composition which creates artistic reality expressing artistic thinking
with aesthetic impact. For creation of artistic composition, he uses figures and artistic
reality is created through artistic methods and means, which compose arsenal of art.
Whole creativity process represents multi-level and multi stage action which can be
imagined as construction of house of artistic reality where artistic reality lives. Building
materials for this house are flowers, light, sounds, words, actions etc. All these represent
the part of aesthetics which is titled as sphere of artistic activity of people.  Widening this
image to artist creator, we can see that he must be simultaneously producer of fabrics,
builder and architecture.  Who will settle in the house will depend on the author's
professionalism. According to M. Bakhtin: 'author is a sole forming energy which is not
given in psychologically concept consciousness but in significant cultural product and
its active reaction is given through its conditioned structure of active vision of a character
as whole unity in the structure of its image, rhythm, in intonation structure and choice
of notional moments' [. Bahtin, M.M. 1986].
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Art (rather its creation) is imperishable. It is connected with people as with 'consumers'
of creativity, with condition of their spirituality, deformed irrelevance of art. It is
related with added to historical field of art with new lands which can be sewn not with
grass, but with noxious weeds. What is more if not to discard that grayness, banality
from art, it will feed humanity with all its assortment.

Art as science could not resist to powerful stream of the 21st century which involved
it into industry of satisfaction and transferred it into a kind of commercial spiritual
'bacon' which captures taste of consumer: sharp feelings, illusions, hallucinations etc.
Academician D.S. Likhachev stated: 'I do not believe into progress in decrease of
culture' [ Lihachev, D.S.1989].

Human spirit is a casket with numerous unsolved riddles. Who can guarantee that
ascended sprout of kindness will not be swept and trampled by vindictiveness and
exasperation caused by life difficulties and deprivation? Sometimes life circumstances
and environment can lead a man to obduracy. "Cruelty generates cruelty" [Aitmatov,
Ch., Shahanov, M.1996].

It is possible to title 21st  century as century of informational technologies and the
masses which has acted as essentially new generator of social energy, the carrier of
mass ideologies, mass cultures, radical quasireligions. Development of informational
technologies lead to replacement of technologies which aimed to get necessities of
material values and services for people, with technologies of 'abstertion' of brains
aiming to get required type of consciousness and culture. Informational boom,
communicative nets and unbelievable impact on all human organs of sense. This is the
only abundance which man knows. This is an abundance to aversion and dullness.

All problems of an individual and collective character lie in human nature. At the
turn of centuries the life arises really significant question: will we be able to wake up
earlier than the concentration of exposable problem will achieve its critical point?

Crisis of spirituality is related with unceasing cataclysms, because of which a human
is perishing, hardening, losing his social relations and stops believing to anyone. His
soul is emptied. It appeared absolutely new situation. It is going feverish search of
guides, mechanisms, balances and by his natural essence a human is arriving to the
simple social relations. On this basis there are easily developing religious and political
charlatans and totalitarian monsters.  People are searching for love but facing holders of
kindness with claw or  they are directly worshipping the evil.

As M. Orynbekov states: 'Moral decline is highly influence to youths, since they are
devoid from ideals of purity and loyalty, wisdom and honor from the early childhood
and as result they gravitate to betrayal, squabbles and scandals" [Orynbekov, M.S. 1995].
Today it is the most appropriate time to think about with what thinking and feelings we
are entering to the future. Will we be able to wake up a human in a human?

Crisis of humanism in the world brings up problem of a human to stay a man in a
spiritual meaning rather that rational person, a man with conscience. Ch. Aitmatov
writes: 'the worst of the threatening dangers for us is neither atomic, neither heat  or
other similar threatens of physical destructions of humanity (probably of all the universe)
in the Earth, but rather destruction of humanity in human. This is a catastrophe which
means that a human could not become a human" [Aitmatov, Ch., Ikeda, J. 1994].

Revival of national self-consciousness should be begun from up-bringing of youth
who are the future of a country. Youths must have good higher education, developing
high intellectual level and civic maturity. It is necessary to revive unity of intensions and
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aspirations which will be ruled by honor and will make regulations. It is necessary to get
united in the sake of preservation of unique spiritual culture, mother-tongue, history
and sovereignty.

In contemporary society there are enlarging such negative conditions and temper as
loss of belief and decrease of role of religion, disappointment in ideologies and political
systems, loss of belief to heads and higher leaders, widening  scepsis to science, extended
approach to social unfairness. Because of all these factors concepts of love, kindness,
truth and consciousness are disappearing, stagnation of art and entrance to it of different
types of surrogates significantly strengthens tendency of loss of 'eternal' values. Lack of
moral ideals and impersonality of moral norms are badly influencing on spiritual condition
of people.

National systems of morality peculiarly form universal moral concepts. The simplest
of moral ideas include respect for elders, patriotism, hard work and solidarity. They
accumulate in the concept of the conscience of the people. Conscience of the nation,
constantly guarded and multiplied by its best representatives,  is inseparable from the
state, the vast expanses of land, from her soul - culture and language. Live and work in
good conscience is inherent, perhaps, to all nations and people, but to the Western
mentality is typical to live by the rules, the laws, whereas we traditionally from generation
to generation commandment to live honestly, in order  not be ashamed before the
memory of ancestors and court of the descendants.

The general concept of morality cannot be reduced either to the will of the Supreme
Being, or to an inherited capacity for self-sacrifice, or to service to the economic and
political interests of certain social groups.

  It is important to emphasize that today it is necessary to abandon the idea of the
existence of one, the only true morality.  Each of the areas of morality has in its content
a rational principle,  reflects some real aspect of this phenomenon. The closest to the
truth is the understanding of morality as a separate, stand-alone part of human existence
expressing its special quality - quality of humanity.

 Inner world of a man is the main thing that determines the moral value and moral
character of an individual.  Understand oneself and one's place and meaning of existence
is possible only through relation to other people, to society. Man lives in the complex
world of the intersection of the natural and social, individual and social, private and
collective. Moral condition of the people depends on relations in society.

Conclusion

To become a man, Homo sapiens, he needs a soul - a special light of the Supreme
Spirit. Spirituality itself is recognizable by certain criteria. One of its main features is
unselfishness, which protects from the alienation from humanity, patriotism, personal
thoughts and ideals of service to the fatherland. It is an indicator of spirituality of the
society and civilization of public relations, protecting the souls of men from moral
corruption, callousness. Culture is based on the spiritual consequence of spirituality,
civilization A spiritual aspiration creates prerequisites for the ideal, the possibility of
perception and concentration of national and universal values.  Values are shown where
there are spiritual prerequisites, the culture, education, interest in the development
and enrichment of national and universal values, and through them - to the affirmation
of the nation in the civilized space.

Abstract. The article is devoted to studying the phenomenon of overcoming; it substantiatesthe relevance
of understanding the cumulative human experience where it integrates overcoming as the transcendence
of human existence. An integral model of archaic cultural overcoming of the life and death dichotomy is
used as a scientific premise of this research. This model of archaic perception of death was obtained as a
result of the classification of tanatological concepts grouped into two large groups: rationalistic and non-
rationalistic. On the basis of irrationalistic concepts, a dynamic model of the archaic perception of life and
death was formed that was called the metaphysics of Overcoming. According to the author, the structures
forming the metaphysics of Overcoming are deeply rooted in human nature. This can be seen in various
manifestations of the phenomenon of overcoming in culture. The author sees the prospects for further
research on the phenomenon of overcoming in applying the object-energy approachthat leads us to a
biosocial level of understanding the phenomenon of overcoming. From these positions, a further disclosure
and understanding of the mechanism of overcoming can be possible, as well asa consolidation of these
principles in the notion of a culture of overcoming.

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THE JOURNEY FROM HUMAN RECOVERY TO CULTURE OF
OVERCOMING

Introduction

The existence of man is marked by a lack of man's ability to resolve problem situations.
In their ultimate expression, those situations turn into global problems, whose hierarchy
is generalized in the three key lines: man's violence to man, man's violence to nature,
and the spiritual and moral crisis of mankind [Nijnokov,S.À. 2006]. The third problem
that is the key to the solution of the first two is at the moment unsolvable; it continues
to exacerbate the anthropological crisis [Kovalchuk,N.D.2010.ð.53] of our time. The
advancements of scientific and technological progress do not excuse man from
responsibility for his actions towards nature, society, and himself. As a consequence, at
the forefront of history, public life and its theoretical comprehension,there is an apparent
current idea of a spiritually developed individual. In its ultimate expression, he functions
as a self-portrait of the human community and is able to represent hisnation, time,
society, culture, and the entire universe. In this sense, the individual is not a single
entity, but a monadic formation [Kovalchuk,N.D.2010.ð.53], if by the monad we
understand a fundamental element of existence. The attribute of such a monad is its
ability to develop spirituallyby overcoming its own limitations in accordance with the
ultimate human values. And man becomes essentially an overcoming creature.

This unique feature of man is described in philosophical anthropology in connection
with the qualities that determine his position as a special kind of being. As approached
by M. Scheler, H. Plesner, A. Gehlen, A. Bergson [Sheler,Ì. 1988.,
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Plesner,H.1988.,Halen,À.1988.,Berhson,À. 2006], man appears to be a being immersed
in the dynamics of overcoming external and internal challenges via cultural means.
However, the phenomenon of overcoming in itself remains virtuallyunthought in
philosophy. This points to the need for comprehensively developing the content of the
cumulative human experience that would describe, generalize and actualize the situation
of overcoming as a transcendence of human existence.

The experience of overcoming is an inseparable part of human existence, because
throughout his existence, man experiences various psychosomatic, spiritual and social
metamorphoses. The most significant of them are accompanied by the new opportunities
for self-realization. At the core of these metamorphoses lies the most complicated
situation where man and society overcome external or internal challenges. The starting
point for this study of the phenomenon of overcoming was the argument onthe humanity's
cultural solution of perhaps the most hopelessly difficult challenge - the eternal dichotomy
of life and death.

The point is that, by the end of the 20th century, a consistent focus on socio-
economic trends in antiquity research developed in Russia's archeology. The funeral
rites are interpreted primarily as a set of rational actions that reflect the initial instinctive
behavioral motives of "cleanliness" and "social attachment"or as a "mirror" of the social
structure [Tokarev,S.À.1990, p.162].  Funerary symbolism recognition for the sole purpose
of social reconstruction is designated as a basic research precept [Gening,V.F.,
Bunyatyan,E.P., Pustovalov,S.Zh., Rychkov, N.A. 1990, p.10]. This caused the prevalence
of quantitative formalized statistical methods - the statistical research complex of funerary
monuments according to their formal characteristics (the form comparison).

In 1990s, several researchers (Kosarev M.F., Olkhovskiy V.S., Gulyaev V.I., etc.)
defined the situation as crisis. They referred to the focus on indexing, categorization
and classification of the ritual attributes as a trend that had largely exhausted its possibilities
and didn't promise good research prospects[Kosarev,Ì. F.2003,p.319]. Updating scientific
research methods requires epistemologically grounded answers to the questions about
heuristics, a research approach and an ancient funeral rites interpretation concept.

The potential heuristics issue in the context of our research involves a search for
possible ways of the most productive ancient funeral rites interpretation. Studying the
ancient rites, while bypassing their spiritual components, is no longer acceptable. A
rite is a set of actions, established by the ritual, that embody mythological or religious
views. By the same token, a ritual in itself has no value or utilitarian sense. It carries a
basic symbolic message that expresses the subject's connection to the social relations
and values system. From this perspective, the reconstruction of the ritualism's ideological
sphere seems a very complex process as it involves using written, folklore, ethnographic,
and other non-archeological sources.The author carried out a big work on the
reconstruction of archaic notions about death that could be the basis of the ancient
funeral rites. This work included the classification of tanatological concepts and led to
the distinction between two large groups of tanatological concepts: rationalistic and
non-rationalistic.

Materials and methods

The purpose of this study is to study the ontological nature of man, the impact on
his world view of the social environment. The article also considers a person from the
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point of view of mysticism and eschatology. The general scientific methods, such as
theoretical, logical and system analysis, historical and comparative analysis, served as
the methodological basis for this analysis. An important contribution to the historical
and literary foundations of the study are the works of S.S. Nizhnikov, N. D. Kovalchuk,
M. Scheler, H. Plesner, A. Gehlen, A. Bergson and many others. In the course of this
study, the author analyzes in detail the unique abilities and capabilities of a person as
well as the changing nature of his behavior.

Discussion and results

A rationalist (scientific-optimistic and active evolutionary immortology, scientific,
phenomenological, and psychoanalytic thanatology) and a non-rationalist (religio-
pessimistic, religio-idealistic, religio-esoteric, and evolutionary spiritualistic thanatology)
interpretations of the death phenomenon are easily distinguishable in our classification.
The rationalist interpretation minimizes research opportunities and eliminates the life-
death-immortality problem itself. The non-rationalist formulation of the problem,
presented by the religio-idealistic and religio-esoteric trends, is the most productive for
our study.

The important features of non-rationalistic trends are mysticism and a connection
with secret doctrine's spiritual traditions as special forms of collective delivery and
learning of irrational meanings. However, there is a profound difference in the subject
matter of this delivery, which is the traditional bases or sources of concepts that have
emerged during the centuries-long process.

The traditional religious bases for irrational thanatologies were the unfathomable
dogmatics of Abrahamic religions represented in the Torah (Judaism), the Old and
New Testament (Christianity), the Koran (Islam). They determine the occurrence of
such private eschatological sources as Western Christianity's "ArsMoriendi", or Orthodox
"St. Theodora's Journey through the Aerial Toll-Houses", and a relatively modern spiritual
experience of the ElderessMacaria. Steadfast adherence to dogmatic religious principles
inevitably keeps orthodox religious thinkers within the framework of religion. The traditional
mythological bases for irrational thanatologies are religious and philosophical systems
(Brahmanism, Hinduism, Buddhism, Tantrism, Taoism, Shinto, etc.), the "natural"
pagan beliefs (ancient primeval and modern primitive sacred mythological traditions,
ritual mythological traditions; ritual ideological complexes, for example, those of ancient
Egypt, ancient Mesopotamia, ancient Greece, etc.).

The difficulties of researching ancient private eschatology are connected with the
absence of a mythological context or the inadequacy of its perception. The solution can
be found in correlating the concepts of myth and esotericism from the positions of
integral traditionalism. Esotericism is an ancient mythological background of the
Abrahamic religions (mystic initiatory branches of Kabbalah, Sufism and Hermeticism)
that has the mechanisms of collective traditional delivery and preservation of spiritual
teachings' irrational meanings in the changing historical contexts. Therefore,
comprehensive esotericism that is in line with the living sacred tradition is seen as a
potential heuristic field of our study.

In this sense, two groups of conventional sources can be of interest: the esoteric-
initiatory sources affiliated with the teachings of Brahmanism (Rig-Veda), Judaism
(SeferYetzirah, Haggadah), Mesoamerica (PopolWuj), Sufism (L'Archangeempourpr?
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by Suhrawardi) European hermetism (The Book of Thoth, The Emerald Tablet, The
Kybalion), medieval European alchemy (Archidoxes of Magic by T. Paracelsus) and
the funerary cult myth and ritual sources that are presented by the ancient Egyptian
(The Book of Amduat), ancient Indian (The Hymns of the Rig-Veda), Mayan (The
Xibalba of the PopolWuj texts) and Tibetan-Lamaist (The Great Liberation through
Hearing during the Bardo) religious mythological funerary cults.

These sources give our model special features that are taken into account in our
study. With their help, the scientific problem of triune immortology takes on a private
eschatological form, associated with the archaic complex of death expectancy. It is
hereby assumed that the ancient private eschatological framework combines three lines
of later animism: absolutization, socialization, and spiritualization. This framework is
the basis of the metaphysics of death's dual dynamic proliferation in the direction of
ontological foundations. Nevetheless, due to lack of a comprehensive mythological context,
we can express these bases only relationally.

Thanatological concepts are variable and ontologically heterogeneous. They can be
formally or essentially focused on the ontology that we do not suspect about. This
stipulates our  interest towards the traditional basis of thanatological concepts,  since
their ontology is thus determined. Irrational thanatologies consider the sacredness of
ancient metaphysics as a way of "doubling" genesis, the core of which was a transcendent
act of going beyond the sensorial reality. Subsequently, a different type of metaphysics
was established that considered genesis subjective and identical to the content of
consciousness. Modern positive philosophy truncates religio-philosophical and
mythological metaphysics that takes into account the concept of the soul and is in
principle linked with  the notion of the sacred. Therefore,  the ancient meanings of
death are "not visible" within the framework of the rationalist trends.

Proper understanding of complex material and spiritual unity of the human being in
the integrated dual dynamic picture of the metaphysics of death is impossible without
substantial pre-scientific notions of the soul. Clearly, hereby we complicate the subject
area of study enormously. However, in our case, it is not the subject that adapts to
existing methods, but new methods are being sought to comprehend the subject. Therefore,
we complement the concept of metaphysics, as a concept of speculative studies on the
common bases of genesis, with tolerance in considering philosophical, scientific, and
mythological ways of transcending life. We view the phenomenon of death as the
metaphysics of death or as a concept of death given in the corresponding ontological
space. It should be noted that the term "metaphysics" is not used here in the Hegelian
sense as a statement of anti-dialectics, but in the sense of "burdening" the research
object with a selection of "non-critical" pre-scientific metaphysics that is not actualized
in the modern scientific and philosophical situation.

We accept the thesis that religio-esoteric metaphysics is multilevel and symbolic.
There are different levels of understanding in its structure, the composition of which is
determined by the notions of superexistential bases. It is recognized that superexistential
beginnings are related as similarity and symbolic correspondence to the images of the
sensorial reality. Such metaphysics accepts the "what's on the surface is also underneath"
esoteric correspondence principle ("The Emerald Tablet"). Symbol becomes an integral
unit of mythological-pictorial knowledge. When trying to give a direct rational interpretation
of symbol, it provides a whole range of potential interpretations. In this case, we are
dealing with two different ways of transcending reality; a compromise between them is
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impossible as long as the priority of one of them is not determined. However, creating
a comparative system around a common one to both rationalist and irrationalist trends
of a dynamic pattern of death is acceptable in this situation.

Such a compromise presents epistemological difficulties. First, the specific sacred
character of myth is inevitably factored out. Secondly, a phenomenon that inherently
belongs to one paradigm cannot get an adequate assessment in the coordinate system of
a different paradigm. This has contributed to the transition towards extraordinary research
to the detriment of unconditionally maintaining a rationalist paradigm, which does not
fully meet the needs of the research. Anthropological philosophy does not want to
belittle the dimension of human existence, thus developing into metaphysical
anthropology that entails the interpretation of all things in general [Valverde, C.1994].

The crisis of the funeral rites theory stems from the insufficient balance of rational
and irrational trends. The solution is in forming hypothetical and theoretical bases of
the unified concept, which leads to the search for common points in anthropology.
One of these common points is the research's tendency to illustrate the meaning of the
funeral rites using the Way mytheme linked with archetypal concepts of Death and
Transformation. Its meaning comes down to the subject traveling along the way, suffering
losses and even repeated death, undergoing an inevitable transformation of its original
essence. Focusing the given pattern only on psychoanalytic thanatology turns into
psychologism, loss of metaphysicality, and heuristics. Apparently, both in the funerary
and initiatory sources, a unified scheme is present, the meaning of which can be
generalized by the keyword "Overcoming". This scheme reflects the inner-dynamic leitmotif
of such narratives as "self-denial", "overcoming death by death". The subject matter of
overcoming the gap in the ontological cycle of the concepts of immanent resurrection,
self-overcoming as a tendency of the apophatically denying metaphysics relates to this
scheme [Dugin,A.G.2002].

The further proliferation of hypotheses was performed on a theoretical basis of the
metaphysics of Overcoming as a dynamic line in the dual structure of the metaphysics of
death.Comprehending the universal meaning of deaththat goes back to the archaic
tradition, is eliminated by the processes of desacralization, socialization and profanization
of consciousness that allowed us to create an integral concept of the metaphysics of
death[Matsyna,A.I.2006]. The core of this concept was the metaphysics of Overcoming
that reflects the dynamism of the inner  spiritual existential space; the relationship
between the immanence of the part and the transcendence of theintegralexistence. The
metaphysics of Overcoming activates the intimate traits of man: sacrificing: altruism
and self-sacrifice, thus helping to avoid the destructive tanatological tendencies of
human existence. As a general social mechanism of the archaic, the metaphysics of
Overcoming aimed at a balanced spiritual and material development of society. Theunified
mythical and ritual sacralspaceinextricably connected the perception of the eternal
opposition between life and death.

Overcoming,  as a principle of correlating between the part and the Whole,  is clearly
represented in initiatory practices. The subject in this case perceives himself as an object
in relation to the area of absolute meanings. Repeated overcoming of one's own sensory
reality is presented as self-denial by the finite limited part for the sake of filling it with
the transcendental contents of the infinite integrity of Existence. A step towards
overcoming one's own objectnessis the simultaneous destruction of the old objectness
in the subject and creating in him a new objectness (the birth of a new individual). The

overcoming correlation between the part and the Whole is revealed as a sort of self-
sacrifice that is correlated with the ancient symbolism of the "solar" sacrifice (when it
means that the Whole, represented by the image of the Sun, gives part of itself for the
development of the lower stratum of the hierarchy).

Consequently, the mythological culture can be perceived as totally initiatory. Its
radical act is an act of self-denial, self-sacrifice. Sacrifice in this case implies an active
initiative by the (sacrificing) part in favor of the Whole as a hierarchical totality of its
constituent parts (receiving the gift). The internal (sacrificial)  dynamics of the relationship
between the parts of corporeal and spiritual existence provides the basis for understanding
the initiatory act as death and of death as a global initiatory act. The most ancient
semantic basis of the initiatory act is a symbolic transition between various forms of
cosmic and social existence (living and non-living, human and superhuman, natural
and social).

The universal human content and deep rootedness of the mental structures that give
rise to the metaphysics of Overcoming are manifested in the mythological form in the
"warriors' traditions". In religion, this pattern is most apparently represented by the
phenomena of spiritual asceticism, martyrdom, foolishness. The atheistic worldview
gives numerous examples of existential acts of spontaneous and conscious heroic civil
sacrifice. The metaphysics of Overcoming reflects a pre-philosophical way of transcending
Existence in the context of correlating the part and the Whole; conceptually summarizes
the archaic scenarios of the cultural removal of the opposition between life and death.

The proliferation of the metaphysics of Overcoming from the positions of theoretical
pluralism [Feyerabend,P.1986] made it possible to look more closely at the basis of the
return ontology that is marked by the natural symbols of death-birth, denoting the
cyclic transition of biological (living) to abiological (inanimate) and vice versa. Applying
the subject-energy approach [Nevelev,A.B.2012; Nevelev,A.B.2015] to understanding
the metaphysics of Overcoming leads to the biosocial foundations of this model
[Plotnikov,V.I.1975].

According to Aristotle [Aristotle,1934], perceiving singular existence means a
combination of "form" and "matter". Ontologically, the "form" is the essence of the
object, and epistemologically it is the concept of the object. Understanding the infinite
existence always acts as understanding the "form" as the energically saturated image of
the object in consciousness. The energic component develops Aristotle's doctrine on the
efficient cause, but can be interpreted as the activity of man who translates the form of
a thing into a form of action, and then into a form of thought. Thus, we have a
metamorphosis of the form in the three states of its existence: the form of thing, the
form of action, and the form of thought. This thesis takes on special relevance in
connection with the problem of overcoming.

The development of humans as species presumes that the horizon of attention,
during the transition from the pre-human to the human, is initially limited to the
biologically significant, and the non-biological content of the environment is overlooked.
The mechanism of orientation in the pre-human is dominated by instinct. According to
V.I. Plotnikov, radical overcoming of this domination is connected with the introduction
of abiological content into the life of the pre-human [Plotnikov,V.I. 1975. ð.143]. This
introduction happensregularly and becomes an integral part of thedeveloping man's life.
This is no longer a sporadic use of random tools, but purposeful systematic work on an
abiological (material) tool. Due to its abiological nature, this activity takes man beyond

the confines of instinct. Thus, we move on to the category of the "beginning", which
contains an element of overcoming, possibly realized under the influence of a powerful
objective challenge. "The immediate prerequisites for the result of the new take
ontransformation's formsare the process that creates a new form or a new type of structural
cohesion," V.I.Plotnikov writes [Plotnikov,V.I. 1975. ð.103]. It is the active moment of
the "beginning" in the form of overcoming that transforms the cohesion of the premises
into appropriate conditions, and creates a "gap" in the previously continuous horizon of
human instinctual life. Not only the biologically significant, but also the biologically
insignificant becomes the focus of the developing man.

A man opens up to the world. But, subsequently, under the conditions of a developing
civilization, the biologically neutral (abiological, inanimate) largely obscures the horizon
of human focus. Man concentrates his attention on the jump from one objective certainty
in the form of a biological program, from a given course of life processes and behavioral
models to another qualitatively different objective certainty. The new objective certainty
is an abiologic (inanimate) material, and elaborate tools. Such a transition brings a
change in the possibilities for self-realization, as well as in the species-related
characteristics of man. The primordiality of the practice of transitioning from one objective
identity of man to another is expressed in the"biological (living) - abiological
(inanimate)"relationship. The inexplicable,  barely articulable fundamentality of this
relationship,coeval with the human species,  apparently remains in human thought as
the foundation for social institutions of funeral rite and initiation.

The "sacrament" of the moment, the process of implementing such a fundamental
leap, appears to be reflected in the archaic models that the analogous thinking borrows
from nature. An outstanding example of this model is represented by the doctrine of
immanent (permanent) resurrection, which focuses the archaic attention on the point
of rupture in the ontological cycle. On this eternally primordial point, when the once
obsolete and dead, which has become inanimate, ceases its movement and suddenly
begins to move in a different, opposite direction. The points of rupture in the ontological
cycle are represented in ancient cultures by rites of passage, funeral rite, initiatory
practices and venerations of winter and summer solstice.

This "intervention" has a non-biological nature, it disconnects a developing individual
from his customary instinctive lifestyle. This is the nature of the first Overcoming,
which entails the focus on a non-biological, non-human, tool component. This involves
systematic purposeful overcoming of the instinct, based on anthropo-socio-genesis,
that is comparable to the "erection of a dam" (F. Engels).

Conclusion

Overcoming the dependence on one's own biological nature brings about freedom. In
this long, difficult process of "delaying the lust" (F. Engels), the origin of values'
mechanism, the emergence of ideals, and the development of culture are seen. However,
gradually the abiological, the inanimate, inserted into the biological nature of man and
giving him freedom, begins to play an increasing role in his life. Gradually,humans
began identifying with the inanimate. In other words, we can say that the very origins
of man are connected with the abiological and imply being "captured"by it.

In culture, the dominance of the abiological gradually increases; this ends in the
apotheosis of the capitalist market, the so-called "game of identity", when a thing takes
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the place of a man, and a man takes the place a thing (K. Marx). Now, as never before,
there is an apparent need for overcoming the horizons of consciousness that focuses on
the "inanimate", abiological.

Another problem is the problem of the second Overcoming, the problem of negating
the negation. Now we need to change directions to restoring the significance of the
living, while preserving the achieved and necessary results of civilization. Just as the
systematic nature of the biologically neutral (systematic improvement of tools) finally
ledthe developing consciousness beyond the bounds of biological dependence. New
overcoming requires this systematic objectness that would lead man beyond the bounds
of material dependence, beyond the dependence on the abiological, the inanimate.

In our opinion, this can only be the objectness of the philosophical thought of
naught [Nevelev,À.B.2015]. This "invisibility", in the terminology of Martin Heidegger,
puts man on the border of the living and non-living and, based on philosophical
distancing from both sides, allows to organize their reasonable combination. The second
Overcoming can be viewed as salutarinessagainst the backdrop of a loving philosophical
thought that initiates the return of the spirit to the world (A.Nevelev). Thus, the extreme
relevance of understanding the essence of the phenomenon of overcoming, of the
cultural mechanism,  and of the importance of this principle,  as well as the consolidation
of these principles in the concept of a culture of overcoming,  is revealed.
